The Franklin left Havre at 2 P. M.,on the 8th

inst , and laid ta otf C'owes till 4 P. M. of tho 9th,
to reccivo the English mails from London and South¬
ampton. She brings 130 passengers, ami a fair
cargo of v&luablo French, Swiss, and continental
merchandise.

by his brother, who went to Europe with him.

at Liverpool shortly after midnight of tlie 5th i net ,

having made the run from lloston in ten days eight
hours.
Tho United States mail steamer Washington,

Capt Fitch, (whose arrival al Cowes was reportod
by tho las' steamer), after landing tho mails and
passengers, proceeded to Bremen. llei passage was
effected in 134 days.
The royal mail steamship Orinoco (one of the now

class) had arrived at Southampton, after a passage
iVom St . Thotnue of lli days and 22 hours, having
averaged tlie whole distance at a speed of I0J mile*
nn hour Site had speeio on freight to the amount
of $1,386,485 principally in silver, from the (>ulfof
Mexico and llio South Pacific.
Of gerural news- this arrival is remaVkubly bare.
Tho easiness of tho London money mivrkot con¬

tinued. Three per cent consols were quoted 100;
to 100a ; exchequer bills, 80 to 83 premium. Aus¬
trian scrip had improved in value on the Loudon
Excharge, and was quoted at I to 1£ protu. Mexi¬
can bonds had fallen 2 per cent., in consequence of
uows brought by tho Onnoco, that a fresh revolu-
tion had been attempted in tlio capital, (iold min¬
ing shares were very flat, and were expected to re¬
main so until favorable ncv.s should bo received
relative to the hicccss of some of the established
Californiaa companies. It was rumored t lint Colonel
Fremont was about to depart from England for
California, and after settling the titles of his Mari¬
posa property, to return agiin to Europe.

In the corn market at Mark Lane, on the 7th in¬
stant, there wo 3 not much animation, but the pre¬
vious week's prices were maintained Foreign
wheat experienced a steady dcmind. English Hour
wng dull of sale-, and American has slightly weeded
in value- Floating cargoes of foreign wheat were

hold firmly, rwd tho cargoes of Indian corn fetched
tirm prices.
At Manchester, prices continued firm, but transac¬

tions Wire chiefly for the borne demaud. In llir-
mingliam, tho sales of iron were large, with an im¬
provement in quotations, In the woollen districts,
the lato revival of trade was maintained. lu
Nottingham, there was mut.li activity, both in the
lace and hosiery trades, and tho orders from the
United States were extensive. The Irish linen mar¬
ket was 1m active.
Tho impulse towards emigration to Australia was

olt in all parts of tho kingdom, and the departures
were very numerous, and would be much greater,
were it not for iho want of haxds at home, Ttud the
facility of obtaining employment.
The Liverpool cotton market was rising. It

opened o.i the 7th with au unimated demand both
from tho trade and on speculation. An advance of
one-eighth of a penny was spccvlily established, and
the sales amouiitod£on that day to 10,000 hales, of
.>vhieh speculators and exporters purchased 6,000
bales.

During a debate on the Mavnooth question, in the
House of Commons, on tho 8th inst., Mr. Feargus
O'Connor committed a violent assault on one of the
honorable members, and was called to order by the
Speaker. His conduct was so incoherent as to leave
no doubt oC hi? absolute madness.
Tho new political journal, El Diario Eijnnol^

was published iu Madrid ou the 1st inst. It belongs
to the mndcrado party, and its principal object is
to defend the interests of Spaniards in Cuba.

Tho Cape of Good Hope.
Tho Royal mail steamer Hollospont arrived at

Plymouth ontho Oth inst., with dates from the Cape
to "tho 2d May. Hostilities against tho ('affros had
been renewed by General Cathcart, tho new Govern¬
or. The London Times gives the subjoined sum¬
mary of the nows :.

The only military movement, since our last ad¬
vices, k-. ono by Colonel Michel, on tho 17th of April,
nenr Fort Cox, when a sub division of the Light
Company of the 6th l.egiment killed eight Cafl'res
with the' bayonet ; and a company of Hides in am
bush, drove a body hoadlong down somo cliffs, kill¬
ing twenty, and wounding a great numbor.
The la.^t dates from King William's Town are to

the 27th of April. General Cathcart had recovered
from tho effeots of a severo fall, and was to procood,
on the 27th, to Fort Beaufort, preparatory to an
attack, upon an extensive scale, on Friday, tho 30th
01 April, upon the Waterkloof, where Maoomo had
ngain removed, with a largo party of Caffres, from
the Airatolas, aud had been joined by a great many
rebel llottontots. It was understood that the <«ene-
ral would direct this movement in person.
General Cathcart's determination to hang tho

councillors of Seyolo and Stock, who have boon
captured while endeavoring tooxcitc I'ato and other
friendly Cafl'res to join the enemy, has inspired great
f«wifidencOj!tnd tho erection of tho gallows at KingWilliam's Town, for that purpose, bus struck much
terror into the Caffres. '1 ho General's policy ofde¬
stroying tho enemy's cattlo is most important, as is
also his refu.-ul to have personal communications
with any of the chicfs among the Caffres. Mis en¬
ergy and decision of character arc much admired,
and a prosj.'oet seems now open of really subduing
and punishing the Caffres, so as to produce a perma¬
nent and substantial peace in the course of three or
four months.
Our correspondent's lettor, dated Cape Town, May

1, is as follows:
The mail packet, which starts to-day, carries

home little intelligence of any moment respectingtho war. An operation of somo magnitude, judi¬
ciously planned and well executed, once more cx-

pellod' the enemy from the ravines and rocky
neigtbs of Waterkloof; but he appears to have re¬
turned in considerable force almost immediately on
tlio retirement of the troops.
