After partakiog of a splendid repast, whioh rofloet-

£m1nm-erl the health of Mr. J. }\ Cornean. M.

lornean then vose, aud remarked that he was not

a dpeech maker, bhut a wine maker; but he would
make a simple stutement in regard Lo the culture of
the grape and the munufacture of wine: aud
thut he would be plensed to respond to any guerios
which the gentlemen present may desire to have
answered, He then entercd in detuil into the
method of cultivating the Cutawba grape, and the
manufucture of the still and sparklisg wines—that
denvmioated still wine we understood to be equiva-
lent in character to the hock wines of the Rhine,
while the xrtmleng deseription 15 similsr in all re-
spects to the champagne wines of France. The
gpecimens exhibited were grently ndmired, and gave
evidence of the degree of excellence to which the in-
dustry of the proprietors may ultimately reach, by
experience in the business of wine making. The
stutistics of the produet, as given by Mr. Corneau,
were exceedingly interesting, He informed us that
there were more than twelve hundred sores of land
in vineynrds, withina eircenit of tweénty miles around
Cincinnati, and that they are continually on the
inorease.  The demand for the sparkling wines, at
the present time, is far greater than the supply.
All cftorts to successfully introduce the foreign
grupe, for the purpose of making wine, scem to have
failed, the Cotawba being the only grape adapted
to our goil and ¢limate.
