Her hull was built by Mr. 1'Iieuias t'oll-
yer. at the foot of Twentieth street, and her engines by
Messrs. Cunningham, llclknap X Co., in West street.
She started from Albany in compasy with the Arme¬

nia milking the u.ntal stoppages for pTssengers, swelling
tho number till it reached to between three and four
hundred. She raced with the A as all tho passengers we
iva\ e seen inform us. till she had rivn ahead of that
steamer some four or five miles. Iler hull had become
very mnoh heated from tho sun, as well an from her own
furnaces, till . he wan an dry as a chip :irul na inilammable
as gunpowder. Iu this condition, and when near Yon-
kers. while tlieso three or four hundred human beings
were little dreaming of danger, a black smoke wa seen to
issue from the centre of the bout, near tho pipes, boon
afler, one of the atsachfi of the steamer appeared, and re¬
quested the ladies to keep cool.that tilers was no dan¬
ger. Immediately it was noticed that the head of the
boat was turn* d towards the hore. from which a breeze
was blowing. Then tho flames began to steal up and
through the vessel. Then the cry of tiro spread conster¬
nation among the passengers on board that ill fated
steamer. Almost immediately after this she struck on
shote below Yonkers, about a quarter of « mile this side
of Fonthill. Mr. Forrest's residence, aud tho scene that
then cneucd baffles description.
The steamer struck head on: and »* *.><¦ )>m i.r«k« «>ut

in «' uiro, and the brcczn blew off shore. those on the
stern of the boat bud either to leap into t.be water or

perish in the flames. One cf the passengers who hud
reached the shore, mid. that as ho turned, ho saw the
flames envelope a fine lad. standing on the verge of the
upper deck, seemingly uncertain whether to perish by
liro or water. The flames and thick smoke seemed to wrap
around him like a wiuding sheet, till he disappeared and
Is now no more. Another gentleman informed us, that
he saw a niotbi r tako her infant in her teeth by its clothes,
to have the bube come on top when she arose to the sur-
face, and approach the edge of the boat to leap into the wa-

sad affair. We shall never know nil the sad scenes of this
terrible disaster. Most of those who were saved came to
the city in the Armenia and by the Hudson River Hail-
road. The down train itopped to render a«sl-tance, and

a special train was sent out to bring the survivors to

town. Several reached the Irving House In a Kid plight-
some without shoes, others without hats, and some with¬
out coats, shoes or stockings, See., &c. Three other sur.

vivors.Mr. Vanclleke, of liaitimore. and two ladles.

arrived at tlic Astor llotJ-e in a terrible state of mental
and bodily angnish.
The steamboat Armenia, which left Albany as we have

have obtained the following account from Captain Polho-
mus. the pilot of the Armenia who succeeded in saving

About three o'clock in tho afternoon, our boat was

I observed that tun pilot of tho
burtihg boat bad placed her head Inshore; and before
we arrived, tho Hcury Clay was run aalioro. The sight,
as wt> approached the -boat, which was then burning In a

finious nisnner, was dreadful to behold The after part
of the boat was covered with human beings, and a groat
number were immersed in the water, clinging to the
guards ot the boat, in frightful despair, expecting every
moment, to b« driven off by the flttnes into tho water.
We stopped our boat, lowered a small boat, anil sent her
elf to the relief of the sufferer-*. A number were

taken from the wreck in that way. Peter IJbhip,
a deck hand of the Armenia. uctoJ very cnnrageo;i<!y.

On seeing a nmn strugcling in the water, who had sun!;
twice. Hi. hep sprang from tho small bolt, swum to tho
r< lii f of the drowning man. whom hit soiled by tho neck,
ai d ronvt yrd him to the shore. Jits life was thus saved.
The pilot also related that aid wa» given by the captain
