WasmnaTon, August 2, 1852,
Contemplated offer of Reciprocity—Free Naviga
tion of the St. Lawrence and the River St. John—

Rigid Construction of the Ashburton Treaty—

Provincial Legistation, with reference to Maine. -

1 seoit state. the Boaton Ceurier of Thursday,
that spnjod#ha Committee on Commerce will
be offered to Congress this week, providing for an
interchange, free of duty, between the United States
and the British Provinces, of all articles being the
produce of the seed, the field and the forest, upon
the following eonditions:—The free navigation of
the St. Lawrence, and that of the St. John, the
exemption from duty of lumber shipped through
New Brupswick, and the right, on the part of Ame-
rican citizens, in common with British subjects, to
take and cure fish on the shores and in the bays of
the Provinces.

With regard to the navigation of the Bt. Law-
rence, I find it is provided by the law of nations,
that “ where o nation possesses the territory on
both sides of & river, so fat as such territory ex-
tends, it iz to be deemed the owner of the river it-
self; but other nations owning in like manner,
above or below the same river, may have a right of
passage, or other gervitude.” Unfortunately for

the United States, its territory does not extend to
both gides of the 8t. Lawrence, and the navigation
u{dthe river below, does not come within this pro-
vision.

As to the free nayigation of the 8t John, Amer-
ican cit ulroady p the right, under the
Ashburten trenty, of conveying their produce to
the seaboard ; und they might bave navigated uj
stream, bad it not been for an apprehension that it
would interfere with the local and sectional inter-
esta of Maine

I was nt Augusta during the session of the Legis-
lature which waa called for the purpose of author-
izing the general government to negotiate a treaty
with GreatBritain, in relation to the nerth-eastern
boundary, and collected from the dobates which
took place on that oecnsion, that the membors did
not want the navigation upwards lest establish-
ments should be formed at the mouth of the St.
Jobn for supplving the lumbermen, by which Ban-
gor would he injured ; and in this manner the inter-
esta of the Unitod States were snorillesd to promote
thoge of a remote portion of the Union.

The exewption of lumber from daty, whon shipped
from Mnive down the St John, isa subject with
which fuw pereons are acquainted, and an explana.
tion will piobably not be without intorest. By th
Ashburton treaty it was provided. tha’ the produc
of Maine coming down the St Jolin should he con-
sidered and treated as British property, the objoes
being to secure its importation into Eoglund on'the
same terms ae colonial prodnge.

At that time it was the practice of Now Deanswicl,
and ¢till is in Maine.to levy what is called a stump-
nge duty, of a dullar snl a half per ton, on all tim-
ber when cut; but owing to the frauds that were
constantly praciiced, en net was passed by the Le-

iglature of that Provines, substituting u duty to he

cvied at the port of shipment; the eonsequonce was,
and gtill iz, that the lambererin Maine, aiter paying
the stumpage doty 1o the State, from which the Pro-
vincial lnwaberer is exempt, has again to pay the
same doty when he ships 1t frem the colonial port—
thus giving the eolonial lumborer 4 decided advan-
tage over the other

hen tho bill was before the House of Asaoably,
it was opposed on the ground that it might be con-
sidered, by the British government, a8 an infraction
of the treaty, il lumber ship;}md from one part of
the Union to another wera subjected 1o this daty ;
and a clause was intreduced, exompting that from
Maine when destined for an Amoarioan market; and
the bill so framed, was sent to England for the
Queen’s approval, but was immediately returned,
with an intimation that it the exemption clause
were struck out, it would receive the royal nssent,
Thie, of course, wis promptly done, and the result
has been to fill the Provineial treasury.

It isnot to be supposed that this gricvance was
quietly submitied to by the people of Maire. On
the contrary, represemtations were made at Wash.
ingr.on. and the American nmbassador at the
Britieh courl called the attention of the govern-
ment to the subject; but the Soecretary for [oreiga
Affairs at onee directed his attention to the treaty,
and insisted that, ns it wag thereby declared that
American produce coming down the Bt John was to
be treated ns British, although for & very diforeat ob-
jeet, it wad thereby 2ubject to the same Provineial
daty on ghipraent a8 eolonial timber, and the daty
eontinues Lo lie exacted.

It will thus be seen what is wenot by the free
navigation of the 8t, John, which the United
States might have had, were it not [or the inte-
rested and shorb-sighted policy of the people of
Bangor; end as to the removal of duty on timber,
that the Dritish government conoot grant, it being
levied under o permaneut law of the Province, W.

