The News.

Tu the United States Senate, yesterday, the Com-
mittee on Public Lands very properly reported
agsinst the propriety of passing the Homestead, or
Free Parm bill, Mr. Bennett’'s Land Distribution
bill, and Renator Walker's bill ceding the lands to
ihe Etates in which they liec. Want of time will pro-
bably prevent the Senate from ncting on any of these
mensures during the prevent session, and even il there
were time, zow that the House has upset nearly all
of thie Senute’s voilrond land projects, it is more than
Bikely that the iutter body would retatinte by giving
the Jund schemes of the House the go by. Thus,
these threatened evils bave, like the Kilkeuny cats,
eempletely enten ench other up.

Through the instrumentality of Gen. Houston, a
select committee of five was yesterday appointed by
the Benate, to inguire into Galphinism of all sorts,
whether among congressmen, commissionars, or
0 the departments. The wholesale etyle in which
elaims of every desoription have bean acted upon
sod approved, by the various branches of the govern-
ment, within the last fow years, rendered it neces-
sary, for the honor of all concerned, that the charges
of corruption, which have been so freely circulated,
should be inquired into, snd the guilty parties, who-
ever they may be, brought to light. 1If the Com-
mittee do their duty faithfully, as they quite likely
will, the exposé will undoubtedly form a very euri-
wus chapter in the political and financial history of
the country.

Nething was done by the Senate with the
private  calender.

The Pittaburg Convention.

The Free Soil Navional Conventien for the nomi-
nativn of their ticket, and the erection of their plat-
form fur the Presidency, will meet in the city of
Pittsburg on Weadnesdny mnext, the 11th instant.
We publish o list of the delegates in another por-
tiow « £ this paper, from which (though wotineluding
all the delegates appointed) the reader will per-
ceive, at o glunce, that this third party is destined
1o muke & most imposing and formidable demon-
stiation in this Presidential contest. Indeed, trom
ihe absorbing interest which has been betrayed in
this movement by the leading underground politi-
eians of beth the old parties, we bave not the
shadow of o doubt thuat, one way or the other, it
will be decirive in the election.

Sixteen or seventeen States will be represented at
Pittsburg, including the slave State: of Maryland
and Kentucky, and probably even Virginia may
bave herdelegutes on the ground. Pro-eminentinthe
weight of ber representation, will be the great ori-
giral whig Swate of Ohio, from which there will

ance.  In the aggregate, we should not be surprised
if the Convention were to excecd in nnmbers, in har-
mony, and in enthusinsm, either of the lete con-
ventions at Baltimore. In the reeunlt, whatever it
may be, this third party will bring one or the other
of the old parties to the ground. This re or-
ganization, a& o prelimivary object, contemplates
the establishmnent of a balance of power between
the whig and democratic parties. One or the
other is thus destined to be vanduished and broken
up; and then the next step will be to fuse it into
the grand overwhelming abolition party of the
North.

All the other
planks in the platform—such as free farms, land
reform, cheap postages, the election of all office-
holders by the people, the righ's of oid wo-
men to wear the breeches, and the duty of old
grandfatbers to wear the pesmeats, and what
not—will be the mere ornamental appendages
of the Ekite's tail; or extra bait for the stray
gudgeonr and various eutside fanaties, philosophers,
and reformere of the day. Even a dinner  f can-
vass ba k ducks i< a meagre affair with nothing but
the ducks; but garnished with some other récherche
and orvamental dishes, and a bottle or two of wine,
it is & feast for a yprime mioister.

EFFECT OF AUSTRALIA O Baronrariex.—GoLp
AND CorroN.—We see it stated in some of the
English papers, that, for the month of June last, as
compared with the same month of the year 18551,
the emigration from Liverpool to the United States
had fallen off some six thousund. This isvery likely,
notwithstanding the steady increase in the general
aggregate of emigrants arriving monthly in ihis
country, from the various countries of Europa,
Australin will at once account for the diminution
in the shipments from Liverpool. Whole pages of
the Liverpocl papers are tukenup with advertise-
ments of vessels bound for the golden land of Aus-
tralia ; and even New York has not escaped this
new contagion. At this moment there are five ves:
gels advertised bere for Port Philip and Bydocy,
They will take out choice cargees of prime neces=
gitiee for the miners, and some emigrants, All these

the present movements of Australian emigration
and trafiic, however, are but the mall beginnings of
what ie yet to come.

Australia is o great island continent, almost un-
inhabited, yet rich in agricultural, maunufacturing,
and commercinl resources, particularly rich in gold,
and, no doubt, capable of sustaining a population
of one hundred millions of people. And it is sur-
rounded by a vast archipelago of islands, among
the richest and largest on the globe, and still only
thinly ivhabited by balf-naked barbarians. Hereis
a new field for emigration, colonization, and com-
merce, almost incomprebensible in its capacitics of
expangion. In connection with the mighty progress
of Califcrnia, our Southern States are insured for a
contipually inereasing demand for cetton, for an in-
definite period to come. The gold of Australia may
lead to the establishment of a powerful AngloSaxon
republie in the East; but the balance of power
among the nations of the earth will still be in the
cotton fields of the grest republic of the Weat.
Gold is a great thing; but cotton is the article
for shirts, all the world over.

