Texas Debt. What will Congress do ?
The rccont report of the Finance Committee of

tho Senate, and the aeooinpanping bill for the pay*
ment of the creditors of Texas of the class therein
dceoribed, havo at length brought this matter bo.
fore Congress in a tangible shape, and enabled both
the fiicnds and the enemies of the measure to mus¬
ter their respective forces. The unfortunate dissen¬
sions among tho creditors themselves woro a threat¬
ening aspect a short time ago, but these arc now, I
understand, healed, and all parties are satisfied with
the course of the Finance Committoe-
The great principle on which tbe wholo subject

depends is plain, and clearly defined in tho law of
nations, and in that high code of tquity which should
guide and regulate the actions of all eivilixed
nations that whenever an independent governmentlias contracted debts, on tho faitli of its revenue and
resources, and is afterwards voluntarily united andabsorbed by another government, to which its na-
tioral revenue and resources, thus pludgod, are
transferred, tho latter government becomes bound,
by the rrost sacred of all obligations, to discharge
those debts.
These governments mny Indubitably, In tholr act

of union or annexation, rnako such stipulations on

the lubject us they ice fit ^between themselves); hut

to this the cr<><H'ors or« not parties, and, cf courie,
are not bound by lb< provi*iei-s of buy such act or
treaty, to which they nave not yielded their asseuj.
Tbo creditors look only to tho revenue pledged for
tlii-ir sewirity, io who^e hands soever they ui.ty tie,
and it h bci-au-e these revenues are now io tho
hands of Hie f»derol government. that she id held lo
he responsible tor the pa/mout of these debts.

It M tree that 'bo government of tho United
States in the act of annexation, bound Texas to
apply tl»! procteds ol her vacant landi to km dis
charge of the** debts; but io the act of tho ft1! of
S-'p'tinhor, 1*60, nhe ehone to releiso Texas from
tbie obligation, acqniietl the title to a large portion
of these very lands fur ber own use. and thereby as¬
sumed all tuc liability of that St a.to to its creditor*,
jn every principle of natiunal integrity aud honor.
The power atid the duty of ^tiling with the credi¬
tors of Texas belong to that .State no longer.it h us

rotbing to do with tttoee crciitors, further than to
be acquitted and discharged from any responsibility
to pay them.
The a;t of the Texas Legislature, usually d- no¬

minated the "scaling %ct," is a palpable violation of
that provision of tho federal cons'.itutiou which pro¬
hibits States from pa siing laws ' impairing the ob¬
ligations of contract," and is therefore to be re¬

garded by Congress, as it would bo by tho Supreme
Court, as a nullity. It is not to be supposed for a

moment that the Legislature of lexa", whi'ih will not
meet again for about eighteen months, will seek to
intermeddle with this business
Having surrendered this whole affair of adjusting

the claims of her creditors to the federal govern¬
ment, Texas has stipulated only for her own release,
and if this be secured, ibo has nothing more to do
with the subject. There is now little doubt that a

large majority of the people of that State are in
favor of an honest payment of the public debt, con¬
tracted in the maintenance of their independence.
A few small politicians may so far miscalculate tho
state of public feeling, as to hope to mike some

political oapital out of an attempt to repudiate; but
they find no favor at homo, and are held nearlv as

cheaply there as they are ubroad. I presurafAho
members of both houses, from thitt State, will take
little, if any, part in the disposition of this matter
while it is before Congiess. for the reasons I have
already stated. Their position is a delicate one ;
but it is impossible to suppose they will seek to re¬

pudiate their own debt, when the government of tho
United States offers to pay it. They will, doubtless,
rather assist in raising the character of texas, and
proving that she desires to be both faithful and
honest i

The plan contemplated, iutheb'll of the commit
tee, to pay these debts, is judicious and economical,
and will, in foet, liquidate the whole amount with
the five million of dollars no<v in the treasury ap¬
plicable to that object. This bill rises into the
Highest importance, when we reflect that the final
actions of Congress on the subject will stamp our
national character. What mark shall bo fixed upon
us, it is for Congress to determine.

