That they have visited the wards in whioh the

petitioners reeido. couriered their memorial, and,
from investigation come to the oonclusion that the
abjeets of the petition-. is one of the mos impor¬
tant to the general welfare of the city, an i deeerr-
iag el speedy attention on the part of the ichool of-
fleen of those wards
The petitioners represent that they themselves

have about 600 children; that from 800 to 1,000
Children of German parentage and of suitable age
te attend tchoul, live in their section of the city;
that the childrtD of many emigrants who have ar¬

rived during the la*t yoir or two. are wholly unac¬

quainted with the English language, and are there¬

by deprived of advantages in our public schools
whioh are held out te others; that the petitioners
mostly belong to the laboring classes. are compara¬
tively poor and unable to provide for tho eduoatioo
of their childien. and what they desire is, teach¬
ers whe understand both the (Jertnau and English
languages, so that with the groatost facility, and
without embarriitu>n ont , nheir children can be
taught English, and be thus speedily fitted to eia-
braoe the edvantages, ai d, with tho Amerioanborn,
eajey equal and the fuller benefit of our public
schools* and thus fit their children to become'Amer¬
ican citizens, fu'ly understanding our laws, ami
rightly appreciating oar glorious institution*.

A mere laudable desire your committee could not
leak far.
The German school referred to in the memorial,

German church in Forty-first street, ftincteeath
ward, near Seventh av«nue, and might aecomuio-

date 290 children Ward school, No. 12, Nine¬
teenth ward, in Fortieth street, between Seventh
nnd Eighth avenue.*, neiir the (ierman soiiool,
which laat week bad in he male department an
average attendance of 252 c in accommodate 300 :
in the female 180 can m-couimodate 270, and in the
primary department 527, but which oannot accom¬
modate over 500 Tt>e public primary, No 36, on
Ferty-third street, between Eighth and Ninth
avenues, is full ; and the public school. No. 18, on
Forty-feventh street between the Eighth and Ninth
nvenoee, last week, in the male department,
averaged 287, could feat comfortably 300.

The truthfulness of this statement ha? been amply

teated. Our Germnu ret- 'dents and oitizens have
seat their children to our common schools; but, be¬
cause such children had recently arrived in this
country, or because t he German wa. their vernacu¬
lar tongue, and they consequently were not fit to
receive instruction conveyed in the EngliA lan-
cufege, They were clas*«»d with those inferior in age
&nd attainments, and finding their Mtuation ua-

pleasant and embarrassing. uitimatelj bocame dis¬
couraged, and left the schools.

These facts have operated powerfully upon the
Minds ofour German ci izena in establishing, and at

Bt expense in supporting, numerous schools of
' own: while, at the same time, they have

berae their share t>f public tax for the support of
common schools
But probably not one half of German parents in

this otty are able to pay tor education; and, conse¬
quently, vast number* of their children are now in
the streets, (notwithstanding the desire ol their
parents to the contrary ) rte tuute of proper mental
culture, ana growing op in ignorance and vice.
No nation or in ojiie on earth have taken greater

interest in public instruction than the German.
hare more numerous and excellent literary institu-
tieas done more to eurirh the world with tho pure
elements of languages. and the arts and sciences, or
have had more learned men
And shall such a people t>e deprived of equal and

ample privilege* for the education of their offspring
.tne fondest desire of tbeir hearts, in this land of
equality.the existence of whose government and
institutions depends ti|K)n intelligence and virtue!
If anoh a people cannot educate tbeir children, thoy
must, above ail others, feel the need of help, and it
should be granted tbetn
8hould the school officer? of the wards in this city,

where the Germans are numerous, (and it can be
dene without any ia«mw of expense) appoint
teachc-rs of Gerniau biitb, able to teach the Eng¬
lish language at d the English brancbee of educn-

t i<«n; the immediate result would be that thoueaads
of German children who a e now from necessity and
at great expanse, educated in private German
achooU, or are, because of tbe poverty of thoir pa¬rents, roving in the ?! reels of our alty an.l excluded
from a correct knowledge of our inst.'ituticris, would
be brought under the b.nign influence of our pub¬
lic schools, would have u ache rs who could sympa¬
thise with them. would ft el st ease and at home in
the land of tbeir adoption; enjoy greuter facilities
in acquiring a knowledge of our language, which
all Germans wish to have; would derive increased
advantages from association with Aiuerisao born,
and tint, as their paieotstfesire, would more rapidly
become ArscTtcarii7.e*t ami best prove, in common
with tbeir parents, thai they are an honest, indue-
trvas, intelligent and grateful people, whose chief
pride is to understand the laws and institution- of
the country in whi.'h Providence has cast their lot,
Bnd adorn that country by a life of faithfulness, in¬
tegrity and true pa n .tisio Your committee. there¬
fore, would conclude by ofToring for tho adoption of
this board, the following resolution:.

For thy purpose, and no
other, tho sanotity of our courts of justice has boon
abused; an Amerioan oitisen has beoa arrested,
under tho obsolete and forgotten fragment of the
alien and sedition laws.torn from his family, at a
moment when the alarm thereby caused, in tnethen
delicate and critical oondition of his wife, endan¬
gered her life.dragged to prison. bail rofueed. ia
violation of the constitution.all without any idea
of prooeoding to a trial, aad solely for the purpose of
"producing an impression in Mexioo, and thus intimi¬
dating tn«t government into submission*' to the un¬
just demands and unfounded olaimsof Mr- de Oaray,
a Mexican oititea .

In tho article above quoted, It ia intimated that
certain Amerioan citizens have encouraged the Mex¬
ican government |to reject the pretensions of Mr de
Garay and his associates, " in order that they them¬
selves might obtain valuable privileges." Supposeit to be so ; and I a?k what better right hare Oaray
and his associates to the protection and countsnanoo
of the United States government than Amerioan citi¬
zens have 1 Are not the rights of American citi
Tens as sacred as the rights of Mexioan citizens 1
Have not the former as much right ss the latter to
seek to obtain " valuable privileges" from the Mex-
can government 1 And by what right does the
American government interfere for the benefit of
Mexican citizens, to compel its own citizens to
forego the acquisition of " valuable privileges T*
