Within this period, ulso, lines have haen construo-
ted in England, Frooce, Prassis, Germany, aad
other parts of Eucope, embracing 5,000 to 18,0000
milos ; and we obserie, by resont announcement i
foreign journals, that tbe Eas: India Company haves
determived to establisb u very extensive system of
Electric Telegraph in India, to'eonnect Caleutta,
Agra, Lahore, Bombay, sad Madras, as well ag
other towns in the vieinity of those places. Tha
distance to be traversed by these lines ia upwardd
of 3,000 miles, and they ure to be somplated withig
three years.

The introduction of the subterranesn line on this
continent will be a desirable evont forall persons
using the telegropb, as it will lead to the adoption i -
the United Stutes, of u better mode of laying tha
wires than the one now in use, they being exposed te
every rain and thunder storm that oocurs, snd liable
to hourly interruption from defective insulation, in~
jury from fulling trecs, avnd the presence of atmos=
pheric cleotrierty during the summer months.

The subterrancan or underground lines were first
succes: fully intaoduced in Prussis and Germany, and
in England o line comprising twelve wirces are now
heing laid underground from Londom to Dover,
where they are to vonnect with tho submarine tele~
graph line running under the channel to the Franch
const.

It moy intercst some of cur roaders to be ine
formed that the submarine telograph cable laid
between England and Fronce contains four small
annealed copper wires, esch doubly covered with
gutta percha, around which is carefully wrapped
£pun rope yarn, tarred and laid elose, #o as to gon-
fine the guita percha covered wires; parallel to
each other, and upon this muss, aro placed spirally,
in contact with esch other, ten thick galvanized
wires, forming an iron shicld or covering, for the
purpese of protecting from abrasion, by rocks or the
action of tho #ea, the gutta percha insulation and
the four emall copper wirea contained therein.

The cable composing this line of submarine tele-
graph is 1} inches in diumeter, and woighs over
seven tons per mile ; the length of the eable under
water being twenty.one miles would make the
whole weight of the cable upwards of 150 tona.
