At five minutes past 11 o'elojk bo was brought

into the yatd by sheriff Chandler and depu'y sheriff
Grubb, and attended by his spiritual advisers. He
ascended the scaffold with a firm step, accompanied
bv the sheriff, llev-. Mr Walton, and Rev. E. J.
Way, of Delaware City. The lattergentleman made
a short prayer. The sheriff then lisrd the rope
around the neck of Ward, and while doinz so, Ward
asked to be allowed to fay a few words He stepped
out on the trap and said, " he had nothing against
any one. and he hoped no gentleman there had any
thing against bim ; he knew that ho was guilty, but
that ho died happy, and hoped to rntet all who were
present in heaven." The sheriff asked him, after
he had inntie n short pause, if be had anything more
to say. He answered. "No " While the cap was

being drawn over his face, he said, in a low mur¬

mur, "'IhoLo.-d have mercy on me!" The rope
that supported the trap was cut, and. with a fall of
five fert, he hung, with but a few slight struggles,
aiid died in about eight minutes He was cut
down after hanging thirty minutes, and his body
placed in a coflin, to be given to his sister for inter¬
ment. He was a single man, about twenty-two
years of age.
