This clty wore yesterdsy a gloomy and sombre aspret,

When the news reached here on Friday mocning that
Mr Webster's indieposition, by which he bad been of

and the most intenss excitement vxisted to learn, from
time Lo time. the contenta of each ruccvediog despaten

The melancholy tidings were first communi ated by
means of s special messenger, who arrived from Mr,
Webster's residence at Marshfivid. enrrying the sad io-
telligence that the distinguished statesmuam could not
purvive the day. Om the previous Tuesdny npol the
rlightest danger bad been apprehended from Me, Wob
ster's iliness. whioh was disease of the bowuls, agoon-
penied by dropeical affeetion of the stomach, and his
physicians antieipated that be would ba able to resuwme
the duties of his ofiice la a few days; but on that after-
noon the disorder unexpectedly assumed & more mens-
cing aspect, and bhe gradoally grew worse aad worse
until Thureday, when Dr. Jeffries, the physician in
altendancs. bigan to feel alurmed for the resnlt,

On Thursday might Mr Webster bad & wery severe
stiack of vomiiing, but at five o'clock on Fridey morning,
when the ppecial messenger left Marchtleld he Lad sani

Rho wos a woman of more than ordinary fngellect,
and pfluentisl in the neighborbood where she resided.
Ehe wus proud of her sons, and ambitions tiat they
shoulil exccl in publio and private life, Bbeuozer Wob.
ster tock a deep interest in the political questions which
ngitated ihie people of the eolonies at the dawa of the re
volution  Ou the appeal to arms by the patriot lesdars
e cbeyed the call, and tock comwand of a company
compored of his neighbors and kindred who followed him
thriough the grenter poption of the momentous contest
He wao ot the battle of White Plains, sl wias al West
Point when the treason of Aroold was discovered. [e
bad previously ected s & major under General Stark, at
the buttle of Benningion, sud contributed bis share to
the Fuccers of thel day,

The rom of mch parents, Danfel Webstor was born om
the 15th of Javuary, 1752, in tbe lost gear of the war of |
the revolution, af Eulisbury, in the home which lits father
bad estubli-hed on the oulskirie of eivilization. The
wurly opportupities for educution wilh which Me Wab
ster s favorod wers of courss very thmited, nod whon
guite young he was daily gent two or theee miles 4o ‘ehuiol,
in mid-winter, and on foot,  The sehiool, whish was kopt
