The Great Bals of Paintings—Public indif-

ference to Art.

We stated, a fow days ago, that the sale of paint-
ingsat the National Aesdemy of Design had not
proved so profitable as might have been hoped.
Many of the plotures sold for barely the value of the
{rames, avd worksof very great merit were adjudged
to bidders at two and tbree hundred dollars. Asa
beginning, we understand that the parties who got
up the smetion, without being satisfiod with the
result, seem to think that it promises better things
for the future. We hope #o. At the same time, we
caonot conceal the faot that o grest change must
take place in the desires und foelings of the publio
of New York before painting can become a proilt-
able profession. :

It suffices us
that the European critice have etamped their ap-
probation on the works of an artist, for his
worst productions, or even imitations of them, to bs
preferred to the most w. ritorious compositions of
our own painters. The foreign work may have been
fuulty from the begivning—time may have effvced
the outline, and bedimmed the colors--injudicious
admirers may have destroyed its beauties in attempt-
ing to clean it; it matfbrs not. It is bought fur the
maxe, and prized aecordingly.

It must mot be supposed, however, that this love
of foreign art is indulged regardloss of pecuniacy
considerations. The merchants of New York have
& feeling for art; but they have, wo fear, n still
livelier feeling for dollars. It was Metellus, if our
memory be mot at fault, who, when the Syrasuseas
expostulated at his stripping their galleries of the
finest masier-pieces of the ancient painters, made
light of their complaints, and promised, a3 & murk
of his upright dealing, to replace them by works of

the same size and color by artists of the day. And |

in later times, we find a king of England grawbliog
that a puinter whom he hud employed, charged him
as much for his work as for the colora and gilding
he was obliged to purcbase. It is difficult to defend
oneselfl from these asrociations, when one enters the

diawing-roow of one of our Fifih aveone palases,the |

rent of which would pay fora wholeblock in London,
and which is farnished with the mest expensive snd

highly finished rosewood and mahoguny furniture,but |

which cannot beast of a painting that cost over four
bundred dollars.  People are too apt to measure the
value of a work of art as they would o tablo ora
sofa; to caleulate how many days, at so many hours
& day, the artiet was employed; avd, throwing ina
emall surplus for oils and canvass, to offer hima
modest remuneration for the tima he has expended
Sush connoieseurs would bave made a neat arithme-
tical sum of the Batrice Cenci, allowing for the risk
which Guido ran in visiting the beautiful captive;
they would have made Michael Angelo a handsome
allowance fur the very imconveniemt position in
which be painted the prophets on the ceiling of the
Bistine Chapel ; aud would have fancied themaolves

Luca Giordano for one of his large compositivns
We have no means of judging of the taste of thegp
virtucdi; nor can we decide whether, ceteris paribus,
they would confent to pay for & virgin of Raphael
higher than & Flemish mud éceno, if both were equal
in size. But judgivg from what we have eeon and
beard, we fear thas their rules of appreciation must
be extremely rude and simple.

This is nov the way to cncourage art in this coun-
try. Acute convoisseurship must be blended with
generous liberality if we with the United States
to add artistic to ber politieal and commeroial fame
The genuine masterpieces of the Italian, Flemish,
Spanich, snd French schools, must be introdaced
into the countrys if we mean to emulate 1hd genias
of their authors ; and while a single Murillo is ssld
in Paris for hundreds of thousande, we caunot ex-
pect to purchase Rembrandts, Vandykes, Guidos,
Deminiquinog, Lorraives, Corregios,
Titians, Velasques, for three or four bundred dol
lars.
objecte of Juxury and that of works of art, must be
better preserved. A man whbo oan afford to pay
fifteen hurdred doliars rent, whose domeatic
éxpenges amount to ten thousand a year, must
leern to give, wogrudg'ogly, a couple of thou-
tand, or wore, for & good pieture, if we do
not with future Wests to desert their ocoun
try for & land where art is really apprecia-
ted; for a judicions appreciation of the old
masters will ulwsys be accompanied by a libera!

But, Inetead of purchasing paintings or
senlptures, they will lavish thousands on the dress
of their wives and daughters, and expeod a sam in
decking a ball room with flowers, which would ns-
tenith an earl or & duke. If they would oconvineo
themeelves that, in their position, they owe to them-
eelves and thsir country a debt which casnot be dis.
charged by silly extravagance, we should perceive
tho effect of the chauge on artin a twelvemonth,
Exhibitions, wa, ought to be enoouraged and sup
ported.
