not :lnu:? felt in our Australian colonies To wnny,
the iden of & famine in Australia, except by some
failure of the crops, will scem the height of whsur-
dity; because people have been acoustomed to think
itacapabilities inexhaustiblo. Its capabilities, how-
ever, are nothing to the purpose just now, seeing
that men cannot live on oapabilities. Bread in esse
pot in posse, is what we want to day, snd in faot
till next harvest, whenever that may Le. Bo we
must put the fertility of the soil, the regularity of
the seasons, and other such future consideralions,
wholly out of the question, and confiny ourselves to
the actual supply. Inthe abscnce of information
as to the Er uce of the Iast Australinn Larvest, or
the quantity of land under wheat and other white
crops for the next, we have to sek whether it is
likely to be much lsrger than usual. Not ai all
likely we should think. Sixty thousand nble bedied
men can’t be digging for gold in one place, and
scme twenty or thirty thousand in other places, ba-
sides many thousands employed in building houses,
carrying stores and materials, without draining the
lubor market and su:zandi.ng many ordinary opera-
tions. 1f flocks of sheep have gone unshornm, snd
even untended, for want of hands, tillage, which
demands muzh more labor, must hive euflered in
proportion, and we may too confidently couclads
that the aggregate yield of the last harvert nnd of
the next would not be above the average, but rather
below. Australia, aa a whole. haa only prodused
enough for its owa purpeses. What it might have
done, a5 we have already observed, is a guestion
quite beaide the purposa.

Bat Chill, we are told, is within reach, and can
supply an unlimited quantity of coro, aa it does al-
roady to Californin.

These asdvices, there-
fore, greunt us with the fact of a short supply at
Port Philip, an attempt to recruit it from Chili,
and a certain amount o} disappointment caused by
the effect of the large Californian demand on the
Chilian markst ¢ are gutﬁﬁad. then, in feeling
rome apprehenzions as to the possible state of things
belore the next Australisn harvesc is gob in, wit
more tham 100,000 new mouths added to the demnnd,
with the regular operaticns of indostry much inter-
rupted, and with the pepalation much displaced and
disorganized.

The only practical ohject to which theae remarks
can terd is, that while we send out additional
mouths to Australia, we sught also to eend out ad-
ditional foed If for every fivo emigrants there
were aléo shipped a ton of flour, or aven haif a ton,
that would save eich new en-ao of emigrants from
being, perhaps, a sericus icfiiction on the port it ar-
rives at. It is true, that by the time the vessels
now about to eail arrive at Port Philip, a new har-
vest will bave been got in, snd there will ba no im-
medinte dapger; but, under the circumstances we
bave deseril the duce of that harvest may
not fuffice for more than nize months consumption,
and the deficicnoy may not be dizcovered till it is too
late to make it u st year, it is true, flour was
sent from Fingland, and proved a loss to the mer-
chunt, a8 by the time it had arrived at Port Thilip
the price had declined to £8 or £9 per ton.
As it bas sinco rizen, however, to £25, at the
same place. it is evident that with proper eom-
mercial arrangements, and with due patience, the
gpeculation would not have been a fallure.
