When the nomination of Frank Pierce, as t'uo

democratic candidate for the Presidency, was an¬

nounced here by telegraph on the afternoon of Sa¬
turday, June 5, you will reoollect I informed you
that it oroated a perfect furor of excitement. Tho
wbigs were thunderstruck. the democrats were bo¬
lide themselves with joy A mass meeting of more
than a thousand was eonvencd at two hours notice,
which was followed three days afterwards by ano¬

ther ive tines as large On the Saturday in ques¬
tion, the bells were pealed, firework* displayed, &o.
..Where is the Orel" asked a strenuous advocate of
General Soott, who, terror-ttneken at the noise and
confusion, had rushed out of his house to see what
the matter was, of one of the young democracy.
"Where is the firel Oh, there's a d. 1 of a fire

* In the rear," said the democrat; "Frank Pierce is
nominated, and his nomination is as good as an elec¬
tion " And when the telegraph again announced,
last Tuesday evening, that New York, Pennsylva¬
nia, Maryland, Maine. Rhone Island, and Connecti¬
cut.possibly old Massachusetts.bad given their
aleotornl votes for Pierce, by decisive majorities.
that there was prcbahly nothing left for "Fuss
and Feathers" but a small bit of pasture land, up
among the Green mountains, on which to locate an

asylum.the democrats here received the news

with far greater moderation than they did that
af General Pierce's nomination. As yet they have^
shown no demonstration other than a little cheering
and mutual congratulation. From tho booming of
aaaaon, heard for a day or two in the neighboring
towns, I infer that the "unterrified" there have
burned a little powder. Here, however, nothing of
the kind has been done. at General Pierce's re

quest, I learn. As he advised hia fellow citizen'
Who called to oongr&tula'e him upon the result Cf
the Pennsylvania and Oh o State elections, three
weeks ago, so he says to them now: "Do not forget
that, with high toned atd honorable mon, the hour
of triumph is always the hour of magnanimity.''
You will see that New Hampshire h«s given the

largest rolative majority for General Pierce of any
State in the Union The returns are not yet all re-

aeived, but sufEoient to approximate very naarly to
tho result. This State and Georgia, I believe, aro

sow the only ones which choose electors by a ma

jority vote. Last March, the democrats elected
their Governor, Martin, by a majority of about
1,200 (twelve hundred,) over Lawyer, (whig,) and
Atwood, (free soil ) Pierco's plurality over Scott
will now reach 14 000, and he will have some 7,000
to 8,000 over both Seott and Hale. Thore has been
.omparatively little excitement throughout the
JBtato in the late campaign. General Pierce was so

generally and favorably known, that tho demoorats
did aot consider an extraordinary effort neoessary.
Tho vile calumnies eirsnlated principally in other

8 ates against his unexceptionable moral character
the course taken by the Slievegammons eon
sectcd with tho New York Tribune, fal-
jtifying tho reoord of his aotion on tho re¬

ligious tert, as well as the Foss and Fogg oharges
of abolitionism against him, originally started by
the H'ashmgton Republic and Richmond Wtiig, and
industriously circulated at the South.all of which
were promptly exposed through the columns of the
Herald.Were enough ia themselves to bring out
to the polls nearly 29 000 of some 31,000 New
Hampshire democrats, iu spite of a severe rain and
the bad state of the road* In but few towns were
the UFiial rallying committee* needed. At least
1,500 whigs, also, navo voVd directly for Pierce, to
show their disgust at these cau amies, while two or
three thousand more stayed »t home and would nst
vote for Soott. In this town, (Concord,) General
Pierce received 912 (the largest vote ever o»'.t for
either whig or democrat) out of itn aggregate of
1,585 votes, being a plurality of 396 over Soott, and
a majority of 2S0 over both .Soott and Halo.net
gain since last March election, when the whig* and
abolitionists united, and cirried their reprcscntatives by abont fifty majority, 291' So much for the

Who is to Form Central Pitrqt's Cabinet ?
Already we find from different quarters rumors,

put out evidently as foolers, as to who is to form
^General Pierce's cabinet. Of oourse there is
nothing in all these statements beyond the more

wishes of the friends of the gentlemon named,
as General Tierce has uniform!; declined to express
ar>y opinion on the matter yet, and will doubtless
take full time for deliberation. Although the demo¬
cratic part; is so strong now as to be in danger of
division, simply from its unwieldiuess, still this rery
strength is beneficial to General Pierce in the forma¬
tion of his administration.
His own nomination presents, in itself, a marked

aid pregnant instance of the popular will. After
a protracted contest amongst all the old leaders of

the democratic party, he, a new and not prominent
name, was at length chosen to represent the
party. There is, therefor*, a fresbne.s about him,
which it is expected he will carry with him into
the Pretidential chair. He is peculiarly the
representative of principle.not of mon or oliques
No one State, mueh less any sub-division of the
part.v in any titate, ean claim the exclu iveoreditof
having secured bis election. He enters the White
House, consequently, untrammsllea.bound to no
section, but the representative of all sections

Political pilgrimages, from all sorts of people,have bccome,the order of the day, and I understand,
from excellent authority, that the cars to Concord
are daily crowded As a general thing, it is to be
hoped all these pilgrims will be disappointed.for
their missions are, with few exceptions, merely self¬
ish and interested. General Picrce is, however, too
sbTewd and sensible a man to be imposed upon, and
it is, therefore, quit* probablo that most of these
patriots will come back as empty handed undhead-
ed as they went
To some politicians, the offices which a new Presi¬

dency throws open are considered the all important
matter. Of course the asual chances will take place
next March.the whigs go out and democrats go in.
There will be a good deal of hardship, suffering and
misery, amongst these who have to go oat, and
probably an equal amount of rejoieihg amongstthose who will take their places This is the natu¬
ral effect of the system, and whilst we may pity the
removed, we must rv member that they are only
now partaking of the sumo dish which they proffered
to the democrats in 1849 Then there was a greatdeal of misery Hot what cared the suoeisaful office-
seeker for itf And n«w, whtn the tables are turnod,it is merely scant justice.
But, ai far as the great mass of the people are

consented, they rare nothing about tbe cilices;
and when tfeey support an administration, it
is from disinterested motives, and bccaufe
they approve of its policy. It it the approval of

I this class that General Pierce's snoccei will depend
upon; and be, without doubt, well knows it. This
class of the Amerloan people are not likelv to trou¬
ble bim with pilgrimages to New Hampshire, nor
will tliey Gil the hall« of the departments with lnstycalls for office. They will look to his acts, and theywiJl judge of them accordingly. Tboy are how dis¬
posed to bestow n generous confldenco upon him ;and the choice of his cocstitutinal advisors will also
cxerclfe. ir adr»r>ce, a powerfal influence in their
minds. will farm bis cabinet * WPl they be
nicn who will command the confiietrae of the whole
country 1 The so ntion of this quotion will oonte
due t ii. , and it will irflucnoe the dtstiny cf
republic, perhaps, beyond anything whioh we now
dream of
