The government, devoting itselfontirely to the ac¬

complishment of the decisions at which, after mature
delibtration, you had arrivod, entertained the hopo
that when the end of the present term should have
come, many of the difficulties that impeded its pro-
gross wovld have disappeared, and thenceforward be
no longer an obitade to jour eUorts. Peace and
internal security, basis of social order, and an indls-
pensible condition of national prosperity, were re-

eslablbhed and consolidated whore they had most
seriously suffered, and where thoy caused the most
sciious uncaeincrs and anxiety. Tho invasions of
adventurers on the Bravo river have ceased, leaving
our national honor eottied on a Grin basis, whilo at
the earn® time, ananpaiently inexbaustiblo fountain
of calamities, disorders, and cHUbos. cilculatod to
destroy the welfare and morality of the republio,
