in fourteen days.
She brings a fur complement of passengers, and

Aa tbe meeting of Pariia^pnt Approaches, rumors

of ministerial changes gain oredence in pablio.
That most current at the present moment is. that
Lord Malmsbury will be suooeeded in the Foreign
office by Palmereton, and that Mr. Gladstone con¬
sents to join tbe ministry, provided convocation is
restored. Gladstone, as you are aware, is a very
high churchman. I mentioned in a recent letter,
that the governor-generalship of India had been
offered to another Peelite, the Duke of Newcutle.

I cannot vouch for the correctnets of these rumors,
but so much is evident, that the present ministry
will endeavor to retain office by strengthening their
party.
The Times having announced in a first leading

article, that convocation had been decided upon, the
Morning Herald,the semi-official organ ofthe present
government, denied it in precise terms. Notwith¬
standing this denial, I believe that the idea was en¬

tertained, and is not even yet totally relinquished
by Lord Derby. The restoration of all the powers
of convocation would be tantamount to restoring
the clergy to a .share in the government of the
country beyond that which they possess already,
which many hold to be far too muoh. The measure
is very unpopular among the low church party and
liberals, and if realized would lead to violent
scenes. The continued presenoe of Bulwer at Rome
has alarmed tbe Protestant League. Their chair¬
man has written to Lord Derby, to ascertain whether
it was true that England had accredited an envoy
to the Pope, and to know what had really passed
between Bulwer and Cardinal Antonelli. Lord
Derby replied, that England had not accredited an

ambassador to the Court of Rome, but that he did
not think it neccssary to reply to any private indi*
vidual respecting any conversation that might have
taken place at Rome or elsewhere. I am informed
from the best informed sources, that the English
government still hopes to come to terms. Bulwer's
mission, it is true, was a failure. He has, however,
procured the pardon of Hurray. Bulwer purposes
takiig a house at the Eternal eity, so that he cua
have an excuie for being there whenever he likes.
Lord Derby has, moreover, a secret agent at work
there. Bulwer's mission to Home will be brought
early before Parliament.

present tho Mute of History. The whole of the
company was arranged behlna her, and at the bot¬
tom of the stage was a flag, on which was to be seen
an imperial ciown, with ihe inscription under it of
Napoleon III Mademoiselle Raohel was loudlycheered on her appearance. Having made her obei¬

yonr preparations are perfected, twenty male and
female artiites. the most celebrated in the French
Hippodrome, and the best performors and charioteers
in Europo.
My entire wardrobe, properties, and everything

necessary to give a full representation in two weeks
after their arrival, aro now in Havre, ready for ship¬
ment upon the receipt of your answer.
In addition to what I shall bring out, it will bo

necessary for you to engage eighty extra hones, to
be used in the chariot- races, cars, tournaments and
processions, incidental to ths programme.
You will also take particular pains in sonstrust-

ing the entrances, leaving a space sufficient for the

Tlie French at Tunis.
We read in the Ahkbnr : Two ships, detached

from our Mediterranean tleot, have been sent to ro-
inforce the TuniB station. This measure is owing,
it is said, to the uncertain state of the Bey's health,
and to the apprehension of complications which
might arise should his illnoss terinimto fatally It
is certain that, in this latter hypothesis, the Otto¬
man Porte would not fail to repeat one of those de¬
monstrations which succeeded at Tripoli, but whioh
wo have hitherto known how to neutralise at Tunis.
It is, beside), asserted that the family of the Bjy is
far from sharing his ideas of progress, his taste for
European institutions, so that change in the person
of tho sovereign would lead to a radical change of
system. It is known that an almost analogous dan¬
ger exists in Morocco, and that the Emperor Abd-
er Bahman, who, however, seems to us little enough
progressive, has for presumptive heirs fanatics who
propose to withdraw the few concessions whioh that
sovereign has been able to make to times and cir¬
cumstances. These are two contingencies whioh
mutt not be lost aight of, for they may arise at *
most unexpected moment.

ated. A secret socioty was foraied, under the
title of the '. Lone Star," which was the ensign
of Lopez, and this association is reported to have

The
vessel is subject to all the regulations of polio* SO
'ong as she remains there. Suppose, for inatanee, a
runaway slave wt re to rake refuge on boarda British
ship in the port of New Orleans, it would be no

outrage to the British flag if the Amsrioan autho¬
rities searched the sbip aud detained the fugitive.
This question, however, will not be disposed of by
the rules of international law The pulsions oftho
people and the political interests of the two StatM
are touched ; ana ovea these incidents may bring o«

a collision, which the present temper of the UnTttd
States will not sudor to be permanently averted.
Powerful as the American people unquestionably

are in the defence of all t,hj,t belongs to themsslves,
no nation has in theso days the strength or tho
means to run riot in the world, and gratify its owa
lusts and caprices at the expense of ethers. This
rash and dangerous course will, if adopted, bring
them into collision with other States besides Spain,
and they would enter in o such a contest dograded
in the eyes of tho world by the popular violence ani
injustice which have dictated these aggressions.
The conquest of Cub i will not easily be effested
by a mere band of freebooters, if iadeed, another
Lopez expedition were alio ved to quit the shoref
of tho United States But we fear that th(
American government will be gradually led of
to do, as it did in tho caso of Texas, whsj
every mnn of hones'y condemns. Let them net
suppose, however, that suoh measures are to bC
taken with impunity because Spun is no longe(
the power she once was Spain has still th<
mear.s of destroying the trado of Amerioa wifcf
tho Mediterranean, and of indicting tremendous
losses upon it by m»ans of letters of mwqira all
over the world Except Cuba and Port* U.co, sh#
has now ro western ooiouies, ani no important trad*
for America to as»il Moreover, upon a question
of this magnitude and importance to all the mari¬
time S'atefl, Spain does not stand alene. We do not
pretend to be acquainted with the views of our own

government upon this subject, though it is evident
tbat the acquisition of the Havana by the naval
power of the United Srates would bo a change wkieh
no British Minister could view with indifferenoe- Bat
the course which Frui>ce mr.y pursue is still mer*
obvious. Louis Napoleon has evory inducement to
defend the interests of Spain, and to strengthen the
relations between his own government and that of
Madrid. Nothing would nstter suit him than an

opportunity of displaying and augmenting the navsJ
power of France, by espousing the cause of Spain
against such an anragenist; for sush an expeditioa
would flatter the country. and ocoupy the pabli*
mind, with no serions risk to any Preneh interest.
However th'B may be, the fiim andnMn reso¬
lution of the nuiritime powers of Eurnpt to oppose
the npgrrssivc ptili<~y of the United States, tohtn it
extends tven beymd the Nivlh American continent to
Cuba and <<¦> the Sandwiih l>tand.i, is the safeguard
of peace, uhich might otherwise be sacrificed to the

j outcry ofan ' indignatim meeting and (he rash-
' ness of the American democracy could hardly com¬

mit a greater act of folly than to provoke saehi
ooutest, without being assured of the couatenaasl

; or even of the neutrality, of any of the powers.
