Tlie Newt from Cubn.Prospect of an Imme¬
diate Explosion.

While some of our contemporaries, who seem to prefer
the ease of the government to the honor of the coun¬

try, have been laying the flattering unction to their
souls that the affair of the Crescent City hid all
blown over, the news by telegraph, which we pub
liehed yesterday, places the matter in a far different
light, and indicates, if we do not vastly mistake the
import of the intelligence, that the case is more

duply embarrassed ttan ever, and that it is now iu
such a state of complication that the administration
will he compelled to take notice of it in a way that
will protect the American fle.g from further insult

According to the telegraphic despatches, the facts
arc, that, while the Unite i States mail steamer Isa¬
bel was leav ng^^pvatcrs of Havana at sundown
on Monday evening last, the Crescent City, with
the obnoxious Purser Smith on board, was about
five miles from Moro Castle, steering f^r port, and
the Spanish steam frigate Isabel el Cauilic* and a

Spanish sloop of war bearing down upon her? A
signal light was also seen blazing from the iloro. The
two despatches, while they agree about the facts,
differ in their interpretation of the meaning. But
takirg the news previously brought by tho Biark
Warrior, we feci at no loss for a key to open the
mystery By that arrival wo learned that the
Captain General.unucr the influence of the old
Spaniards, who persuadod him that he was in din¬
ger of lowerirg the dignity of Spain.hadscnt out a

cruiser to intercept the .Crescent City, and prevent
her entering Havana The intelligence 6inco brought
by the Isabel to Charleston, and transmitted over
the telegraphic wires to New York, is fully con¬

firmatory of the Black Warrior's news, and leaves
no dcubt on our mind, that the Crescent City has
been intercepted and probably fired into The next
sews, therefore, from Havana, maybe expected to
be highly important.' It is now over due, and will
be brought direct to New York by tho Croacent
Ciiyterself, if she is not sunk or become a Spanish
prize. The opinion that the mission of the Spanish
cruiser was pacific, is untenable, for two reasons:
first, it would be undignified on the part of the Cu¬
ban, or any other government, to send out a frigate
to meet and convoy tho Crescent City into the har¬
bor, and totally out of keeping with all the rrevlnna

.t «a. curtain nn<i secondly, if that
was tho intention, there would be no necessity for a

sloop of war in addition to the frigate The
whole oflbir, therefore, wears an aspect of hostility,
ard may eventuate in a complete rupture and a
war between Spain and the Uaited States. Hitherto,
our government has displayed remarkable imbecility
in the business; but if the state of facts be what we

anticipate, we do not seo how it is possible for Mr.
Fillmore to ftave off the difficulty any longer, and
band it over as a lega:y to bis suooessor in offi.-e
A gloss has been put on the transactions of the ad
ministration and the mail steam company in refe¬
rence to thie affair, which the facts do not warrant
When the first insult waf.offtrcd, George Law, E.'qt

the President of the company, wrote throe letters to
Mr Conrad, then the Acting Secretary of State, and
get no sati faction whatever Before the Cresocnt
City cai.'rd again, the government telegraphed Mr
Ilob'.rtf, the agent of the company, to cerne on to
Washington, and, meantime, removed Captain Por¬
ter, as they had tho power to do, (being a naral
cfficer.) from the Crescent City to the Georgia Mr.
Roberts was not at home, and the Crescent City sailed
with Purser Smith on board. When Mr Roberts re¬
turned , he proce- ded to Washington, and nad an in¬
terview with the government, in which thtj insisted
that Puricr Smith should be removed from the Cres¬
cent City. Mr Roberts said he would lay the tn&vter
before '.lie company. He did so, but the compauy
would not accede to the proposition of the govern¬
ment They would not, to gratify the Cuban au¬

thorities, pass a vote of implied censure upon An
officer whose conduct had been i-reproaehable all
through, and they accordingly sent out Purser Smith
in the Crescent City again. What the upshot is, we
faball socn know.
Meantime, while we are waiting for the news, it

may be interesting to our readers to advert to the
present condition ofthe mother country, Spain. Very
little is known in the United States about that
country, nearly the whole of tho knowledge that
exists in reference to her being derived from the
popular geographies and histories used in schools,
and these are compilations from histories and
sketches applying to a former period,and not giving
a faithful picture of the existing state of things
During the last thirty or forty years great obstacles
have been overcome and great progroti has been
made in that Gee old country.
The present constitution of Spain was adopted in

