would not strike kirn: end that if Whitney three him,
(Weeks ) h« (Whitney) should not strike him Whitney
¦mdeno particular irply to thf proposition, which W6«w
spoke to him sgam about. Whitney finally spoke, and
said he had Utter koep away, and Immediately after
stepped up to Weeks, and struck him three or four
times. Weeks fell, but soon rose and said Whitney had
stabbed him.that he wax a dead man.fell again, and
Immediately expired On an examination of Weeks, it
was found that he bod been stabbed in ths lower part of
bis hewels, in his hand, and in his face. Whitney was
iimardia'ely arrested, examined before 8. Giles lSeq on
the lbib instant, end committed to jail in Qrronleld.
The knife with which he stubbed Weeks was a long-
hladed jack knife, and was ftund the next morning after
the murder in a pile of boards en whloh Weeks fell when
he was stabbed Weeks wai unasserted, but Whitney
has a wife and four children. He eannot be tried before
April. I mter the present law. a peril convicted of a

capital offence must remain in prison one year after con¬
viction before he is executed.

Horrible Murder by a Boy .The Memphis
Whig publishes the following particulars of an awful mur¬
der, committed by a boy eleven or twelve years of age,
user Augusta, Ark., on the morning of theOthluH.:.The
name of the unfortunate man was Nathaniel Dandridge,
who lived in the vicinity of Augusta, and worked a email
farm. On the evening previous to the murder, Hr D. cor¬
rected an apprentice boy named Campbell, for some mis¬
behavior, and told him he would punish hint ogalu next
morning. The boy arose about daybreak the next
morning, loaded a double barrelled gun, went to the
bod where Hr I), was lylug. and deliberately fired off
the contents of both batrels into bis victim's head,
blowing oat the brains and scattering the entire head
Into atoms. He then went out into the yard, hauled
a small sled, which was used for hauling water, into
the house, pieced it alongside the ted. anl rolled the
body off the bed on the sled It being too heavy for him
to hanl off. he went out and eaught a herse, harnessed it,
brought it to the door, and by means of a long rope fas¬
tened to the sled hauled offthe body some threequitters
of a mile to a swamp, where he lef it and returned to
the bouse 11 is next effort wss to fire the house, bat ba
was prevented in that by an old negro woman a slave of
the murdered man. lie then bid her to remain silent
about what had happened, aol left the house. Soon after,
a neighbor came in. when the woman told him all she
bnew about the affair, who Immediately got together
Mveial other gentlemen and started off In pursuit of the
youthfhlmurderer. They had not proceeded more then
three or four miles before they eaught up with him. lie
confessed that he had committed the crime eatlrely by
himself, without any assistance from the woman, was
taken hack, examined before a magistrate, and committed
to jail. The ted was severed with brains and blood and
presented a most revolting sight. The body was reepeo
tably interred by his neighbors.
Supposed Murder .It has before been intimated

that the dead body of a man was found on Sunday morn-

teg last, in a field in the township of Independence. It
appears that on Saturday night the deceased, whose name
to Miebatl Dunke. left this city in company with his son.
After proceeding about eight miles, both father and eon
went to a tern, laid down and slept. After sleeping some
two hours, the boy awoke, and aroused hie father. He
refused to get up, and the boy left him and started for
home. On 8unday morning, the body was found in an
open field about four miles farther on, and twelve from
this city. He was terribly wounded, having a cut some
four or five inches long in tho back of his head, a large
gash on bis forehead, above the left eye, and a cut under
the left eye. about two inches long. There was no blood
upon his body below the neck proving that he must have
fallen, or been knocked down previous to the infliction ol
the death strokes..Cleveland Plaindenler.

The Lost and the Living .Tha fearful Novem¬
ber storm which swept over the chain of Western Laker,
brought sorrow and desolation to many a dom-.st.ic
hearth Tha total number of lire* loet will probably ex-
oeed sixty, most of them suddenly engulphed in the
surging waters. On lake Erie one vessel is known to
have gone down and not one survivor to tell the name or
sad tale of shipwreck; and a propeller, full freighted, and
carrying twenty-Uve or thirty potions, has strewn tha
shore with fragments of har wreck, but not a living soul
survives to relate the oauea and manner of her going
down. It is probable, however, that the Oneida was over-
laden, or that some of her machinery gave way during
the war of wind and waves. We learn the Oneida took
on 2 tUO barrels of flour, which filled her hold and
some tiers deep on part of her main deck, and at
the railroad depot ieceIved additional freight, beef and
hams, la tierce*.

