Visit of s Yankee So Turkey.
I'KRSONAI. AIM'KAKANCK OK THS SIJLTAN.VISIT TO

T1IK PALACE, AND 1IARBM OK FCAD EKFEND1, THE
MINISTER OF KOKEKiN AFFAIRS. ETC.

[Correspondence of the Baltimore Sun ]
" ® were conducted through two suooessive halls

of the paUoe. both furnished in the most regal and
Lastern style, in the first of which, drawn up in a
double column, were the pages of the Sultan, who,
with their tall helmets ana feathers, looked very
grard and picturesque. Entering into the third
chamber our ejes fell upon his Majesty the Sul-
tan, who was standing, with no on© near him bit©
the Minister of Foreign Affairs, in th© remotest
l>art of it, awaiting our approach.
We advanced to wLhin three yards of him and

then made tbe usual Turkish salutation, whioh (the
hand being first carried very low, and then brought
near the lips) is in rude imitation of kissing the
eaith on which the sovereign treads Whilst mak¬
ing these salaams, his Imperial Majesty graciously
condescended to bestow a look, calm and apparently
indifferent as it was, upon us
Various addresses were then delivered, to which'

the Sultan replied by a bow
During the intervals which occurred in the speech¬

es, ho cast an occasional languid look upon first one
and then another of us, which gave us a fine oppor¬
tunity of scanning his features He is rather low
in stature; has dark, melancholy oyes, which ex-
hibit an almost total lack of energy; but which
have, at the same time, an amiable and benevolent
expression The tout ensemble of his face is good,
but on looking at it closely 1 discovered thit it was
much pitted with small pox Like all Musselmon,
be wears a full beard, lie had a black cloth cloak
thrown over him, whioh was fastened in front with
a rich jeweled clasp. Bis coat was so richly em¬
broidered, braided, and studded with diamonds, &o ,
that to attempt a description of it would be vain
and superfluous The collar and cuffs were com¬
pletely encased in diamonds. He wore a sword,
which repvsed in one of the most elegantly ohased
and jewelled scabburds that the most exalted fancy
could conceive of. On his head was the red tes,
which is universally worn by high and low through¬
out the empire. To our wonder he remained stand¬
ing all the time we werefci his royal presence, the
unusual exertion attendant upon whioh must have
been quite fatiguing to his Highness His feet are

very much inverted, but Such is the case with those
of most of the Turks, owiug to the position in
which they sit, and their being so constantly in the
saddle.
A few davs ago wo visited the house of Fuod

Eflendi. the Minister of Foreign Airairs, and having
inspected the grounds and enjoyed coffee and pipes,
an euruch. black ss moonless midnight, clad fa a
scarlet robe lined with fur, suddenly mads his ap¬
pearance, like the genii of old, and announoed
that he was ready to conduct our female friends
within the sacred precincts of tbo harem. He led
tbem through several large apartments into one
comparatively small Here they were received by
two Turkish women rather advanced in life, who
were surrounded by about a dozen Circassian slaves
By a wave of tbe hands, they wore requested to be
seated and were informed that, on account of her
ladyship being indisposed, she would be happy to see
her friends in her own chamber. In a short time ths
little daughter ot madam entered the room, and said
that her ma was ready to receive them With some
of the slaves preceding, others following them, they
ascended a wide, circuitous and splendid stairway,and
were ushered into an apartment whore, on a couch
foimed of green and yellow satin cushions, with a

splendidly embroidered cloth, of tho richest hues
and material, thrown over her, surrounded by a
host of fair Ciroassians, one of whom was gently
fanning her, gracefully reclined her ladyship She
partially rose upon their entranoe, and salutod
them with a tu'kish salaam, which is made by car¬
ry iag tbe right hand to tbe chin and then quickly
to tbe fore! tad. Almost simultaneou-ly with this
salutation the slaves placed chairs in front of her,
ujon which our friends seated themselves; during
this time the rest of the slaves remained standing
about in different parts of the room, ready to obey
any summons of their mistress She expressed her
regret at being unwell, and consequently uuable to
receive her visitors below, but the Eastern picture
that she presented, thus reclining and thus sur¬
rounded. was far more iuterestiug than it could other¬
wise possibly have been She appeared to be pleased
with a visit from persons ot the far off land of the
new world, and asked almost as many questions
concerning America as they did of her country
They found her quite intelligent, and her manners
tasy and lady like Women of the Turkish harems
gcneially spend their time in luxurious indolence,
but she showed a great f ndness far embroidering,
or engaging her mind and attention in something
us«fuj She manifested a great dsal of interest in
her slaves, and teaches them the art of embroidery.
Acc Many of them are skilled in music and one of
them during the visit played several Italian and
Turkish airs on the piano.
For the gratification of our friends, soreral of the

