Its pig's corroborate my
a'strtion That periodical, which is well known in our
States, contains an article on the empire of Hayti and
the Dominican republic, which. It is confidently reported,
has the French Consul. Gen Itayband, in Port au Prince,
for its author, and is so filled up with mis statements
and direct falsehood* that one wonders how so respecta¬
ble a print oau deniesn itself to insert similar stuff It
Is clumsily attempted, in these pages, to make it appear
to the world that the French protectorate, or sovereignty
over 8t. Domingo, is the most ardent desire of the Domi¬
nican population ; while, in reality, if you except the
President. 8«nor Baca, (who, to his shame belt said is
more Frenchman than Dominican.) and a small clique of
French retldents, and tbeir immediate friends, the in¬
habitants utterly despise Johnny Crapeau with as deep a
hatred as the true Spaniard detects a Frenchman.

1 am now resident here for some years, daring which
time 1 have watched the proceedings of the French un¬
remittingly; and 1 must confess that the steady exer
tions of Prince under all its dlffereut forms of govern¬ment. whether monarchical, republican, or dictatorial,
have only hud cne aim. namely, to get bold under some
plausit-lc appearance of the Dominican republic and to
conquer afterwarde the western part, under the black
ri«HM, with comparative faeility, thereby restoring the
' Queen of the Antilles'' to the dominion of Franca; or.
if you will, since the Dictator has restored -'the eagles'*of Napoleon to the French army, to the claws or the
rupaclons bird, which, although it may res* inble ours in
ioim. has no relationship with it in character.
The supposition of an Intended coup d'etat in Bt Do¬

mingo is materially strengthened by the publication in
the Heine dti Deux Mumlcs. Louis Philippe, the late
kit got France, did|not vwwture'to fly openly into the face
of the Monroe maxim although he longed much after the
Peninsula of Samana which he intended to add to the
marriage preront of Prince Montpenrier, having flattered
himself that the Queen of Spain would give as dowryCuhn and Porto Kico to her sister, bidding tha youngPrince to set Suniana up in opposition to Saint Thomas,
and to render 1* in time the stronghold of these seas, and
the key to the Gulf of Mexico

His dethronement and the revolution interrupted the
