Piatti It
Brothsr, of Twenty-first street. The oommittee are pleased
to say that those gentlemen felthfully performed their oon¬

traot and that the blook, while on exhibition at the Fair
.f the American Institute, received universal admiration.
Zophar Mills, Esq., President' of tho Dopartmont, was in¬
vited to loin with tho oommittee, and was appointed Trea¬
surer. and in justice to him wo would rooord our unfeigned
and oincero thanks for his aitlve exertions and bis good
oonnsela while endeavoring to fcllil the object of oar np-
poir tment. Tc this gentleman. In a great measure, 1* te bo
attributed the snoossifil completion of this matter.
