The famous Monroe doctrine, o exultingly proclaimed
and peiterated, scems to have been scattered to the four
winds, for the heart of this Western world is oecupied by
the most powerful of the European States, and her vessels
of war are tantly hovering around like birds of prey,
chipping off a bit here and there, and plastering it on to
some colony or other; elongating a boundary line bere, and
secing yonder a forest of mahogany trees, forthwith pro-
claimng it Beliso—acting under instractions, of eourse.
