ed the opposition to the ''American Art Union" have
leaped benefits, and substantial ones, too, from Its down-
fell. The two or three artists, (in conjunction with the
Sw York Herald ) who commenced thin warfare, have
teen vilified and stigmatized as enemies to art and artists.
Behold, now, bow the tables are turned!. the Art Union
1mm been compelled to sell their ptetures at auction, and,

ia consequence, a new era has dawned, full of promise to
the painter. I sincerely hope that the gentlemen who
signed " that card," for the benefit of the Art Union, win,
each of them present to Mr. Bennett, the editor of the
Bnuu), "a nice picture," in consideration of hi* invalu¬
able i-ervices. You hinted, in a late number of your paper,
tbat tlie artists of New York should club together and
ba\e periodical sales. That ia just the thing, and the same
plan I have urged on them time and again ; but their dig¬nity stood in the way. The Art Union Committee boasts
much of having established a free gallery for the public.The artists of hew York can do the same thing, to better
advantage both to the public, and to themselves; and if
the committee are not willing to let them have their
rooms, I have no doubt there are many gentlemen of
capital who would be glad to erect a building for that
purpose.
Let them try such a plan, and "cut loose" from all Art

Unions, and refuse to sell them pictures. Let them con¬
sult their own dignity, as a body, and take their affairs into
their own hands. Let them refuse to be influenced by.'old fogyism. ' ' and act as men should act, who may wish
to attach to their works a mercantile value. The sales at
the Art Union rooms clearly demonstrate that the public
are ready and willing to give remunerating prices for the
painter's productions.
The public, now that they have had a fair chance, have

shown their 'card," and they deserve honor for it. Their
liberal conduct has £ha>ed away the cloud. the anxietyfrom the artist's brow. He nee<u no longer to go begging atArt Union doors, whero favors are granted only to the fa¬
vored few no longer be humiliated by the insolent airs of
men who think they are conferring a favor a very great
tovor.by purchasing his pictures at reduced prices. Let
the artists be true to the public, and I am sure the public
will be true to them.

In ahort, the artist who does not congratulate himself
.n this favorable turn of circumstance-i, is certainly one
not to be envied.

If the Art Union has never before benefitted art. it cer-
tainly has now, by winding up its affairs, and selling its
pictures at auction.

MELANCHOLY Bl'ICIDS BY HANOWO.A 0A8B OF
SMALLPOX BENT INTO A CROWDED BOARD! NO-
HOl'Sfc THK COMXI88IONEB8 OK EMIOHATION.
Coroner Gamble held an mqaest, yesterday afternoon,

at the IxtrdingbouM of Mr. Charles Decker, Ne. TOUreeo
wieh street, upon the body of a German man named
Leonhard Hoflmun, who hanged himself in the morning,
under circumstances peculiarly distressing. It appears
that the tieceased waa in reduced circumstances, and but
lately arrived in this country. As if to add to bin mis
fortunes, be was seined with the smallpox, during the past
week, and in tbia unfortunate condition be applied, on
Saturday last, at the office of the Commissioners of Emigre-
tion for relief Here he received a ticket, directing him to
the hou>e of Mr. Decker, which in crowded with emigrant*,
there being about twenty children among them. A copy
of the card which he received ia annexed. Hoffman re
mained aick during the night; and yesterday morning wa4
found auapended by hia woollen comforter upon the
banniater, aa will be learned from the following tes¬
timony .
Sophia Decker sworn I reside at No. 70 Greenwich

street; about four o'clock on Saturday evening the de
ceaHed waa sent to my houae, by the Commissioner* of
Emigration, with the amallpox; they wanted him to re¬
main till Monday; I aent him up to bed immediately, see
ins he had the smallpox; about nine o'clock last night he
asked me to give him Home hot coffee for breakfast: I
aent it to him at eiqht o'clock this morning, and he
drank it: 1 know nothing more about him until a man
told me that be waa hanging upon the stairs outride.

Criatofer Zaller aworn About ten o'clock thin morning1 w ent up ataira to put a tub under the garret skylightto catch the rain; aa I passed the last flight, 1 struck myhead agalnat the feet of the deceased; I thought it was a
blanket hanging down, but on mounting up and lookingaround, I aaw it was a man waa hanging; his comforter
waa fastened around his neck, and tied to the bannister;1 then informed the Coroner.

Philip Decker corroborated the testimony of Ziller.
Doctor David Dhl made an external examination

of the body of the deceased; I find that he had the small-
poa; I also caw him hanging with a comforter made in

a slip knot; from the indentation upon his neck, and the
position of hia body, I am of opinion that he eame to his
death by hanging.

After a charge from Coroner Gamble, the jury rendered
the following verdict .".Suicide by hanging." The fol¬
lowing ia a copy of the ticket sent from the Emigration
office .

The word "smallpox" was written across he face

of the order, and we doubt the propriety of issuing such
documents to persons afflicted with a loathsome and in¬
fectious disease, whereby tbey are sent into a crowded
boardinghouse in the heart or the city. Thia case re¬
quires the attention of the city authorities, as the publicwill want to know why the man was not sent at once to
the hospital at Ward's Island. Our citizens supply moneyfor the effectual relief of strangers, and the preservation
of the health of the city, liberally, and without grudge,but, If their business is managed in this way, the sooner
the syatem of administration is altered the better.
Decker's house contained from sixty to seventy-five hu¬
man beings when Hoffman entered it. If a number of
them should get diseased, what frightful consequences
may not enaue.
Tiik Wkathxr..The threatening sky of early Saturdaynight became gloomy and completely dark, as midnightapproached. In a short time afterwards, the heavyclouds discharged themselves in rain, which increased

towards daybreak, and fell in torrents in the morning.Yesterday was wet all through. The weather was more
warm, as the wind was perfectly still. The thermometer
at the Herald building ranged: At nine o'clock, A. M., 40
deg. ; at noon, 42 deg.; at three P. M., 41 deg.; at live
P. M., 40 deg. ; and at ten o'clock, night, 39 deg. No¬
thing could be more miserable than the appearance of
the eitv during the day. The streets were deluged with
rain, dissolving snow heaps and liquified mud, which
seemed to flow even upon the sidewalks.as if they had
formed a " tripartite treaty" against the pleasures ami
enjoyments of the people. Oft pledged appointments
were, of necessity, broken, and rural excursions aban¬
doned, whilst fair expectants and good natured hosts
watched for their friends and city guests with their noses
flattened against the wintry panes of their windows.

less, the rain continued, and at seven o'clock in the even¬
ing, we had a heavy mist, which rendered the atmospherechoking. From this hour up to ten o'clock, the rain was
lighter, but after ten it came down with renewed
violence, which promised to leave very slight traces of
snow this morning.
