Howlett s brothor nocompanied him to lw»ll_ when
the prisoner, familintly adiressing him, &M, “‘Come
Johinuy, 1 wieh to ray one word to yoo,'” and they both
entered the ecll togethior. Shortly afterwards, the bro-
ther eame ont weeping, and was engaged for o considers-
ble period in .'lmfunn eonversation with the Bev. Mr
Enenr. A few moments before 11 A M., one of (he She.
rllﬂ'n deputies enterod the cells of both prisoners, nnd ud
justed T]’at‘ noose, plutoned them, and placed a blnck cap
on thelr hends.

Johnson baving requested to bida Inst adien to his
partnees In erime, was condueted by the keepor to the
eells of Haul and Howlett. He first entereod Sanl's cell,
and ps he appronched him Saul esclaimed, “Oh, my @od!
see what 1've eome {o!” pointing with his finger 1o the
ropenround hiv neck,

Johinson shed tears, and took him by the hand and
Baved Dim, exclabming, “God bless you Saul, we must
now part,”

“Yes ' replied Saul, “'we murt part, but do now
Jolmson, behave yourell good in the State prison, and
live in the fonr of God, and yon will get out by and by, "'

Johugon then visited Howlett in the presense of the
Reman Cotholie priests. Howlett appearsd so affected
{hat he eould penrcely spenk, and Johnson having kissed
him and sbinken bands, returned to his cell, accompanied
by the keeper.

Then formed at o few minutes before twelve, in the fol-
lowing order :~S8horilf Orser, dressed in black, with a
chapeau and sword, and his first deputy, Mr. Willett,
simulariy attired.

Arriving under the beam, Howlett smiled and looked
up; et Snul's eyea wore infently fixed upon the crowd
before ddm, ne it e were sndeavouring to resognize solne
friende. The noowe on cuch of their neeks waa then st-
fached to the rope suspended from the beam, by the
Deputy Blerid.

Sare them snid=‘Don't be in such a hurry, now, to
Jjerk a fellow vight op, for T wish s shake hands sad bid
rome of my frioss good bye.”

The Smavr ordered sifence, and usked Saul who he
wished to vee.

These two presented thems¥ves, and Sanl shook them
warmly by the land, and whispered something in the car
of Bweeney | snd 10 nnother person near him, said, ** Is
there any reprieve from Albuny® Is there any news?"

Toru Hyer. Willlam Poole, snd several others, then
shoak boods withhim, On shakéeg hands with Dr.

Pruring this thue, Howlett was engaged in religious con-
sevsption with the pitendant priests, vocasionally shaking
Binds with hia frionds.  The prisoners then shook hands,
r{m-:_ il each other I'vmnu-lgJ without exhibiting much

roLng.

Savt then desired to soe Mr, Woods, the keaper, who
had principally tulien charge of him during his econfine-
ment; and thal person haviog presented himself, Saul
embrieed L, and thanked him tor his kindpess and at- &
tention,  The Keeper then turned to Howlett and bade
L farewell. in o lilte manaer,

The Bev. Meo Evass then rewd the burlal cervice to-
Saul and the priests performed o like olice, by re
the Lituny of (he Dead to Howlett, and after this cere-
wony bad coneluded. Saul spoke ns follows:—

Oh, Lord Jesus, hnve mercy upon us, Oh, Lord, east us
not fnto Lell, for Tkuow we deserve to be cast into hell,
I hwve a free heart, thank Jesus Christ, but onr Lord
Jesus died on the erosa for me.  Lord of Heaven, hear my
prayer. I forgive every ome, and may God have mercy
upen and protect my poor mother and my poor sisters.
T'o not let any man cust reproach upon them. Oh, Lord
Jesus Christ, look down upen them and upen Howlelit and
wyrell.  We are very sinful  Wo have strayed from the
pethoof God. We luvo left vndone those things which
we ought to have done, and done thoss things which we
ought not to have done. Ok, God, look down, O, Jesus,
look down upon our poor friends and those that follow
after me. T leave ail with a good hieart, thank God. and I
might be worse ofl than ot this time. I have lhad time
for repentance, and I thask you for giving it me. Oh,
God, these worls come from the bottom of my heart,
You koow, oh Jesus, that T never intended to tuke life.
if wan does not know it Christ does, that I never im-
tended to kill any man.  Proteet ell men, gulde them safe,
nnd give them time for prepacation. I feel T am happy.
P never fired u plstol at the man with intent to take his
lite, O, Jesus, "tis hard—I die hard, Oh, Jesus, have
werey upon we, I forglve all men from the bottom
af mwy beart,  Give ud o deink of water.”  (Ilis request
wis Immediately attended to by the Deputy Sheriff, and
Faul Laviog drauk heartily from the piteher presented
I, went on 1o say)—"Ton't be in such a hurry; T want
to ahinke hands with gome more of my friends.”
