Those who desire the occupancy of these piers will

be auxiouH to asceituin whether tbey Ml obtain
leases forthem, as early as practicable, in order to
make their arrangements ibr the business of the en¬
suing season.
The ordinance parsed in l>-44, respecting the sink¬

ing fund and the management of it, provides two
mode.- ti r renting the piers heloging to said fund.
Thet-e provisions are set forth in the two following
sections of that oidiimm e, viz :

city, and up<n the pindict on of a certificate signed by
a majority ot said I :>n mi- ioner-. of whom the Comp¬
troller s In* li lie one, it Lall be the duty of the said Maj or
and Cl« rk of the Common Conncil to execute such lea-.es
under their hands and :eal of the city, said lea>e to be
submitted to the Common Council for their sonction be¬
fore being executed bi:t no lea.-e so ma le by the Co n-
misfioners of the t-inking Fund shall bo for a longer term
than live year#.

In the present condition < f the affair-! of the city, I
consider it an imperative duty to recommend to "the
Commibsioners ol the Sinking Fund, under the tenth
section of the oidinance above given, to fix the
amocnt of annual rent to be paid on the several

{iers where tbe leases expire on the first of Al ly,W>3, by public auction, after full notice, and for "a
term ot five year*. My reason* are;

Fir&t. 1 but ti.is is the ijest mcti.od < f producing a
faitccmpetition among thofe who desire the use of
the piers for the a< i ommodutlon of their b-isiness,
and of securini; to the city treasury a just equivalentfor the use of its property.Second. That by giving leases for a term of years,
we sect ie to those who desire aciomni Klations for
ocean vessels or for canal boats, the advantages of
having a fixed place of business for the period of the
lease.

Third. As the trustees for the Corporation and the
creditors ot the city, we have the custody of propertyestimated at from tLteen to twenty milluns of dollars,
which is pledged for the payment of an annual interest
of some ftf.00.00t), and ;» ("rinopal debt of fourteen
and a l.all' millions ot" dollars; aud for the ultim.ite
payment of which, n< t only this property and its re¬
venues are pledged, but if it is not sufficient, the
faith or the State is pledged to authorize the levy of
taxes for the payment of the inter*.- -t on the deht.
Invested with such important trusts, involving grout
pecuniary interests of the public credit -rs, as well as
the city, in leasing and selling some of the most de¬
sirable properly within the bounds ofthe corporation,it is desirable that the official agents of -ucli a tru.it
should, in managing and disposing of this property,
protect thetwelves against the p<*>sibility of suspi¬cion that they were influenced by a desire M grant
favors to political or personal frier.da, or actuated by
any influence, save ths. t which springs t'rrrnj an honest
desire to discharge the trust with t c tricte.-t tidel-
ity to the public creditors, on the cue hand, and our
confiding cons-titieiits on the other.
Above all things, we should fortify our official acts

with such a degree <f openness anil iair dealing as
to keep ounelves at an immeasurable di-tauce l'rom
even a suspicion that we could be tempted bv any
earthly moderation, through " middle men" or
brokers, to tecure to o nselves on intere-t in this
property, or to put u d' !kr into our own poekot-i.
which faithfulness to 01 r tracts would have sec arcd
to the city treasury. Next in importance to an
bone.-t and faithful discharge of a pecuniary tr ist. is
the convi* tiun on the public mind, of the fact, pro¬
duced by open and fair dealing in every transaction
which t on* eras the trust, or tbo'-e intereted In it.
We ahonld not only b<> hone t in ull o r acts, but we
should, as far as practicable, prove to the people th it
wc arc so ; in di>i«.. ;ntr ot their property, we should
adopt the cours-e sanctioned by the practice of intel¬
ligent and judi< ious business men. in pursuing such
a course, we may hope to be sustained by a moral
force, which ise^enti; 1 to the beneficial and succes*-
ful iilminiftrntion of the ci'v government. The
j.ri< elcM» T..li.e of a gocd j riv^te clmra ter needs no
lll^trntion. The inlr ence and value of character in

a public agent, entrusted with the credit and propertyof the city, ai.d per.-onnlly pledged to faithfulness by
oaths and bonds, cannot l>e computed by dollars and
cents. It is essential to all the great interests con-
tided to sui h an agent, that his character should "not
inly be pure, but unsuspected."

