Laving the custody of it. The salaried oSicurs in the
Stole government, who have acted an truateea of the
Canal Fund for the last thirty nil yean, have never to
my knowledge received any extra compensation for this
aervice, which haa covered the management and payingout of a hundred millions of dollars, and borrowing more
than thirty millions. But If in either case, money was
taken from the Trust fund to compensate the managersof the tiuat for extra services, it could only be done by a
law of the State, or an ordinance of the Common Council.
The precedent of using the fund to compensate the trus¬
tees, on a resolution adopted by the recipients of the
money, is of dangerous tendency, and ought to bo set
right by those who have received the money. In addition
to tliewe suggestions, which to my mind are conclusive, I
think the Commissioners of the sinking Fund must have
forgotten the 401st section of the ordinance having rela
tlon to the accountability of officers, page 198 of tne or¬
dinances of 1849. This section is aa follows:.

"Sec. 491. No officer of the Corporation, who shall re¬
ceive a fixed ealanr or rate of compensation for his services,ahall bo entitled to extra compensation for any service
which he may render to the Corporation, or which maybe required of him by an ordinauce or resolution of the
Common Council, the Board nf Supervisors, or the Board
of Health, unless provision be expressly made for such
extra compensation, by the ordinance or resolution re¬
quiring the service."

I trust that those commissioner* who are Included in
this ordinance, will ceo the propriety of returning to the
sinking fund the money which has thus been taken from
it- Respectfully, your obedient servant,To J. R. Taylor, Eiq.

Tho stock market opened this morning dull and

depressed. At the first board the most active stock
on the list was Nicaragua Transit, at a slight im¬
provement in prices. It lias been rumored lately, that

a movement was about being made which would add
largely to the market value of the stock, and exten¬
sive purchases have undoubtedly been made in anti¬
cipation of a rise. It is yet in the prospective.
