o large delegation of his fellow citizens, had he not
exprereed his wishes to the contrury. In view of his
recent domestic afflietion, it is to be hoped that he
may be allowed to proceed to the seat of government
quictly, and free from personal importunity, Office-
seckers should bear in mind that they will gain little
by presenting their applications to him at this time.
This ia a great conntry, and contains ‘“a great many
beebles,’” as the Dutchman said.
