The wisest and the most settled maxim of the poli-
cy of the United States, derived from the founders ol
the Union, has hitherto been to abstain from interfe-
rence in foreign affairs, for the geographical position
of the American ‘mgeo&l;,ltho secmr character of
their political it , and their vast internal
resources and prospects, all ¢ re to relieve them
from the cares and burdens which have arisen for
centuries from the mutual relations of the clder
States of Europe. As this maxim of the policg of
the United States is still professed by the great body
of that people, it may justly excite some surpr
that questions exclusively connected with foreign
affairs are the topics most frequently and most
warmly debated in the Legislature of the Union—
that even abstract principles and hypothetical casca
of forel%n gw cy are raized in the Senate of the
United States, as if the position of the American

vernment in the world could be affected by resolu-

of this nature, and that expressions are applied
on these oceasions to foreign countries which must, if
construed 10 the letter, have an untoward effect on
the relations of the Union with other powers. But
in rﬂg‘ty thase eflblblﬁans are chief ill;lte]ndl.'dml':r

The nature of the assets were
generally favorable, %one item of £43,490,
coneisting of money ely available, which
would of itself be nearly snfficient to a dividend
of 58 in the pound, although it could not be distri-
buted until some forther liad heen made in
the withdrawal of liabilities. The other items of
£37,882, %l:ddehts, roduce, &c., and £24,325 assets
