and European telegraph, we learn the settlement of
the Turkish question. The news is dated Vienna,
Feb. 26, evening.
According to a telegraphic message forwarded

from Trieste, at*4 o'clock this day, Comte V. Leinin-
gen has just landed there, on his return from Con¬
stantinople, the Forte having complied with all the
demands of Austria.
Although this account contradicts all alarming re¬

ports accredited on the Bourse of Vienna to-day, it
meets with general credence. *
The message in question was addressed by Comte

V. Leiningen himself to the cabinet of the Emperor.
This account is since, confirmed by two other mes¬
sages.
The troops in march for Croatia had received

counter orders.
The last bulletin represents the recovery of the

Emperor of Austria as going on in the most satisfac¬
tory manner.
No couriers have arrived from Italy, in consequenceof the snow.
There is no news of importance in Paris. The

funds have risen, upon the intelligence that the affair
of Turkey is settled. The 3 per cents closed at 80f.
20; the per cents, at l05f. 'JO; and the bank
shares, at 2,800f.

Iwenty-five thousand soldiere are to be encampedround London daring the summer months.
We Britishers must look out for squalls, since the

good and loyal inhabitants of the old town of Ex-
mouth are in a fearful state of excitement, in oonse-
qncnce of two French steamers having, with remark¬
able mystery, recently taken the soundings of that
port and the surrounding coast. Louis will come, I
make no doubt of it, but not a la Julius Caesar. Oh,
no ; rather in the style of Mr. Smith the flunkey, i. e.
Louis Philippe.

It is reported that the Austrian government has
resolved to demand the extradition, or, at least, the
expulsion of Kossuth, Mazzini, and the other refugees
now fomenting revolution abroad under the shelter
of British hospitality ; and that, on the anticipatedfailure of this aemand, the governments of Itu&ia,Prussia, and of Trance, are prepared to address a
joint note to the same effect. In the event of a con¬
tinued refusal, we are threatened with the withdrawal
of their ambassadors, and probable warlike results
of our presumed destitute position. England is and
ever will be the asylum of nations; and not all
the bullying of all these despotic governments
would induce us to betray those who nave soughtshelter in our little sea-girt isle. We can afford to
risk the last drop of our blood in such a cause; and I
feel persuaded that Yankee Doodle would rile up, and

o hand-in-hand with us against such an array of
cadstrong, reckless, cruel, and cold-blooded des¬

pots. The Old 'Un and the Young !Un, with "Yan¬
kee Doodle" and "God Save the Queen" to pipe them
on, would mow down more impediments than twentytimes their stay.
"(Jiunes omnium charttatea patria una comploctitier,"Europe, aye, the world, has always resected the
asylum of these isles, and all grades of society, fromall countries, have profited by it in their time. King*,rime ministers, and red republicans, of the seediest
cscription, have all peopled the colony of Leicester

square; and surely some gratitude is due from these
men, (many now in power,) for shelter so comforta¬
ble at the time, and so useful in its results. "I*i
ptrjide Albion''' is and ever shall be the safe port in

a political inundation on the continent. Bristle up,Brother Jonathan ! bristle up! Ere long you'll have
a similar letter from this pudding-headed Austrian

potentate this King of Assassins whose murderous
muskets shot down the patriot Robert Blum, and
whoee fell mandates caused poor defenceless women
to be flayed alive, and many noble heads to fall.

Is it for a moment to be wondered at that the pro¬jected assassination of sovereigns has of late yearsbeen a matter of frequent occurrence, whilst, (if my
memory serves me right,) no such an attempt lias
ever been made on the life of an American Presi¬
dent? The reanon is obrioua. Emiirrnix, kin en, and
queens are no longer a la mode. Like powder, Hes¬
sian boots; and knee unwliisperables, royalty shou'd
long since have been replaced. We would have tree
and enlightened governments, far less expensive, andbetter calculated to insure the prosperity of nations,than the presumed exercise of "divine grace," whichthrusts the most callous hearted, blood thirsty mis¬
creants upon European thrones, and givo3 them
power to crush the best impulses of man beneath the
savage j oke of their abominable despotisms.If Austria. Russia, Prussia and France, wish to
disarm the refugee, let them restore conlidence at
home, for a really good government can afford
not to mind them, but such a' government, mc-
thinks, exists not on this side the herring pond.The Opinione, of Turin, of the 24tli Hit., publishes aletter from (ienoa, of the 2ihl, which states that the
steamer had brought news from Leghorn that some
sailors, belonging to an English corvette there, being
on nhore, had cried out " Vive ltalie!"1 and had been
instantly arrested by the Austrians. Some stated
that, nt the earnest protestations of the English
captain, the Austrian.*? nad set the tailors at liberty;but others, who thought themselves better informed,
declare that the Austrians hava refused to release
them, and that, in consequence, the corvette had
sailed to bring the English squadron to support the
honor of its Hug.

