Alter his
ortinition he wenmt 1o Leghorn, and was there ap-
pointed teacher in Lellos letives, Here lie encoun-
tered the envy of rival professors, and for his liberal sen-
timents incorred the susplelon of the autharitios, and wis
forced {oquit the place. He now abandoned literature
and devoted bimeell te preaching, being 26 years old. He
went to Piedmont, where for ten years he preached
1o yast multitudes who everywhere thronged to hear
him, makieg worm f{riends and most bitter encmies.

MILITARY INSUBORDINATION AT FORT HAMILTON—
ATTEMFT TO MURDER MAJOR PEMDHRTON, W. 8.
ARMY,

Wears sorry to have to record that the military sta-
tion ai Fort Hamllton wus upon Tnesdsy afterncen the
scene of A erime which is most rare among our treope;
we mean an attempt by a soldler to take the life of his
commanding oficer. It appears, that a short time sioes
Ms or Pemberton hed oceasion to charge & vorporal,
named White, with some violation of military discipline
and pegleet of duty. The man was placed under srrest,
and confined to hid quarters, pending an investigation.
After some consideration, and reflecting upon the pask
career of White, the Major concluded to withdraw hia
chinrges, and hie wan ordered to roturn to his dnﬁ; This
Corporal White did; but it seems he nurtured in his heart
feelings of revenge toward his commander instead of
those of gratitude. On Tpesdny evening he inguired
for Major Pemberton, at his ~residence, but
thut that gen was from homo. White made
further inquiry, and fonnd him in the quarters
of & brother cfficer, to which he advanced, nnd pe-
quested to eny a few words to the Major, latter ap-
prinehied him in an unauspecting manuer, when the Cor-
porul drew a pistol from the pocket of his pantaloons, and
was in the net of raixing it 1o a level to present, whem
{be Mnjor suddenly sprang uwpon him, turned his arm
axide, and attempted to wrench the weapon bis
band. A very revero struggle sasued, in which bosh
cawe to the ground; and it is asscrted that even thenm
While attempted to o his murderous intention inte
eficct. A number of military men arrived guickly, and
succerded in disnrming and arresting him. én is in close
custody, awaiting a trial by court'martial.
