cisco, on the 12th ultimo, by i unning ashore in a fog. Her
passengers, six hundred in number, were all landed
aafely, and the mails were also saved.
The Daniel Webster brings the passenger* and specie

brought down by the steamer Pacific, which left San
Francisco on the 15th of March.
There was much anxiety felt for the safety of the

Vanderbilt steamship Independence, from which nothing
had been heard, IfeMgh she was thirty days beyond her
time. She had a number of passengers on board.
She was to hare connected with the steamship Northern
Light, from New York, January 20th, and was last seen
on the 15th of February off Cape St. Lucas. Hopes were
entertained that she had put into some intermediate
port. The steamer Sea Bird had gone in search of her.
The town of Weaverville, in Trinity eoonty, had been

destroyed by fire. The loss was estimated at $100,000.
The accounts from the mines were favorable.
Gold mines of great value, had been discovered in

Oregon.
The bandit Joaquin still continued his depredations.

He was hotly pursued on several occasions, but always
escaped.
There was much rivalry among the clipper ships in

WAHirooroir, April 7.10 P. M.
Aa I stated yesterday bad been determined upon, Mr.

Soule's nomination as Minister to Spain was sent in to¬
day, and unanimously confirmed. The mission is
one of great difficulty, calling for the full exercise of bis
rare talents. But* if he is aa successful as a diplomatist
as he has proved himself as a Senator, the country will
hare cause to rejoice in the appointment.

A large number of petty nominations were also tent in,
embracing Registers, Receivers, (us.

I understand that no further foreign nominations will
be pent to the Senate this session. Nothing with regard
te the individuals to be appointed has yet been deter¬
mined upon.the subject, as I learn, not having en¬
gaged the attention of the cabinet.
The Senate will unquestionably adjourn on Monday.
The mail transit route from New York to San Francisco,

via Vera Crux, about which so much has been said, is, in
point of fact, not in operation under the contract, nor can
it be till ths sanction of Congress is reoeived. The con¬
tract with Messrs. Ramsey & Cormick, giving four hun¬
dred and twenty-four thousand dollars a year for semi¬
monthly service from Vera Crux, by Aoapuloo, San Diego' and Monterey, to San Fianclaoo and back, contains this
clause:."And it is hereby further expressly understood
that this contract is to have no force or validity until it
shall have received the sanction of the Congress of the
United States, by the passage ofan appropriation to carryit into effect." Congress has not acted in the matter,
coatequently the contract has yet no force or validity.An order was made on the 7th of last month, by Mr.
Hubbard, lata Postmaster General, authorising the post¬
masters of New York, New Orleans, San Diego, Monterey
and San Francisco, to make up and send a mail by Vera
Cruz and Acapulco, containing papers and letters di¬
rected by the writers to go by that line, when said com¬
munication is apen and said contractors are prepared to
carry a mail on the terms of the oontract.
As above stated, the present Postmaster General has

taken no steps in this matter; but it is evident no action
can be had till Congress sanctions it, according to the
terms of the contract. The New Orleans and Vera Cruz
route is a separate contract, not carrying California
letters.
