FINANCIAL AND COMMERCIAL.
MONEY MARKET.

Saturday, April 23.6 P. M.
The stock market opened to day weak and unsettled,

with slight indications of a greatar decline. At the first
board, Florence and Keyport fell off *4 per cent; Cumber¬
land, Heading Railroad, X; Panama Railroad, 1.
Morris Canal advanced l4 per cent; Canton Co., 58; New
Creek, Hudson Railroad, 1 yt. Ia others there was no

change. We notice more activity in railroad bonds and
City bjiuk Btoeks. Krie and Hudson River Riilroad bonds
comprise the principal business ia that das* of securities.
The market is by no means strong, ami the upward move
ment recently realized far from a healthy one. The tact
is, that out of Wall street there is no speculation; and
the brokors c&nnot be buyers and sellers all the time, and
make money. They cannot get up prices without extra
ordinary aid from outsiders, and there is at present very
little probability of such aid being granted. When the
brokers wish to break down the market, they can get
along very well without any external influence. The
fancy stocks are all held In the street. The weaker
classes of brokors are filled up with all kinds of trash, and
they are particularly anxious to get rid of it without
loss. The coal stocks weigh heavy upon holders, and th#
prospect looks black enough. Thus far, very little coal
stock has been diste-ibuted. It is mostly hypothecated in
large blocks, on account of the original holders, and there
it is likely to remaia. The few outsiders who touched
Cumberland and Phoenix got their Angers badly burned,
and the probability is they will not touch them again.
The receipts at the office of the Assistant Treasurer of

this port to day amounted to $102,778. payments,
$149,204 37; balance $0,896,902 28.
The coal trade over the Chesapeake and Ohio Canal, for

the week ending the 16th inst., was greater by 313 tons,
than that of the last week, (which showed an increas,
of 642 over any previous period,) and would have been
still greater but for an unavoi<lable accident on the Mt.
