well wlthﬁnut purity of expression and clearness of
distion, Ho said, when n similar case came before the

cils in the eolonies bave no such judicial power. In
the neighboring provinces of Nova Scotls and New Bruns-
wick, ro eatisfied are they of this that they had passed
ueis, constituting tribunals for trying divorce cases,
which had been approved in England and bad becoms
lsw. In 6pe of thess, the Governor and executive conn-
cil eonstituted such tribupal, and in the other, the ordi-
pary courts of the country. He was, therefore, satisfied
that the bedy whieh he was then addressing, did oot
possesn the power which they were ealled upon to exer:
