The XUnggold Expedition.
TUB UNITED STATES EXPEDITION TO EXPLORE AMD
BOBVEY THE CHINA SEAS AND THE NORTH AND
SOUTH PACIFIC OCEANS.
The expedition formed by the United States Govern¬

ment to snrvey the vast regions of laud and water from
the coast of China as far north as Dehring's Straits, and
tiom which so much useful information for the navigator
and man of science will be produeed, is about ready, and
will shortly start for the scene of their interesting labors
wider the command of Commander C. Ringgold.
The expedition originated under a special act of the

last Congress, which appropriated one hundred and twen.
ty-frve thousand dollars for the purpose, and isnotinaay
way connected with the expedition to Japan, under Com¬
modore Ferry, to which soice thought the present was to
be an auxiliary.
The vessels compos us the expedition are the Bloop-of-

war Vincennes (the flag ship), the brig Porpoise, the
propeller John Hancock, and the schooners J. Fenimore
Cooper, and the John P. Kennedy, the latter two acting
as tender and Btoreship to the equacfron.

at the Brooklyn Navy Yard for a week or two, before
joining her consorts.

lows :.Vincennes. 20 guns; Porpoise, 12; John Hancock,
3, and the schooners one each.making 37 in all.
The act uthorlziog the expedition rays, it is for "pro¬

secuting a turvt y aud reconnoissaace. for naval and
commercial purposes, of such parts of Behring's Straits,
of the North Pacific ocean, and the China seas, as are

frequented by American whaleships, and by trading ves¬
sels !n their routes between the United States and China."
This will embrace the ocean and many islands that lie in
the track of rejsels trading between our Pacific States
and China, and which will occupy a large portion of the
Mors of the expedition. The gulf of Corea;the Karill
Inland'- which extend from the coatt of Japan to Kam-
achatkft; the sea of Ochotsk; the Aleutian islands, form¬
ing tho southern boun lary of the sea of Kamschutka;
the Japan islands: the China, Celebean, and Soolooseas;
the gulf of Tartnry, with all the many islands and
Straits, &c.. that abound there.all of uhich will be tho-
roughly eiumint d and surveyed;and correct charts made,
bated upon th«se researches.
The expedition will be accompanied by an extensive

and efficient scientific corps, the gentlemen composing it
being allont-d every facility to prosecute researches in
their own peculiar branch of science, that will not inter¬
fere with the legitimate objects of the expedition.
The expedition will p.-rhably be ab-tent from three to

four years, and mu<ih benefit is expected to accrue to com¬
merce. socnce and natural history, from its labors. Mmy
ef the inland* that wi'l come under notice, though lying in
the direct track ef vessels trading from the United States
to China, are but very little known, aid will be thoroughly
examined, sot only as to their exact position but as to
their commercial resources and advantages.
The expedition, it is understood, will transmit to the

revet nment, from time to time, the result of Its labors,
and all information of a useful and interesting character
it may ob'sin, so tvat the least delay possible may OC'
cor in its availability by all interexte 1.
From the character of the officers in charge, as well

as from the liberal manner in which the government ha-t
fitt« <. out the expedition, and the iatereg'isg objects to
which It is devoted, great benefit will doubtless be ex.

perienceO. from its operations by the commercial tnd
scientific classes, not only of our own country, but of the
wb<>le world.