Another pass—beaides the Bouih Pasi of Fre-
mont—is now kunown to exist through tho great
Rocky Mountain range. The discovery was mado
about a year ago, by Captain Joseph Walker—u
man who, without amy injustics to others, may be said
to have travelled more among, and to bo botter ac-
quainted with, the Rocky Mountains than any other
living person. His time, perhiaps for more than
thirty years, bua been chiefly spont in wanderin
over them, in almost every possible direction. Ha
bas made repented trips between New Mexico and
California; and about a year since he camo from
Monterey, or Sun Dicgo, to Albuguerque (sevonty-
five miles below Santw 1'é, N. M.,) withia twonty-
fivo days—travelling leisurely with pack animals.
The route he travelled was an entirely new one,
hitherto unknown; und last fall he returned to Cali-
fornin by the same way. The route is diroetly west
from Banta Fé; and ho represents it as being, in
overy respect, ns practicable for ns and car-
ringes a8 thet between Bunta F'é and Missouri. It
crogses no mountaing, but lies upon broad and leve
megas or table-lands, where the finest of pastur
abounds, and o sufficiengy of water is met at shor
intervals. Moreover, the elevated lands adjacen

furnish a variety of the best timber. am
sorry it i= not in my power to indieate
this routo with particularity; but the pub-

lie may rest assured that the fuct of the ex-
istence of suoh n pasg to the Pacific is past all
doubt. I believe there is but one man who has ob-
tuined from Captain Walker a plan of the route,
with accurate data; and that gentleman, Mr. Kern,
is, 1 believe, now in Washington city. Mr. Kern, who
was with Fremont in one or two of his expeditions
is represented to me ns being n skilful engiucer and

draughtsman.
Captain Pope, an ammpk}hhed and energetic offi-
cer of the U, 8. Topographical Corps, is at present
in Santa Fé. This gentleman, aware of the facts [
have mentioned in rogard to new pass through
the mountaing, has made application at Washington
te be allowed to explere the route in a thorough and
gcientific manner; and in the event that his roquest
is 5rnnted. the moderate facilities he will require
will be readily granted him by Colonel Sumner, the
mili commander of this department. It ia not
to be doubted that so reasonable an v:f»plluution
and one that bids fair to furnisk such valuable an
interesting knowledge, will be granted by au intel-
ligent and patriotic administration like the present.
Captain Pope is in duily expectation of receiving
orders to explore this new route, which promises
50 fuvorably to furnish results in interest and impor-
tance far transcending any hitherto brought to the
knowledge of the country. Bhould it be found prac-
ticable for carringes and a railroad, two marked ad-
vautages over the Bouth Pass will at once present
themselves: In the first place, the distance to the
Pacific is shortened by some seven or eight hundred
miles; and secondly, the winters nre so mild in this
latitude as to make it certain that, from natural
caufes no impediment to travel would exist at any
season of the year.

. PRESBYTERIAN STATISTICS, :
We publish, this week, the general view of the
Presbyterian church for the year ending My, 1552,
as made out by the Stated Clerk of the Genoral
Assombly, from the reports from the several Preby-
tories, Ten Presbyteries, as will be pereeived, have
failed toreport; and a very largo number of ohurches,
even in those Prosbyteries whioh have reported,
have not furnished their statistics; so that, uggr ull,
the result obtained is but a mere approximation.
It is o matter for much regret that OEurah-unushma
and the BStated Clerka of Presbyterics caunot
be prevailed upon todo their duty in this regard, so
that wo might arrive at something like satisfactory
information na to the relative coudition, numorioally,
of our own donomination from year to year. The
inerease in tho number of ministors and churchos,
over last year, isnot so larme ns it has beon for
several of the previous t{:“"; but the ngrogate gain
since 1849, the yenr nfter the division, shows that
Giod has been blessing our Zion with & remarkable
degreo of prosperity. We have now very nearly
aitained to tho size of the entire body previous to
the separation. The ineroase gince the year 1859 may

Our governmens, fae
from foaring any results of the expected oentest,
hng taken- a dignified course in the official corres-
pondence, and is ready to satisfly in any way what-
ever complaint General Lopez may have of its poli-
oy with regard to the expedition of Goneral Flored.
Although active operations are going on here to pu
the country in o state of defence, nobody can yupe
pose for s moment that any New (ranadiam
invasion will have a probable success st preseat.
The state of our army and navy is very
efficient, and the country counts on potemb

resources to repel, mout effeotually, any pretemd-
od attack. Bosides it is doubtf yet, whethee
General Lopes will run the chance of sending an ar-
my eut of his country. It is well known that eves
at present the miniatoriul crisis has not been termin~
ated, nnd the mspirants to the presidency have al-
ready commenced operations.  General Ug&nﬂl.ﬂl
fovemuent. candidate, finds adverso feclings in the
iberal party and in the army, which, itis rumored,
bas declared for Geversl Franco. Don Floreatine
Gonzalez and Don Manuel Murillo have sot to work,
too, earneetly on their own side, having a decided in-
fluehon insome of the provinees.

It is ge=-
nerally understood that Peruoand Ohile are acting in
coneert in this mutter, These two South American
ropublies congider the movement of Flores as patris
ot1e and lawful, a4 the present ruler of Eenador can
oAly ho considered nd s usurper, a3 Urbinn, by
troachery and foree, deposed Novon, the qunl.l’
olected nnd setig President of Eeuador, sud ba-
nlshed him feom the country, which, of eourse, gives
o citizens of Eeundor the right to stiack the
peirping government  without intervention from
ijgnpowers,  The action of Peruand Chile, there-
fors, may be regarded s un intervention to prévent
intervention on dhe purt of New Granada.