In England the prees is such a power that it Is
designated **the fourth estate,” and controls the
other three—the sovereign, lords and commons.
That is, publie opinion, created by the press, in
giving full and faithful reports of the debates in
Purliament, modifies and controls the action of the
three estates of the realm, and the press is regard-
¢l a8 an institntion of the country, by which the
doings and sayings of the representatives of the
nation, and the other branches of the legislature, are
commupicated to the people, and by means of
which the people communicate to them. Thus,
corruption and misconduct are checked in
Parlinment ; for whatever a member says is
sent next morning on the wings of the pross, through-
ont the length and breadth of the land. The go-
vernment are kept in check by the same means, for
the ministers are liable to be questioned at any mo-
ment, and their answers reported.

The pupers in Washington have pol the same ef-
feet upon Congress that the Times, Morning Chro
nicle, and Morning Herald bhave upon the British
Parliament. These journals are all independent of
Parlinment collectively, or of the members individu-
ally, and they report what is said and done, without
auy *“fixing” or alteration. If o man under the
impulse of patriotism delivers a sound and
brilliaut speech, it will have its iafluence
gn the whole country. If a scoundrel com-
wmits himeelf, that, too, will have an iofluence
upen the country, and a very decided influence npon
himeelf. Hitherto, the papers at Washington, in-
stead of controlling Congress, and beiug an institu-
tion to check corruption, have been under the con-
trol of Congrese—being hired to print the speeches
of members—while members had the power to mo-
dify, alter, and omit what thoy said, or to in-
sert whbat they never said. Nefarious jobs
were thus covered up. The telegraph, how-
ever, hag done much to break up that corrupt and
demoralizing system. The country no longer looks
to the Washington papers for reports, for they arc a
day late, almost everywhere, and in some loculities
soveral days. By the time the antiquated sheets
retch their destination, the debates have becomne an
old story, and nobody reads them—the people have
ulready read the telegraphic reports in the New York
papers, und they will not so much as look at the
Washington papers.

The resulb is that the New York papers have al-
ready produced a tremendous cffect upon Congress,
and every day keep that body in check. They
cannot insert, omit, or alter anything in the New
York papers; for they have no control over them.
Their epeeches appear almost as soon as they muke
them, all over the conntry, and accompanied, too,
with guitable comments. On the other hand, whit-
ever influence the Washington journala onee had, is
now dead, and they nre no botter than waste paper.
This is the reazon why they find it go difficult to get
the printing contracts from Congress—not being any
longer of the slightest use to their party.

If the debates in the Common Council of this
city were published in full every morning, in the
New York papers, the effect upon the Common
Coureil and the public interests would be even
greater than it is upon Congress. All the eiti-
#rs would rend them, and iv would govn be sgen
who were the “good men and true,” and who were
the worthless and corrupt. Men of talent, and chur-
acter and respectability, would then seek the office
of aldermen, and they would make themselves
felt in the city, and in the country at large. The
Common Couneil would thus be rendered a nurscry
for putriotism, public virtue, and intellect of the
highest order. Men of ability would thus be brought
out, and they would have the opportunity of so
distinguiehing themselves that the people would
be no longer, as they now often are, nta loss to find
enitable candidates for the Btate Legislature or
for Congrees, or for other offices of trust, honor, and
emolument. The Comimon Couneil wonld be a gehool
of training for the highest offices in the nation,
Men of integrity, intellectual cnlibre, and good
education, would then deem it an honor to be
clected members of & body whlch is now in such bad
odor with the public that it is difficult to induce
any man of good character or good standing to
accept a eeat in the Corperation.

The true way, therefore, to reform abuses

in the Common Council, is to publish, in
extenso, the speeches of its members, This
would elevate their tone, by bringing them
into immediate contact with their neighbors and
friends and the people st large; and no black desds
of cortuption could any longer be practised in the
dark—while, on the other hand, no party journal
could deal in generalities, or unjustly nssail the Com-
mon Council, without being rebuked.
* Will the Blievegammon journal go for our proposis
tion, and join us in laying the axe to the root of the
evil, inatead of striking every now and then at a
branch, which mny have the effoct, perhaps, of
bringing down a shower of leaves, while the tree it-
gelf remnins s# firm as cver, and ready to put forth
new foliage and new blossoms, which will result in an
abundant crop of corruption, and profligate, wasto-
ful expenditure of the public money? Will the
morning papers, of every shade of politics, go in with
us to publish the debates, and try what virtue there
ie in n healthy public opinion, generated through
the medium of a fres and independtnt prees ?