I have no interest in the matter beyond what af¬
fects every citizen, who desires tho honor of his
country. I am neither an agent or a creditor of
Texns; but the subject being now brought forward
for public attention, by the action of the committee,
I trust the course recommended will be speedily
acted upon, so as to end the question. B

One of the most delightful trips that it is possible

to imagine. one but little frequented by the Ameri¬
cans, though unsurpassed in the alternate gorgeous-
ness, gracefulness, grandness, and picturesqueness of
its scenery.is that from Toronto to Montreal, by
the river St. Lawrence, through "tho Thousand
Islands," and down the Rapids. But how to attempt

a description of the scenciy I know not. On enter¬
ing tho St. Lawrence from Lake Ontario, the eye is
at ence struck with its promised magnitude and
beauty. Tho St. I^awrence receives the waters of
the great lakes from Lake Ontario, and conveys
them to its gulf. It is nearly half a mile wide at
its commencement, and ninety miles wide at its
mouth. It expands into "the Lake of the Thou¬
sand Islands," where the scenery is most beautiful
and romantic, thickly studded with islands, somo of
which are manj acres in extent, and others only a

few square feet. Nearly all el' them aro co¬
vered with rod oedar aud fir trees; some are on¬

ly jvist above the surface of tho water, whilst
others are abrupt and craggy rocks, juttim;
up perpendicularly to tho height of

'

thirty
or forty feet. Sometimes we pass through a narrow
channel between rocks, where, at a short distance,
we would imagine thore was scurccly room for a boat
to enter ; then, on looking back, the clustering
islands seem to have closod up the passage through
which we came, and those before us appear to admit
of no possiblo egress. Wo are completely surrounded
by it-lands, till we advance a little further, aud then
another channel is perceptible, and thus we go on,
on, on, for twenty-eight mile*, amid varying beau¬
ties, through a eerie* of ialandu, extending alongthe river that length, and over eight miles in width,
so that I think they might be more truly styled the
tens of thousands, ratlftr than " the Thousand
Islands." In point of natural beauty, tho sceneryof this river is unsurpassed. iierhaps, by any in the
world. It is true that the Ilhine adds to its charms
ancient castles and picturesque ruins, of which the
St. Lawrence cannot boust, but tho " Lako of the
Thousand Islands" cannot be surpassed in any ooua-
trj in the world. Thus the St. Lawrence embraces
in its scenery mush for the admiration and contem¬
plation of thelbind of man, who, in gazing upon tho
sublime grandeur of ite pioturesquoness, and its
grnec, its ravage wildnoee, or its rich beauty, murt
led that the hand of the Great Architect of the uni¬
verse alone, is manifested in their creation ; and that
the painter's jcncil or tho poet's pen could hut
faintly describe tho glories thus crowded on his
vision. There is no written descriptive guidethrough the St. Lawrencc, or the islands and
the rapids, published : and the numerous
travellers who are provided with guide books
to "the Falls," and other summer resorts, are left
without any assistance from the pen of previous ex¬
plorers. Having bad the good fortuno to full in
with a very agreeable party of gentlemen on board
the stcr.merCnampion.some of thorn old travellers
on the lin», who wrro now wending their course to

' pursue their official functions at tho approaching| sitting of the Cunadian Parliament in ynobocI I leurned much rnoro about the scenes we postedi through than 1 otherwise possibly oould have glean-
ed ftom eno hasty personal observation. These
gentlemen were the Hon S. Hills, of the LegislativeCouncil; Messrs. Thos. C- Pixon, M P. P. ; Cowel
Wilson, M. P. P ; and G. K. Chisholm,Sergcant-at-Arms of tho Legislative Assembly. The latter gen¬
tleman had travelled the river so often, enjoying the
eceneiy each time more and moro, thut his friends
jocosely inquiied of him tho name of cach of " tie
Thous:<nd Islands" as we passed along. Hut to our
trip. Wo new com* to tho town of Drockvllle,situated on the St. Liwronce, fifty-six miles east
from Kingston. It is a handsome town, with manyfine ftone Luiit houses ncd public edifices. On tho
American side of the river, oppoaito, is the town of
Morriatoa. The scenery at this point is also beauti¬
ful, trcMZiting a broad cxpanac of water, and hero
tho Thousand Islands. maty of which aro studded
with little hut«.terminate

"

We now port, the small
and unimportant village of Maitland, built on tho
titc of an old Frtnch fortification, heven miles fur¬
ther on We come to tho town of Prescott, raaderod
celebrn'ed in history by the ill-judged invasion and
the " buttle of the windmill," which wns fought in
the rebellion of when General Van Senultr,
a PoMsb roi'ugce, commander of tho patriotd,
wns killed. Tlie it ill, end three or four stonebuilt homes where tho invaders ensconced them tiros,still remain, dilapidated monuments of tho folJy ofthat movement. Prescott is a placo of considerabletrade, for tho number of its inhabitants, which is
over 8,000. It htw a eurtom house and a fort,where some artillory and infantry are stationed. A
steam ferry beat plies between Prescott and Ogdens-burg, on the American side of tho liver opposite,about a mile and a quarter aoroe?. Rat before we
roach the rapids, I must tell yon how I proceeded.I met the steamer Champion of "the through lino,
at Lowiston. She is ono of tho largest, safest, and
most elegantly fitted up boats on tbeso lakes, with