1837, and amended in 18-15. The C >rtes or Parlia¬
ment is composed of two Houses, the Senate and tho
Corgress of Deputies: members of neither House re¬
ceive any pay for thoir attendance npon its sessions
Scnatois are appointed for life by the crown, with
the approbation of the Senate. The eligibility to
the Senate consists of a certain rank in civil, mili¬
tary , or ecclesiastic affairs, Or having been three Uinea
elected to the lower House. The Congress of Depu
tics, composed of three hundred and eighty ut ott-
bers, is elected directly by tho people. The qualifi¬
cation of an elrctor is as follows:.governinent offi¬
cers rrceiving over flOO a year, are entitled to vote
by right of rank ; priests, men of scienee, lawyers,
&c , by paying ten dollars taxes, and all other citi¬
zens who pay twenty dollars a year Laws are made
by the Cortes and sanctioned by tho Crown, whose
prerogatives arc nearly the same as those of Eng¬
land. The general budget voted by tho Cortes l>v-t
year for the expenses of the government, am m.iteJ
to sixty millions of dollars. The cxccutivo power is
vested in a cabinet consisting of seven me nbers,
nn,dieted by tlie Crown. They consist of the De-
pari mints of State, War, Marine, Interior, Justice,
anil Public Instruction, Finances and Counuerca,
and Public Works The salaries of the hevls of de¬
partments 8rc $(i 000 each, and those of tho foreign
minisiers vary, some reaching as high as |20 000.
The Spanish army consists of one hundred and

fifty thousand men, including the troops in Cuba,

Porto Rico, Canarits, Philippine Island* Marianas,
Carolina*, Fernando Po Annabon and African
town.. The army anA. the nary ara raited l>y con
tciiption in the Peninsula; every maW tweu.y
being liable to be drawn. Soldiera serve six ye
and seamen three There are five different
institutions to educate men for the army, naroe.y.

and Public Instruction embraces besides the duties
of Attorney General of the government, the super¬
vision of colleges, academes, schools, and alio the
ccc esiastical affairs There is a Supremo Coir:,
which holds itsfitlings in Midrid; District Courts,
called Audienciet, an ' Judges of Appeal. Tri*l by
jury extends only to the offences of the press. Since
the triumph of liberal principles in IS31 the church
tithe Las been abolished, the numerous monattories
cf the male sex suppressed, and their property
disposed of by the government, which aoti have
since been approved by the Pope. The church is sup¬
ported by the State. Tho salary of an Archo.shop
is $5 000; that of a bishop $4 000 a year Tbo law
entailing property to the eldest son, known in Eig-
l»r d aB the law of primogeniture, w.ts abolished in
1837; but to obviate tho inconvenience of a sudden
inroad upon a long established custom, the law pro
vidtd that those of the present generation only,
should inbuit one liulf of the pruporty entailed.
A perfect sy stem of public ins'rue'.ion nas been

introduced, which affords education to all classes.
There are nice universities for pbi'osophy, law,
medicine, pharmacy, aDd theology, and seven

especial schools for civil engineering, mining, archi¬
tecture, agriculture, sculpture and painting, uimic
and the drama, a'd veterinary There are forty
normal schools for the education o£ teachers, an
institute or high schorl in each province, and
nautical schools in the principal soapirts. Tho
primary schools have been so lac.-eased as to num¬
ber at present over thirty thousand, having nearly
two millions of pupils, from a population of sixteen
millions in the Peninsula and Bal'eares Islunla.
The system of education has been pronouneel in a
German-review to be hatdly inferior to that of iVus-
tia. This department also has the supervision of the
national academies, archives, libraries, museums,
and the agricultural, economical, and provident
societies-
The Department of Finances includes taxes, itn-

-ports, State property, and government monopolies
A new system of duties has been introduced for tho
purpose of equalization, i%place of antiquated
customs A strong party existsm favor of a liberal
tariff and projected improvements, which will es¬
tablish the manufactories on a firm basis, destroy-
ng the contraband trade. Public attention is
turned to a project for abrogating tho government
monopolies on tobacco and salt. These reforms
have already improved the State income to such an

extent as to enable the government to meet the
payments of the interests on the national debt
with as much punctuality as any other European
nation.