Fatal Rbsvlt fkomSiriaris.A cave of death
,of aa uncommon and painful nature, occurred in this
'oity, a few days ago, under the following circumstances :
On last Independence day. the youngest son. a bright mad
promising lad. of Mr. Joseph White, apothecary, of this
city, wss drowned In a pond in Brighton, while bathing.
Mr John Warren, of this elty. who was on the spot at tha
time endeavored to rescue the lad, and to resuscitate
him. While eageged in this humane effort, he was bare
headed and unshielded from the rays of a scorching sun.
and In consequence of the intense heat, though not aware
of it at the time, he encouatered a slight but fatal stroke
of the sun. Ills health was impaired by the effects of
this stroke, and occasionally he wag effected with slight
hallucination of mind, which grew more notioeable and
alarming, till at length his family and friends concluded
that his brain was deranged. Two months ago, while in
church Mr. Warren was suddenly attacked with a serious
aad violent sensation in the head, which rendered him
senseless for some hours. This paroxysm created alarm
among bis friends, and he was advised to abstain from
anything which wonldtend to Irritate his miad. A short
time ago, while on a vie it to a neighboring State, he was
again attacked wi'h similar paroxysms ; and having par
tlaily recovered- he was conveyed to his home in this city.
From this time he remained in an unnonsclous state up
to thetimaof his death..Ration Traveller, Oct ST.

of officers in escb. The Marshal's police force Is oompoied

Condition and PioipMta of tbw Icutu Com-
mrnnlty at the C.tjr of Mwwvoo, lillnoU.

The tearinn colony, composed ehielly of Fronoh

and German emigrants, and whloh admit* emlgranta
from all other countries when they adojt its system
of social and political organization, aad when they
fulfil all its oonditiens, is engaged at the same time
In agriculture aad industry.

It cultivates several farms which have yielded
thisyear bountiful and valuable harvest. It has
gathered over twelve hundred bushels of fine,
good wheat, over two hundred bushels of ex¬
cellent sweet potatoes, over two thousand five hun¬
dred bushels of very good Irish potat oes, from fifteen
to twenty thousand heads of cabbage, which it is
now mukiDg into krout, besides many other vegeta¬
bles, onions, carrots, beans, turnips, eto ; ana it is
now engaged in gathering six or eight thousand
bushels of lino corn, which is brought in the husks
from the prairie, by wagons, and husked with plea¬
sure by the entire community before it ia sent to
the community mills.
The masons, the carpenters, the joiners, the gla¬

ziers, aud the painters of the oommunity have near¬
ly finished a large sdificeof oat stone, dosignedfor a
rahool for the Icarian children. It is the intention
of the community to build another edifice, and re-
oeivo Into its school American children.
The oommunity is about to rc organixo i's

conceits and theatres A portion of tho hall will
bo reserved for Americans, thirty or forty of whom
will be admitted each eveting, provided they pro¬
cure tickets, which will be distributed at the office
some da} a before, in such a manner that eaoh one
can. in his turn, be accommodated
The commission who accompanied the Ioarians

who went to establish themselves in iowa, has re¬
turned. They found a suitable location which will
aflord water, wood, stone for lime, clay for brick
and pottery, atone ooal, and fertile prairies for culti¬
vation. The settlers have commenced their works
of oocupation, of construction, and of clearing, and
have registered their claima of pre-emption.