most elegant dresses of her ladyship's wardrobe
were exhibited, all of which were, of course, mode
in the loose and flowing style of the East The
dress worn by Turkish females of the present day
ean.ot be called grace'ul; it may be made beautiful
by rich working and material, but tho cat of it is
aw kward It ii very loose, aLd so long that it trails
a foot or two cn the floor; it is brought together
just sbove the waist by a sash. When they walk
tut, the skirts are festooned up at tbe sides. The
Bloomer, or, as seme consider it, the Turkish dress,
worn by a few bold ladies in America, has no pos¬
sible resemblance to the real article
lbs slaves all appeared to be very happy, and

mere like daughters of their mistresi than as her
property. In fact, slavery in Turkey is a mere
nominal thing; the bondsmaid is taught every ao
ccmpliebmcnt, and frequently thereby marries the
highest officer in the realm At first we would be
inclined to pity the poor girl, fancying her forcibly
t«rn ficm her distressed parents and sold into
dtgrading servitude; but when we reflect she her¬
self. while still young among her own kindred and
her own mountain wiJds, eagerly longs for the day
tbat will bring her to this great Eastern capital to
be sold into such luxurious captivity, where she is
cheered by the bright beacon of hope, we cease to
commiserate
Madame Fuad was very desirous to know our

practices concerning matrimony; whether It was
customary to make the bride handsome presents,
and wbetber a marriage is negotiated by others
than the parties Immediately interested, as is the
custom here.
Our friends noticed the latticed srindows which

screen the inmate.- of the harem from the obser¬
vation of outside barbarians A person can, frcm
the interior, observe everything going on without;
and, ae an opera glars lay on tbe latin couch, we
can well imagine how the fair occupants of. those
bare sa which overhang the Bosphorus amuse them-
selves watching the c-ndieis and over varying objects
upon its surface

After many social interchanges, her ladyship
being pressing in her invitation to tbem to repeat
their visit, our friends detoended into a magnifi
centlv furnished apartment, where they were re¬
gard with sherbet, brought to the door by ths
kfor«L ez.*ioDcd black eunuch, and from tberce by
Circairiax. » aves, to the guests, each slave bearing
a whits, goid su.broidcred napkin When any re¬
ft* shuwDt .i served, the sieve pleoes her hand on
the lower port of lbs breast, and retreats backward
for a few with the face towards tbe guest.

Houghton, the Weatora Swindler.
| From the St. I,ouls Democrat, Not. 27 ]

We referred in our lost number to the arrest of
this person by Capt. Cozzons At there is no doubt
an anxiety amongst the public to learn something
more of his former transactions, wo subjoin what we
have learned concerning him
He is represented as a man of pleasing address,

and when he arrived in Bloomington, became a great
favorite with all sorts cf characters, aooommodatiog
bis demeanor to their peculiar tastes and dispositions.
He represented himself as an officer in the British
army; that he had saved a large sum of money, and
that he had inherited a handsome fortune from an
sunt, which yielded him $25 000 per annum. The
following is the history of his bankiog operations
with McClung and Miller, to whioh we alluded the
other day. We give the aooount as wo find it in the
Evtni*g Nttrs of yesterday :.
The three were to subscribe all the stook for the

proposed bank.' Houghton. by some story, satis¬
fied them that lis portion of the neoessory amount
wsuld be forthcoming Mr Idler drew a mortgage,
having some years to run, ad bearing six per cent
interest. This mortgage embraced property of his
own, worth $26,000 Mr. MoClung prepared a simi¬
lar document, for a like sum, in his own name It
was agreed to entrust Houghton with the negotia-
tien of these mortgages, and it wai arranged that
he should proceed to New York city for the purpose
He was to obtain money upon these papers, and
with the sum raised, purchase State stocks or simi¬
lar assets, to filo with the Auditor of Illinois, as the
basis of the proposed hank About the time fixed
for starting to New York, he borrowed money from
each of them, ostensibly to defray his travelling and
other expenses that would accrue from tho purchase
ef plates for the issue of their bills. He suppliedhimself with a daguerreotype likonoss of anand-
some lady of Bloomington, which was to be trans
ferred to* the engraved plate, aud form part of the
vigoette for the bills of the bank. He raised money
also, before starting, by selling spurious drafts and
hills of foreign exchange
An Englishman, living in that county, gave