'lhe corporation owns eighty-seven p ent, wharves,
ami kx.lkktads, estin.ated in tneComptr >ller's report
of 1862 to le worth $3,2o8,b00. On the 2-th day of
November last the Commi-ioner-i of the .Sinking
Fund passed a resolution to sell ten wli >le piers, withxalt ot bulkhead in the ca-e of six of them, and the
mlf of fourteen piers, with half of b ilihead in nine
rases. Some of theie weie am ng the m>st valua¬
ble and desirable <1 the pier a..d wharf property;,elonping to the city. The valuation placed uponihe property by the Commissioners of the .Sinking
Fund, under Msctii n 1, title .'>, of the ordinance of
1^44, was 1566.000. The sale was to have taken
place on ard after the 21st of December last, but
was stoj ped by an ii j n< tion issued by Judge Em¬
met. 'lhe late Counsel to the Corponitiou, and a

majority of the Commissioners of the Slaking Fund,
altno' ^'h they ftopped the hale, did not concur in tlie
opinion of the Judge, and proceedings were taken
to carry up the'ea. e. Although . ur agency in re¬
gard to this trust fund may be regarded* in one
wnw as » nifre financial question, confined to the
management of the fund, and in getting the greatest

, amount of revenue for the holders oi toe city debt,
and for the relief of the tax-payers yet i.i the dispo¬sition of that peculiar poitiou oi tlie property which
consists of wharves, p:ers and bulkheads, we should
not lose sight of the importance of controlling this
properly, and the laud under water onnected with
it, tor ine purpose of accommodating the commerce,
interior and exterior, of this great and growing
city. The estimates in regaid to the future gr.>wth
ot the city, lead to the belief th.it it is destined to
have concentrated in the buy which connects it with
the ocean, and the rivers wnich surround it. a more
extensive internal and external commerce than any
city of ancient or modem times. Making every al¬
lowance wbi< h the most cautions would recommend,
there aie m mi>tf.k:iHe indications that the demands
ol trade will give a v;.tue to the city property fronting
on the water, altogether beyond any price which
could be obtained for it now. If, therefore, t ie rent¬
ing of this propeity can tie kept out of the hands of
jobbers, and its fmr value t»e paid into the city trea¬
sury directly, by those who wi-h to use the piers in
currying on their bush o», it would not be advisable,
in my judgment, to litigate the i|ue«tion whether
the ( ommisMoncrs o' ti e Sinking Fund have powerto wll or not. The money is not at pre eut wanted
for any of the punKses oi the tnut The Interest on
Uie outstanding stock is abundautly provided tor bythe wafer rent-, and ths revenues on the pledged
property. Ibere is >it this time <tandin". to the
ciedit of tlie commissioner" $.',1, 1 ,T0'i ;»0, Tor the pay¬ment of intere>t aud principal; and there is In the
bonds of the Comptn l'.er over thiie millions of
otock, readily convert II le into cash for the payment
of piinripel; enough to cancel the large amount of
three n. ill ions of dellnrs falling due in lH."»s. The
ordinance of 1*44, which organizes the sinking fund.

Tbe whole nistory of the pledged fond, from 1813

to the present time, an given in a subsequent pert of
i this itport, proven that care was taken to guard

j against the wale of the productive property of the
i city. unless it watt indispensable for tne ultimate pay-

mtut of the debt. The act of lHl'2 pledged all the reve-
nucaof the city until the final redeinptiou o the

, stock. The ordinance of Augntit 9, 1813, establishing
' a sinking fund, only pledged certain revenues, aud

! tweii ty -five per cent of the net proceeds of all sales of
i real estate belonging to tbe Corporati on. B it no
I power was specially given in either case to sell

1 proceity by the coiurai^ioners of tbe fund. This was
vancd in H e ordinance of 1 ->44, us before given.