Vessels, surcharged with auriferous dust, continue
to arrive almost daily from Australia. The accounts
they bring from the gold fields show a continuance
of the astonishing yield from the mines latelyopened, and mention the discovery of fre-sh deposits
on the Koorang river, which bid fair to eclipse all prc-

v ious discoveries, the metal being ofexceeding purity,and found more commonly in the form of small
nuggets than in the scattered state, which renders
the laborious operation of washing indispensable in
other places. From the Euchnnga diggings, near
Adelaide, the intelligence is equally favorable.
"Pounds weight of gold," writes the government
commissioner, "are spoken of now as commonly as
ounces were formerly." Still, great numbers of
persons are disappointed, and the general rate of
v.iiges chows a downward tendency in the price of
labor; and provisions have fallen considerably in the
markets, owing to the supplies pouring in from all
quarters.
As usual, I will wind up with a few things theatri¬

cal. Messrs. Davenport, Wallack and E. Stirling,and Miss Fanny Vining, continue to prove the at¬
tractive stars ol the Theatre Royal Drury Lane. Mr.

We all wish hiin a bumper.At the St. James' Theatre, the French plays, di"
rccted by Mr. Mitchell, are in high favor and pros"perity. Macbeth is stereotyped in the bills or the
l'riucess Theatre for many months to come. Seats
are really and truly at a premium. The Queen has
betn four times to see it. Mr. and Mrs. Kean are
nightly summoned before an overflowing audience,and received with deafening applause. The old
Latin proverb."He labors vainly who endeavors to
please every person," has lieen, by Mr. Konn, put to

a nonplus, lor one and all leave this elegant house of
entertainment overflowing with satisfaction at the
expenditure of their time and entrance fee.

¦Whilst I was cloiing my letter on Thursday last, the

annlverrary of the Revolutkm'or February 24, 1848, the
police were invading the houses of several of the republi¬
can leader*, and arresting them under the pretext that
they bad plotted to make a demonstration in honor ofthe
defunct Dame Republic, and that they intended to form
into a procession, and parade on the Boulevards, to the
bronie Column of July. Fortunately.for these would be
dangerous men.they bad plotted nothing of the kind;
there was not the least proof or testimony against them,
and they were set free on Friday morning, after having
spent twenty-four hours in prison.
On Friday laat, another sort of.apprehenalon was felt In

the ward of the Bourse, which is the rendezvous of all
speculators. It bad been rumored in the morning that
the Emperor of Austria was dead, that the French army
had orders to invade the canton of Ticino, and that the
Montenegro people had been crushed to pieces by the
Turkish troops. As soon as the Bourse opened the funds
went down ; aud though it was known before the end of
the meeting that the above reported rumors had
no foundation, the stocks remained at a sensible
depression. On Tuesday last the same thing took
place, under the pretext that the Austrian ambassador
at Constantinople, Count Leinlngen, had returned to
Trieste without satisfaction for the claims he had made
in favor of the Christian population of Bosnia, for tlio
cession of two ports in Dalinatla, for the admission of
Hungarians in the ranks of the Turkish army, and also
for certain commercial difficulties. All theso rumars
wero proved falee, and the funds returned] to the point
which they hsd been in possession of during the laat
month, with a few exceptions.
At the Tuilcries politics are dull; aad the Emperor oc¬

cupies his evenings either in going with the Empress to
different theatres or in giving official receptions to the
different members of the government and their wives, who
are prevented to him and to her by the Master of
Ceremonies. The Council of State, Court of Cassation,
and Tribunal of I'Mrut Prosecution. (premiere tiruana,)
were visited by tbo imperial; couple on the 20th Feb¬
ruary. There was also a concert at the Tuilcries on Sun¬
day last, and to night there will be a soiree inline, to
which will be invited only those who are considered to
be on private terms of intimacy with the imperial family.

Severn 1 other meetings of the Council of Stato have
taken place at the Tuilerles, at which Prince Napoleon
Bonaparte, and all tho ministers of the empire, were pres¬
ent. 'i lie debates at these sittings have only had refer¬
ence to tho regulation of the budget.