a spacious saioon, and every luxury that can be ao-

eired, without gaudiucss; sbo is oommandod l>y an
experienced nod gentle aanl* Amonoan othoor,
Capt. A Marshall, a nativo of tho Sut« of New
York, who was tho first to at^mrt tho descent of
tho ra,,.d» in a steamer, and whoso known sk 1 in¬
duces many to travel by " the, tbrougd line, cer¬

tainly tho most pleasing in point of scenery, and
less wearisome, as you avoid many changes from
boat To boat which must be rndurod by any other
route. Psssengera by the Champion, on two ocoa-

iitnriii recently- presented complimentary testimo¬
nials to Capt. M. for hiseourtoj* and his skill, and
the Oidensbn'g papers, in publishing them, drew a

iileasiMg oontrast bet ween his conduct and that of
the oommander and officers of tho ill-fatod Henry
Clay. I observed that this stenmer, as well as tho
Chief Juftire Robinson, nnd other Canadian lake
boa*s, besides having a double iron tube round that
part of Che steam funnel- which pass through tho
deck, is furnished with an outer coating Of thick
tin, whilst tho aperture in the deck Is also lined

But now we appT^ach theso most extraordinary
natural wondl r?, the rapids of tno St. Lawrence;
tbe Bight- 's imposig.*ntranciug whllo the gra¬
dual ilesvy. creut f -fling that is inde-eribable.
Yon niw to >»e fcluling down a hill of waters,
bubbling and boiling around you, ovor roak--: which,
in their ruggedness .i"e this constant ani never
ceasing ngu.tiiu of ihe liver- There are sovcral
rapids ifi lue Ft, La* enco, some of which it is diffi¬
cult, and other* li ..ale. for biiltng vessels or
o'ber craft to ascend, and they aro consequently
obl'ged to return by can»ls which aro constricted
with locks along thjSe portions of tho river whore
the rapids ri'D Ti e names of tho rap:ds are th©
Gulloppcs, Fo nt lro<|ue!d, lt*pide l'iat, Farren'-<
Point, the Long Baalt, the Cuteau, the Cedars, the
Cascades, and the Laohme. On entering the first
of the rapids the runreut is uot very strong, varying
from six to ten miles pur hour; there ia a distanoo
of about six miles betwe a them and the next, and
they gradually increase in magnitude and magnili-
eenee until we eome to the I.oog Sault, which aro
truly grand, havi og a fall of about eight feet. They
are serious in desoent, and may indeed bo called
insurmountahlo objects u> ascending the river; this
difficulty has been avoided by the construction of
the Cornwall canal, whxh is abeut twelve miles in
leBgth, and commences at the village of Diekenson's
Landing, about eleven n>iles rfbove the town of Corn¬
wall. We new come to Lnk« St Francis, a portion of
the St l^awrence, whore the Canada line commences,
and all, on cither side, is British territory. Tho
entrance to St. Francis is soft and beautifnl, with
nitmeious small islands, affording a picturesque
landscape of rich pasturage, and ^en green foliage
drooping to the water's brink. At tne end of this
lake is cot ran du Lac The next rapids we cono
to are the Cedars, <vhich are still more agitated
than the last, and where there is a considerable
depth of water We pass the village of Beauhar-
nois, Beautifully situated, amidst half a dozen
idands At the opening of St. Louis, another
portion of the St. Lawrence, tho passage requires
great pilot chill 1 teaks covered with water abound
here, leaving bur. a very narrow channel for boata.
Hhortly aftc! this tho Ottawa river joins tho St.
Lawr< nee, and the difference in tho eolor of tho
waters is perceptible, the Ottawa being sea greea.
The waters of these two mighty rivers thus run
down b.1 vona Montioil, a di-tunce of eighteen
miles, with tho wee discernible distinction be¬
tween the current?. We huve new passed Chryater's
'arm. where the h ittte 'vns fought in 1812. Onward
we gt» through the Cascades.

totsed and retoraed. and then alaw;
the waters rearing and ascending like the bill
lows of the Atlantic, the ascent of these being
also impossible. The Beauharnois canal haa been
constructed for returning vessels, and, like all tho
others, it is capable of accommodating large and
first class lake steamers. But tho last rapids.the
Lathiue. are the ru o.it difficult, the widest, and tho
most sublime of all: the most daring adventuror
cannot pass them without a sensation of awe, an
appalling feeling inwardly creeping ovor him, that
the next moment may burl him into a vortex of
vexed watew. These rapids are so dangerous, and
the pacsaze so narrow.there not being more than
ale* yards between the steamer and the rocks each
side.that, the captain invuriably takes on board an
Indian pilot at tre village of Caughnawaga, a man
who has been born on the rapids, and who steered
us in gallant style thiough the dangers of the scene.
The current is so strong here.nearly thirtv miles
an hour.that it takes four men to the wneel, in
order to keep the Mourner from dashing on the rocks
to tbe right or to the left. From the commence*
ment of the St. Lawrence until it reaches the St.
Regit' tettkmcut, it separates Upper Canada from
the United States; afterwards it divides Upper from
Lower Canada, find forms the southern boundary of
the Johnstown and Eastern districts. On reaching
Montreal, I was impressed with the beauty ana
solidity of tbe whail and the quay wall, as well as
tho order maintained by the police on the
anival of the steamers No rowdies, no rude
cabmen, no runners, are allowed on board,
to take your luggage from you, or drag yeu,
ndens volins , to w hatever vehicle or whatever hotel