. ,To the great increase of tho Spanish merchant
marine, the improvements made in manufactures,
and the immense mineral and agricultural re¬

sources, we may refer upon some other occasion
Wo will, however, state that in the single pro¬
vince of Tarrsco«« .*»«« on* huuared and twenty
thousand workmen employed in the cotton industry,
which consume annually fourteen millions ot killo-
grommcs of cotton; there are two thousand looms
in the woollen manufactories, and four thousand
jacquert in the silk There are besides, in that pro¬
vince, two hundred and eighty paper mills, three
hundred and seventy-five tanneries, extensive cork
works, of which article three hundred millions are

annually exported to France, l'ins, and other me
tallio articles, are also manufactured.
The Department of Commerce and Public Works

supervises, besides all that relates to commerce,
the building of highways, canals, railroads, aud
lighthouses Railroads, intersecting the country in
all directions, are in active progress of completion;
canals have been and ars constructing, in appro¬
priate situations; Bnd throughout her extensive
coast lighthouses have been erected on tho most
improved plans. For the encouragement of rail¬
roads, the government insures to tho companies a

six per cent interest on the stock, and one p-r cent
as a sinking fund.
The Spanish people have well n'gh shaken off the

ltthargy that so long depressed their energies and
retarded their progress The protracted p riod of
intestinal fsuds has given place to a mechanical an*
agricultural activily that promises soon t> place
the country in favorable oornparison with the most
advanced nation* of Europe, if her governm nt will
only learn wisdom from the dear-bought experience
of the past, by avoiding future o'vil or foreign war.
We wish her well, because it was her enterprise
that led to the discovery of the New World, on whote
soil ter flag was once planted, and became we
feel a sort of reverence for her former gieatuess
Her ancient policy does not suit her present con
dition, nor does it harmonize wilh the pewer of
other nations, which havo since outgrown her in
str» ngth. Her true policy, therefore, for the future,
is to cultivate the arts of rence. She has fulfilled
her mission on this continent, and her highost wis¬
dom would be to abandon Cuba at onec, leave it to
its manifest destiny, and apply her attention to the
develspement of her resourcos at home and the
gradual expansion of human liberty vithio her own
natural domain. We would, therefore, impress
upon her the prudence of yielding to necessity, and ,selling the iskod to tho United States. It will
soon gtow too hot for her to hold, and every insult
to tb< flag of the American people, who own that
part of the continent to whtah Cuba geographically
belongs, only hastens the dmouttnciU. which is now
but a question of time.

High Price¦ lu Blew York.The EiptnilM
m d Cor traction of the Paper Currency.
We bed occaalon tbo other day to refer to the In¬

fluence of the expansion of the paper currency of
the c uotry upen real estate, nod on the eoit of
living in the city of New York We selected three
periods, in illustration of our statement, via:.
1836, a jear of great Inflation ; 1843. a year of
extreme depression, and 1852, the present year, as

an example of another period of expansion and in¬
flation of prices.
We thowtd that real estate, in its rise and f&U,

bad tallied with these three periods, this is fur¬
ther shown by the tables ws have given of the reaj
estate assesrroents forea.bcf those year*, in the city
of New York
The expulsion of the paper currency we And car¬

ries up everything with it. It increases our im¬
portations, advances real estate, augments tho ex¬
penses of living, giving an artificial value to nearly
allkindiof property. The contraction of the sxme

currency, which sooner or later is sure to follow,
Etver fails to exercise an opposite tendency.
The increased cost of farm produce to the people

of New York, is not owing so much to any increase
of middlemen's profits as it is to tho advance in all
other species of p-operty, caused by the extension
of hanks and popor money. In 1836, all articles
of food, whether of meats or vegetables, were as

high as they are now, while in 1813 they were much
lower The system of middlemen (city markot
hucksters) was as common in 1836 and 18>3 as now,
and their profits (lees expenses) have not, probably,
materially varied at either period. The fact is,
cify consumers can never expect to obtain thoir
meats ard vegetables directly from tho pro¬
ducers while tho present state of things lasts
How can a man pay an annual rent of from $150
to $200 for a small stall in one of our public mar¬
kets and sell without a profit! A man who keep; a
snail fruit stall in Washington market told u; tuat
he pniJ at the rate of $100 per annum during sum¬