Judge Koosevtlt said.It seem* to me that counsel for

prisoners should be heard on some of the question t which
it appears to me. arise in this case. 1 had drawn up
in writing the suggestions which oecurred to my
mind. In reflecting on this case, and 1 am free to
say they were not arrived at without difficulty. The
statute provides that, before the Court directs
the execution, they shall inquire into the facts aul
circumstances, and If no legal reasons exist to the
contrary, the Court are to sign the warrant of execu-
tion it seems, although It is not perfectly clear, that
this law of the Revised Statutes remaius yet unrepealed
on this subject. The law require* of tip Court, in the pre¬
sent caso, individually each member or it. to eigu the war¬
rant that consigns a human being to the scaffold, in obe-
diencc, not to our own judgment, but to the juegment of
the appellate tribunal. It is a grave case, and I am free
to say has been to me a souroeof deep and most anxious
reflection when our act should be shared under theynam
corpornte organisation of the Court Itself. If the difiicul-
ties nrose in my own mind. 1 might have kept them in my
own bosom; but we must here individually sign the war¬
rant. This being so, we have taken time for considera
tion; we have taken several weeks, and it is now proposed
by the District Attorney, very properly, that we should
take still further time.

cially in cases involving tke life of a human being, I
would still suggest to the Court that the act referred to
by the learned Judge was not a special act.

Jr..The defendant loaned the plaiutilT $100. to en¬
able her, in part, to purchase tbe furniture ef a hoard¬
ing houre. taking a chattel mortgage on the whole, valued
at about $300. as sccuiity. Nothing was said about the
payment of interest..but another agreement, drawn up
by the defendant, was executed in the following words :.
' Know all men by these presents, that wucreaa the
undersigned. John Wild, is about to lend to Matilda C.
Bmedee. alto undersigned. I ha sum of one hundred
dollars, to enable tier to purchase out a certain boarding
houre at No 41 Forsyth street, in tbe city of New York ;
and whereas, in consideration thereof, the said Matilda
C dmedes hereby covenants and agrees that the said
John Wild shall receive out of the protlts of said boarding-
house one clear half of the same, psvalde at such times
Ws-shall be hereafter agreed between the parties hereto.
"in witness," Ac.Ac..Signed by the parties, with their

seals affixed.
Proceedings to sell, under the mortgage, having been

instituted, the plaintiff a>ked for an injunction to stay
them.
The judge raid There is no sufficient averment In the

complaint to raise the question of usury. To warrant a
demand for relief on that ground, a rase must first be
made. Beside*. the mortgage contains no stipulation for
tbe payment of interest, whether more or less than the
legal rate, it merely provides for the repayment of the
principal. From the oollaleral agreement however,
executed about the samo time it would seem that the
lender was to be compensated (instead of interest) by a

participation In the profits of the boarding house, to the
extent of one clear half. In other words, in lieu of $175,
which would have been the lawful internet, he was to have
sn indefinite compensation, depending on the sucoees of
tbe establishment. but he was to bear no losses, and to
have h<s principal returned at all events, undiminished,
in one. two. three, four and five months, by equal instal¬
ments of $20. And how were rhese profits to be deter-
mined!.how much was to ba allowed for the plaintiff's
services.when were the accounts to be adjusted'.how
long was the arrangement to continue! On all these
points tbe egreeuent ie silent. It merely provides that
the one half of the piofits is to be iffiwable to the defend
ant "at such times as shall be hereafter agreed between
the parties," But suppose no time can be agreed upon.
and uone has been or is likely to be.what then beoomes
of lha arrangement! The defendant, as betwesn him aad
the plaintiff, is not a partner, and has no control avertha
house; and the plaintiff, for aught that appears may stop
the bouse, and of course stop the profits whenever she
pitaire. Such an agreement is elearly void. It ie void
for ita palpable indellnitcnees and uncertainty, to say
nothing of its gross Inadequacy. The latter objection,
however, is too prominent to be overlooked How could
a court, exercising equity as well as common law powers,
give effect to a ocntraet between a business man and nn

Inexperienced womau requiring the latter, at her own

expense and risk, and with her own cars and labor, to (it
up and condaot a tioarding bouse establishment, for an
indefinite period, and to pay one Half of tbe profits to the
former, an an equivalent for the use of one hundred dol¬
lars for the aveiage period of three months. Tne defend¬
ant, however, is entitled to his money actually loaned,
and to the benefit of the mortgage security on the furni¬
ture, if be consents to relinquish the oppressive collateral
agreement. Equity also seems to require the pavment of
intereet, if other profits are denied. An order will, there¬
fore. be entered continuing the injunction, unless the de¬
fendant consents to accept that amount, to be paid with¬
in thirty days, and to cancel the collateral agreameat.