Houghton three hundred dollars for threo hundred
pounds in sterling exchange, and his note for the dif¬
ference in the amount. Mr James Bum, of Spring¬
field, was tbo purchaser of a spurious draft on New
York, for which ho paid Houghton one thousand
dollars. The whole amount raised, it is said, will
not exceed five or six thousand dollars. While thus
engaged in planning and executing these cheats, he

Kactised a singular deception upon tho people of
cl/ean county. He appeared amongst them as

' Major Houghton," an officer cf the "Life Guards "

He was absent, he protended, on commissary duty,
and. it is said, he examined and engaged a number
of black horses, which were to be transported to
England, for re mounting tho "Life Guards." About
this time the Bloomington newspa]>er partially ex*
noted him, and he ran off He did not visit New
York, but came to Missouri, and was sometime en¬
gaged in hunting Lately, his objeot was to roach
Texas by the land route
He was arrested near the Prairie House, in the

St Charles stage, which was then coming to the
city. Cspt. Cozzens kept him until morning and he
was searched at the house of tho Mayor. The sum
fcund on him, we learn, was between $1,900 and
and $2,000, in gold He had in his pockets checks
upon the Bank of Eaglaud; what amount is un¬
known.

It teems that a year since he went to Shelby coun¬
ty, Kentucky, with forged letters of recommenda¬
tion. as the "Hon Mr. Wharton," a younger son of
an English peer He had money in plenty, and ex¬
hibited certificates of deposit for large sums, of vari¬
ous dates. He became a visiter, while there, at the
bouse of Col. Charles 6 Todd, lived fashionably and
extravagantly, but paid scrupulously for all that he
bought, while in the county. He was guilty of ne
act of dishonesty in Shelby, except that he swindled
a citizen of $360 in so dexterous a manner that it
did not appear in that light for some months after.
His next appearance was at Danville, in Boyle

county, where he still retained his alias of " Hon.
Mr. Wbarton " He visited frequently tho residen¬
ces of the Messrs Shelby, of that oounr.y. He had
become intimate with the family, when one of
its members received an anonymous letter, of which
the self stvled Wharton was the subject Alfred
Shelby, E.-q , supposing that this was dicta ed
through other motives than the belief expressed by
the writer, that Wharton was an impostor, made
the cause of his new acquaintance his own Still
thinking this adventurer a man of honor, ha insti¬
tuted an inquiry concerning the authorship of the
letter While prosecuting this, a quarrel grew up
between him and a Mr. Cowan, an intimate friend
of himself and family This finally led to a hostile
meotirg, and Mr Shelby was killed. This hap¬
pened in the month of June. Houghton then fled
the State.
We next hear of him as Dr Howard, at tbo resi¬

dence of Mr Wm Shelby, of Lafayette county. Mo.
During his May there, he took advantage of an in¬
tention of Mr. Shelby, who thought of investing
$6,000 or $8 000 in land in Texas, to make proposi¬
tions for an investment in partnership He had de-
viaed a scheme to swindle Mr Shelby of money to
that amount, aud was engaged in plotting a plan to
execute it, when some of Mr- Shelby's relatives ar¬
rived from Kentucky, and recognised in him the
Hon Mr. Wharton, of Shelbyville and Danville.
He left Lafayette upon the instant, and since has
been engaged in his Bloomington Bank schemes.
The Region about the Southwest End of

Mr Siuntz, of Grant county, Wisconsin, has be, n

deputed by the General Land Surveyor ofthis (north-
wts ) district to lay off such a tract of land about
the southwest point of the lake, into townships and
sections, as emigration will earliest require. lie re
turned, via Le I'ointe and Stillwater, last week
We have obtained from him some new views of
that region Fiom Fond du Lac, a trading post,
situated about eleven miles inland on the St Louis
river, eastward, for perhaps fifty miles, the margin
of the lake Is a flat strip of land reaching bock to a

rocky ridge, about eleven miles off The soil of this
flat land is a rieb red clny. The wood is white
cedar and pine, and of the most magnificent growth.