It is a vital principle of a sinking fuud, so far as
the pi>l>lio creditor is concert ed, to keep the princi¬
pal of the pledged fund unbroken aud prod .ctive;
ami heme provision was mode for separating the
fund lor the payment of principal, from that which
was pledged for the payment oi interest; and if the
latter is insufficient to meet the accruing interest,
resoit mutt he hud, not to a sale of the piers, or of
the thrre millions of stocks in our hands, pled ;ed for
tbe principal, hit it must, be made up by tax ition.

'lhe sale of the vacant and unproductive lots is a

very different mutter. It is consistent with the ordi¬
nance. ard I eneticial to tbe public creditor, to sell
the vacant lots and convert them into securities
paying a fair intf rest.

in the proceedings before Judge Emmet, in the
ca»e before le.enul to, re (f the points taken is,
thut the t rdii am e of 22d February, l1- 14, organizing
the sinking fund, and designating the property
pledged, and the commissioners to manage it. was
abrogated by the amendment to the citychirter in

1 1- 4 ; in the powers given to the finance department;
and this position is sustained by Judge Emmet.
This is u matter of too much importance, in my

judgment, to be yielded, until the que-tion is settled
by the Court or Appeals. In the meantime, it is
proper to review the lii-tory of the debt from its

I commencement, to satisfy ourselves that it is incum¬
bent on us to discharge our obligations und -r the
ordinance of It4 1 until released from them by the
court of last resort.

In the yetir 1812, the Mayor, Aldermen, and com¬

monalty of the city of New York presented a
memorial to the Legislature, in which it was stated
that they hod incurred large expenses in erecting
public buildings, and must incur other large ex-

j ernes in carrying into cffect the plans of the com¬
missioners lor opening streets and avenues ; th it
they had raised money on their corporate bonds, aad
had issued other hoods as security for balan e.s
against them, and that the neee.->ary sum for open¬
ing the avenues they "despair of being able to rai je,
without legislative interference in their behalf." On
this nit niorial the Legislature passed an act (chap.
99 of 1812) authorizing the Corporation to create a
public stock of SHOO 000. called "The New York
City Stock," and authorized the Comptroller to is¬
sue certificates of stock, and keep the transfers
theieof, i.nder the direction of the Common Coun¬
cil. This act pledged the faith of the Mayor, Alder¬
men, and Commonalty, and the Legislature also"!

" pledged and appropriated-' the revenues of the
city, until the final redemption of the stock, in the
following form viz :

19. And fce it further enacted, That the faith of
the said Mayor. Aldermen. and Common ilty of the city
of New York, f hall be pledged for the fln.il redemption
and i ayracnt of the etcck which shall or may be created
pursuant to the provision- of this ac', and "that all and
singular the revenues of said Mayor, Aldermen, aud Com¬
monalty. Fhall be and they are" hereby pledged aud ap¬
propriated for the payment of the interest which shall

that incase the said revenues he not sufficient to >atisfy

This provision, recegnizing the power of the Legis-

latuie '. to pledge and appropriate " the revenues of
the city for the payment of interest on its debt, was
not oi ly acted on und acquiesced in at thut time, in
relation to the debt of $:.00 0(0, but the same act has
been iffen ed to and made a part of all the laws for
borrow ing money for the construction or the Croton
Aqueduct, and for all other purposes, for a period of
forty vtars.

In Ih20 the Corporation had occa-ion for a loan of
$400,000. und an act was parsed authorizing it under
the law of 1*12. in authorizing this additional ban,
care was taken to insert a section, that " this act
should not deprive the holders of the stock issued
under the former act of any lieu which they ure
entitled to by said act, upon tne revenues of the said
mayor, aldermen, an4 commonalty."

Ill lt-26 another law was pas-^ed (chap 93) for
borrowing $700,000, to reimburse tbe money bor-
rowed under the act of June 8,1812, and to he ap-

! plitc! "to no other purpose whatever." This act re-