While
this was going on, the wind blew liko on a lee shore,
during a severe gale, and the chimnoys were upset in sev¬
eral places in Paris, to the great damage of the household¬
ers, and also to the damage of some ''heads," which
were wounded by the falliog of bricks and stones.
On Friday, Saturday, and Sunday last, wo had a mild

enow storm, but the snow melted as quickly as it touched
tho ground. Yesterday we had the same weather ragiDg
over Paris during the morning ; after which the sun
fchono out, and we enjoyed a superb afternoon.
From tlie provinces we have received intelligence that

tho snow has covered the ground in several places about
a foot and half deep.

Cument to make men believo that there is a difference
etween us. Mazziui explained the particulars of what I

had judged sufficient to explain in generality.But I Know those who would be glad to create a dissen¬
sion between us will insist upon my not having retracted
tho proclamation written at Kutahia iu 1851, and in con¬
sequence having consented to its being used whensoever. .This would kbe strange reasoning indeed. When I was a
prisoner at Kutahia, I was not free to judge and to aet
for myself, and therefore it wss natural to entrust the do¬
cument to those who were free to judge the exigencies of
any arising opportunity, and to act accordingly. But
this authority has, according to every interpretation of
social duties, and of mutual conditions between allies,ceased, in fact, to exist the very moment when I became
free to judge and to act for myself. From that time no
one remained authorized to use my namo without my con¬
sent, and, above all, there was no one authorised to sayin my namo that the "moment is at hand,'' when I hod
always said the contrary.Even on the 2d of February I wrote to them that the
moment is " not yet at hand," and prodsingly entreated »

them " to wait.to wait."
It is true they may have had mighty reasons for not

waiting. They must have bad such reasons, indeed;
they are not men to tritle with the c.iu e of their nation
but certainly all their reasons ca *i«! '.^ve entitled the
Directing Internal Ccmiuitfc* o 4-.nl/ tv> put upon my
lips the words, '.

Mazziui writes that the original of that proclamation,signed by me, is in hands.
Now, ihe proclamation he lias in his hands ia written

in the Hungarian language. He gava a genuine copy of it,
at the time it was written, (that is in 1851.) to the Bi-
reeling Italiun Committee, and aa he himself, unfortu¬
nately, was prcventcdjroni Veing present at Milan at thO'
outbreak, it was not he who had the document printed.Those who liad it done, subsequontlv reported to him,that Ihoy had printed tho proclamation, which be bad
sent 1 lie xn in 1851, and as lie doe* not speak the Hunga-lian language, therefore ho believes candidly that the

1 reclamation circulated at Milan is a correct copy of that
which he has from me in his hands, and thinks that onlytho date was altered, nnd only two such paragraphs omit¬ted as indicated the more remote date. He cannot thinkotherwise, not understanding the Hungarian languagein which this circulated proclamation, a. also that whicllho has in hi' hand-, is writ eu. Hut tin re ia preeisely theniistako.that is the point in which he, as wf II as I my¬self ha\ e teen abused t>y those who have originated thecirculation.

"The moment ia at hand, rise, and light."Majzini is perfectly right in saying that it belongs to
the Italians alone to decide upon their own affairs and
to choose such a moment for their action as they pleaae.'Ibey have thaVright, but if they ure it and happen to
have 111 choren their time. It H equally right and just not
to lay a portion of its moral responsibility upon the shoul¬
ders of those men who ''w«ie no I concerned in the scheme."
That is not ft matter of private susceptibility. I am, I
think, not a man to yield to such petty feeliug*. But It
la a matterof great puhlic importance, l'ho futureof the
cause ef freedom nav depend upon It. Tho time may be
very nigh when it will bo of Immense valuo that floldiere
of whatever nation, quartered in Italy, ahould help the
Italian patrlota. If they deslrs this, they ahould not for

a moment have left these soldiers, Ami perhaps a whole
country besides, under the impression that a man of their
own nation.whoae advlee and appeal may have somo
credit with them.had thus Inconsiderately tried to playwith their blood when he bad not di ne ro. That would
ruin every prospect for the future; they naturally would

If the patriots at Milan had published that whieb I
have written two years a<ro (though it would not have
bern in order to ao ro without my consent). if they ha&
published it as an evidence that I am for fraternity be¬
tween Italy and Hungary.and, taking there their ground,hail niado an apMol in their own name, and on their own
moral responsibility, to the Hungarians to join them, I
would never have objected to it. Hut to Impute thia IB-
timed appeal to me, to give to me the appearance of
aying jdayed lightly with the blood of my brethren, |^|