" tbey" please. Authorized parties take the bag¬
gage to wherever tbe traveller directs, and we wero
accordingly conveyed to the Montreal IIouso, a capi¬
tal hotel, kept in the American style, by J. Warren
Coleman, an enterprising young man, of affable and
business manners, and a near relative of Coleman,
of tho Astor House, New York. The hooae was
crowded with fitrht- seeing travellers and members of
the Provincial Parliament, on their way to Quebec.
After all, it takee the Yankee to conduct a hotel. I
ascended one of the towers of the French Catholio
ntbedrnl called Notre l>umc, and had a cammind-
ng view of the whole1 town, including the scene of

t hv late disastrous fire, wbfre they have commenced
rebuilding some of the lots. Tbe government aro
bout to udvanre one million dollars ?Q loan to

enTllle tt?rc destitute to proceed wit!i the f^BUila-
rg of their awtHlJ'f^- Tbe cathedral is one of tho
most magnificent buildicgs in the new warld ; it is
apablc of holding 1 1,000 per#ons, anJ presents a
haste and clasrie c«te d'<r\l in the iu'.orior, where
he wells are hung with scripture paintings, by Eu¬
ropean artista, and the altar enriched with marble
figures of angels on each side. Tbe budding ie
three hundred feet long, and one hundred and fifty
feet wide. It has two towers, two hundred and fifty
leet high, having three hundred steps to its summit.
The weight of tne principal bell is 21,7*0 pounds,and the weight of the flapper, or tongue, 849 pounds;
it is ten and a bait rcet in diameter, and require*four men to ring it The entire edifice cost fire mil¬
lion dollars. The Montreal theatre has been doing

a good business, lately, under the management of
Buekland abd Corby n, with the attraction of Da-
ridge, who has bccome ne great a favorite here M
in New York, iu.<l had an excellent benefit a few
nighte pinrc. Kate Horn, Mrs. Meadcr, Pope and
Jordon, arc aim making new friends, and Georg©Lewis, of the Bio&dway. is stage manager, and do¬
ing his business to (he admiration of the Canadians.
On my return to Toronto, by the same route, I ex¬

perienced the tame pleasing scenery, except that I
only viewed the rapids from the canals, which we aro
obliged to come through to avoid the ascent. I saw

a steamer descend the Oaecade rapids, and the sight
was truly grand, and gave me a still more imposingidea of my own position on the previous day. She
was going at the rate of about thirty miles an hour,and the setting sun lent a glorious Driiliancv to th#
sccne, showing the wondrous and beautiful hand of
nature and the skilful and daring act of man.
A few hours before we reached Toronto, a man

nnnudJobn Gormsn, who had taken passage at
Kingston, wiih bis wife, and who, it appears, was
lairing under temporary weakness of mind, either
fell or jumped overboard during the momentary ab¬
sence ofbis wifo. The small boat was lowered, andsearch made, but all efforts to recover him were
fruitless His wifo became frantic, wild. I never
witnessed a more heart rending scene. He was but
twenty- four years af age, and the wifo eighteen;they bad been married only three months; he was
an American, she Irish. We got up a subscrip¬tion for her, (amounting to f 14, ) amongst tweka
or thirteen pasftMerr, and the pursor, Mr. E. D.
Mackay, rcttffctf we poor woman tho passage mo¬
ney, (nine dollars,) which she had paid for herself
and husband. No blame was attached to any one,and the captain rcccived tho thanks of tho passen¬
gers for his kindncs6 aud exertions on tho occasion,
a? well ns for his urbanity towards ourselves.
Okee Tubbcc, the Indian chief, whom I men-

Sho was woll patronizedl.ore : she was more democratic in her notions, anddid not aspire to tue higher ranks of socioty that
her admired predecessor (Jenny L'nd) visited: yetshe ho* not 1th as favorable an impression behind
her hb tho Nightingale. Jenny Lind, everywheresho went, opened wide the hand of charity, and in
Toronto she gave 1 1,800. Miss Hayos, from whom
something was expected, diflxiot give a dollar, even
to the St. Patrick's Bochtf, a deputation from
which called on her and gave her a benefit.but
she gave no charity in return.