mer, but that in winter, when he sold poultry, they
raised the rent to the rate of $150 per annum Who
pays his rent! Wny, the consumer. Where does
the money go! Into iho city treasury, so that it is
the consumer who is thus virtually taxed for city
purposes.
The corner store grocers, when they sell to con¬

sumers, must also make a l-.rgo profit, or they can¬
not live. Their store rent varies from $300, $ 100,
and $500 to $1,200 or $1,509 per anuutn They
also require a clerk, must keep a In me, and pay
insurance, &e The same applies to the keepers of
local markets in the different wards High rents
riot only odd to the expeote of proouring shelter,
hut the cost of etcab es consumed. All go to¬
gether, and the increase of paper money is tho fuel
that feeds the flume.
Some say the pre ent inflation is caused by tho

receipt of gold from 'California While this may
have produced some effect, yet from the large re-
shinments of it made to Europe, which amounted ia
1851 to about forty-three millions, and in nine
months of 1852 to about thirty-two millions, and
the inequality in the distribution of the remainder,
wo believe that its agency has been over estimated.
No one can believe that bad the circulation of paper
been rigidly coufiued to a specie basis.in other
words, that had the gold been relied on as tht prin
cip&l circulating medium, to tho exclusion of paper
money founded on State debts, or bonds, that things
would buve so sudden: j attained the present state
of inflation
To prove how regularly the prices of articles of

living, the amount oi foreign importations, the va¬
lue of real estate, (with which the sost of rents cor¬

responds), are all. more or less, based upon the ex¬

pansion and contraction of paper money, we have
only to submit the following tables:.

1S43 and 1852, appears the more extraordinary
from tbe fact that in the former year communica¬
tion by railrcad with the interior waa limited.
We then had no Harlem Railroad beyond Wil

liamsbtidge, fifteen miles in length The New
Haven and Hudson River roads were not in exist¬
ence The Erie road had only penetrated Orange
county The Long Wand and New Jersey trans¬
portation with Camden and Amboy, were the only
roads completed within immediate connection with
this city.
One great argwmcnt in favor of the extension of

tbe Erie sailroad to Lake Erie, and for building the
roads through to Albany and New Haven waa, that
by giving tbw farmers facilities to reach the city
with their pr.djoe, the ooet of living in New York
would be mnofa reduced.
We now hare direct railroad ©communication

with the great fertila States of the West, and with
a'! tbe oonntiy to tbe North of us, extending into
tbe Canada*, with new roads extendicg through
New Jersey into Pennsylvania; and yet, straoge to
say, living in New York is about double as high as
it was in 1843, white the population from 1815 to
1852 has increased more, than one-third
The only rational explanation to be found for this

difference is attributable mainly to the great expan¬
sion in our paper currency, which is shown in the
following table:.

Nince the date of tbe returns made to the 1st
January, lfc51, a large additional number of free
and other hanks have gono into operation in the
States of Now York, Indiana, New Jersey, Illinois,
and in the New England States. At the present
time the totrtl number of banks in the United States
arc not much under one thousand, with a corres¬

pondingly increased circulation, aud without an in¬
creased ratio of specie, as S ate stocks have mostly
hern ui«d in y>lace of it, for banking purposes
Twenty «it" banks have.<tailtd up in this city alme
in the pesint yrar Nearly tve y corner has now its
bank-

In 18-3(4. the pnper io circulation was in the
ratio of $3 50 to $1 of specie Tn 1813, the
paper money was reduced to only $l75ofp*per
to $1 of eprcio On January 1, 1851, the paper
money was again increased to about $3 of
paper to $1 of specie; and at the piesent time,
(November, 1852 ) the excess of paper over spocie
ia probably about $3 50 or'$3 75 to $ 1 of spade
Tie stocks pledged by free banks, on 1st January,
1831, amounted to $23,300,847. Too progress of
banking in the United (states has been very curious.
It was for some time believed that tho constitution
of the United Stales prohibited tho State i from
issuing hills of credit In i^ll, there wore only
eighty nine hanks, with a capital of $52,(500 000, a