The consequence w«e, that they
deemed their own faith the best and pureit. When
their mirnior.sre* via ud tn»t country, they
were persecuted by all o her religioua seota.
They fir-t eetablirhtd echo tie, but the na¬
tives were at first wary, and afraid that they
wanted to catch than and cell them ae slaves
They did not understand why missionaries should
leave their own country to preach the gospel to
otherf. Alter the eehoolt had been built eoine time,
the natives at length be* an to see that all wae
right, and in a few years the schools were crowded.
The next plun the missionaries pit into operatien
wae to establish boarJmg schools, but they were
laughed at by all the natives, for none of thai'
would live in the lamo house with a christian. Aftg
a great deal of trouble tbev succeeded in getting i
few eoholars, and now the schools are all fall
Applications are made every day for admittance
but from want of accommodation they are eimpeik)
to refuse others tie then went on to say, that thl
missionary had hard work to convert the femalL
on ion of the inhabitant#. The greftt difficulty
was that women in that country were nerer allowed
to read, because no females except dancing girls
were allowed to read, and those girls were or very
bad obaructer: therefore it was a disgrace for a
woman in that country to be able to toad. Bat
those various diflicul'iea ara at leagth overcome,ami
female boarding sehoola »re established overall thai
fine island. He then went on showing how many
parents bad been converted to God by the inflnenod
of their children, whom the mlaalonariea taught tha
woid of God to.

In hia mis-ion they had been very saeiseaefal ia
converting the heathen, and those oonverted pagaaa
form several societies fix reclaiming their brethren.
Those pagans whom they have converted often ex¬
pressed their gratitude to the people of this coun¬
try, for sendini thorn tho word of God. In a few
days he would he on his way to that Held again, and
hoped that the prayera of the church would go with
him. He concluded hia remarks by say ing.thal if thsy
trusted in God he was aura that tha missionary so¬
cieties would propper, and tho haathea would be
converted to the God who made them..
The pastor, Rev. Mr. Skinner, then aaade a few

THE LECTURE SE AS0* .

Tlie Allrgrd WltelMiratt of the Bible.
The iteond lecture on thle subjaat *w delivarad

last Bund&j evening, by the Ret. Mr. Jutes J.
Shock, at the Evangelical Lutheran ehareh, Mal-
berrj street, of which he is a minister. The por¬
tions treated of were the "miracles of the Egyptian
msgi," "all Scripture texts having refereeee to
witchcraft or sorcery," and "the demoniacal pea-
sessions of the New Testament "

The reverend gentleman selected as his text.1
"The Word of the Lord is pure, enlightening the
eyes'*.19 Psalms, 8 ver. He had, he trusted, sati*<
factorily proved, on the last Babbath evening, that
the Scriptures wore pure from containing any
account of witchcraft in the raising of Samuel,
and they showed much more consistently with
reason and revelation, that the whole was a well-
managed deception, or if not, that it was the work
of God, he having caused the prophet to appoar
contrary to the woman s expectation, and by means
auite beyond the rules of her art, for the purpose of
punishing a wicked and idolatrous woman; and he
proposed now to show they were equally freo frem
every charge bearing on this subject. * irtt, with
relerence to the competition between the Egyptian
magi and Moses-Moses was sent by the L*rd on
a mission to deliver his people out of the hands or
the Egyptians, and, to show his 1)1vme authonty,
was empowered to perform miracles, which he did
to the number of eleven, which tho lecturer recounted,
an set forth in the book of Exodus, (beginniBg at
the 7th chapter) B t I'naraoh's heart was
hardened, and bo endeavored to persuade hirmmif