circulation o! $28,100,000, and specie to tbe amount
of $15,100,000. Thore was no great increase in
hanking until 181(5, when they increased to two

hundred and forty-six A great increase in banks
occurred in 1834, when they amount il to five hun¬
dred and six. It was in this year, wi'h the increase
of hanks and paper money, that the groat inflation in
price* c >ntnenctd, wbi in ended with the explosion
of 1S.%'-J7. On the 10lis May. 18.17, all the banks
it N w York ru«ip-.<- .: payment!, which wu»

followed by other book* oil over the Union. The
New York Legislator* being in session »t the time,
poised in act legalizing the suspension for one jear
The great fault of free banking is, that the

legislatures should lave omitted to require
specie elej naitn as a basis for banking. Much
could be done to remedy the existing evil,
ai d to avert impending danger. It will be par
ceived by tie bank returns we have given, that
between the yea a 1836 and 1843, a moat extra¬
ordinary bark revulsion occurred, and which is

without a parallel, if we except alone tbo South
Sea bubble and Law's financial scheme, in Frauce
The reaction in property of all kind* was so

great and universal, that it <eemod to be lit'.lo short
ol a rational bankruptcy, and a bankrupt law, for

once, bad a majority, which was passed, did its
cflice for t.he moment, and was repealed The
csuscs for nil '.h's extraordinary reaction are dti-
closed by the bank re urnS of 1843. We fiod that
tbo capital of all the bunks had fallen off, f:om De¬
cember, 1836, to December, 1813, $219,60Q,16''$-
Their circulation had decreased in the same period,
$81 737,4110 Their specie bad fallen off $0 433.788,
and their deposi"as declined $58,933,817.
These ficts ubuueautly account for the depres¬

sion of rial estate and low prices of food in 1313
.Although a high or low tariff may influence to some
ex'ert the importation of forign goods, yet there is
nothing which extremes a more powerful influence
over importutidfe than tbo expansion of piper
money. It prottc ioni :s really desire to restrict the
introo' uc.ion offoreign goods, they should by all means

, opporc all bunkicg but that founded on tbo prociouB
metals us a batis, which is the only legitimate and
safe capital for bank issues And when the people
suffer a lew ui'<re revulsions, tiioy will And it out.

It will be perceived that the chief increase in the
valuation has taken place since 1847-48 This
period was the commencement of the present infla¬
tion, set agoing by tho speculations in those years of
famine in Europe The spirit of speculation, piper
expansion, and extension of the credit system, was
further augmented by the discovery of gold in Cali¬
fornia, and, abovo all, by the extension of the free
banking sys'em, and the greatly increased circula¬
tion of pnjier money.the worst financial evil that
can afflict a people It engenders aeontempt for the
moderate and slow gains of honost industry, stimu¬
lates the too common and vain passion of becom¬
ing suddenly rich, (by running in debt with
extravagant living,) which too frequently brings
utter ruin and misery in place of wealth. High
living and high wages may all look well
enough nr.til a reaction ensues Sach a state of
things is hazardous to those depending on labor and
wages alone for support. If they fall ill, or be¬
come physically disabled even for a few months,
their enormous expenses of living must go on, and
abiorb very quickly such scanty means as they may
have accumulated

In reference to the growth of the city population,
it will be seen thatfthe greatest increase haa been in
the five years front 1845 to 1850, which have also
been the years of greatest expansion and foreign
immigration The heaviest Increase in population
has been in the upper wards of tho city.

In 1845, tho Sixteenth ward (an up town ward)
extended from the North to the East river, and in¬
cluded the present Eighteenth ward, and contained
a population of 40,350 In I860, the population of
the two wards together was as follows :.

river By%ome inscrutable guidance, llowletand
one of his companions (Stul) took refuge on another
vessel, where they wire discovered about three'
o'clock in the morning, barefooted, and c«

pistol, which had recently been discharged,
was found with Howlet. Thoy woro taken
to the station bouse, though tho crimo that had
been perpetrated was not then known by the offi¬
cers who arrested them On tho ship, where the.
watchiuun was killed, it *as subsequently discov¬
ered that two pairs of boots had been left by tho
depredators, ono of which was sworn to have be-
lorged to the prisoner (Howlot.)