wondeiful in the present days of enUghtenmeat.and
which we piopoity at-ribu'c tA mere sleight #f AAA«»
but wbich, iH the dark and superstitious days of the
KK^ptiAns, would bs Ascribed to magio. It wassaid they did so "by their enchantments; but
this did not necessarily imply any mere than
m,-ro skill in deception; and. ia the fourth ease,
being one beyond their skill, tbey signally failed.
Add to all tlib that, l'narash was haughty aal
nroud, and sought to deny Moses s authority, aad
therefore wishes to bo deceived, ai a pretext fornot
relessirg a nation of vaiu-ibl" slaves, and we should
havs little difficulty in convincing ourselves that the
sn. red Bcrip-urrs afforded not the slightest fouatk-
tion for a belief in lb# existence of Witchcraft. The
passages in the Bible having reference to witeh-
craft were next oonsidi rcd, and first, (13th Deutero¬
nomy to the 14th verse)." If there arise among
you a prophet, or a dreamer of dreams, and
eiveth tliee a sian or a wonder," ke This
palace he explained a* referring to preten¬
ders. and instanced ¦ one oa'ss as showing
persons ignoruot of ae'ronomy.an eclipse of the
nioon or the rua, which wav a sign or a »<«?«which would come to psss lu Matthew, chap. 24,
ver. 24, "For there shall ansa filse Christs and
fvlse prophets, and shall show groat signs and W«V-
dcrs: ir.somnch that if it were possible, they shall
deceive the very elect," bore on the same point;
and here tho or ginal word rendered "show," might
with as much, if not more, propriety be read "giV
out. " In Acts, clisp 8, ver 9, and following, wl
read of a certain man called 8 tnon, who bewitchn
the i>oople with sorceries; bit ha was a pretendere<
the isce of the possvgo itself; and the wort
rendered " bewitched," signified in the original
astounded, atnaied, or confounded the judg
ment, or that they did not know how to ex¬
plain or understand the eflaots he produced;
hut the word bewitihed was used, being the popular
idea, «ud better understood in Deuteronomy,
chsp 18, ver 10 ar.ti 11; Exodus, chap 22, vsr 18;
aid Leviticus, cbap 20, ver 27, witches were men¬
tioned, and were ordered to be put to death; but
the word "witch " did not ncoessarily mean peopi*
who bad a contract with the devil, but who pre¬
tended to practice sorcery. Ia the New Testament,
tht Lord, in Fp aking of theas«.do«ignated them by
the teim they were popularly knobby, ia order
that be might I* understood; but he did not thereby
Bdmit or allo» th»t »licy powers of witchcraft,
or connection with evil spirits, anv more than
be (tfcc lecturer) as a minister of the gospel,
using the term . fortune-teller," or "spiritual rap¬
per R would be any proof, be believed they wsre
eatable. as those titles (which they themselves
assumed) would imply, of telling fortunes or com¬

municating with departed spirits. It might h#
asked, if it applied to mere pretenders, why suon a
severe penalty as death should have beea awarded?
In the first place, the word might be translated
"poisoner by drugs," or in many other ways moid
consist, nt with the text and context, than bytha
word "witch " And here he would obeerv# that,
at the time the translation compiled,
the belief in withcraft *u almoat universal,
sr d lb shop Hu'chinsen bad remarhad that
Klor Jamei bimi'lf hAvi»fc written a wor*
d. monology to prove it was contral to the Scrip-tur.s, the translators employed by him may easily
have been Inlluenoed to have translated them ia ac¬
cordance with tbis view, but for whioh circumstance
the word "witch" would not have bean so Iia-
qutntly used But if thU were not so. tha punish¬
ment of daath for tho pretanca was quite reeoneile-
able with th. se passages One great and of tha
Uosalc law was to conftn# tha knowledge or »ne
true God to the breaets at tha salact people God
was a jealous God, and visited heavily the sin
ot abandoning him to seek after other and raise
Gods, whether idois or evil spirits The prophets af
Baa) were an example of this, who were put to
dea»h, not because they succ.c led in tneir witca-
cratt, but because of thair epos eey. Tha Hebrew
witob, therefore, was one whj pretended or atiemp_ed to perform sorcery, though she hai no eowso-
tion with the devil, except that he indueed her so w
