I am not able to state precisely what is the value and
increase of merchandise transported in bond from the
Canadaftfor the periods named, but the amount has been
very large, and has increased in about the same propor¬
tion as that transported from Boston.

Not that there is an actual deticiency in coal,
but there is such a deficiency in making It practically
available. In support of this opinion I will endeavor,
briefly to give you the reasons
The menus of transportation first attract «ur atten¬

tion. What are they? Tlio Baltimore and 0hi> U til-
road and the Chesapeake and Ohio Canal. These two are
the role reliance of the companies in the eastern portion
of the district. The utmost capacity of the Baltimore
and Ohio road ia estimated at three hundred thousand
tons per year. This road having been so long looked to
as the chief means of getting this ooal to mar¬
ket, the companies have neglected to provide them
selves with tlio proper number of boau> for the ca¬
nal. As a consequence of thi3 neglect they are now
in a great meatnre compelled to await the pleasure or the
convenience of the railroad. Besides all this the heavy
up giades upon the Baltimore and Ohio road, together
with the scarcity of motive power, have pushed the road
to its full capncity, and it is compelled, (or soon will be,)
to chocse between merchandise that is comparatively
lipht, and which pays at the ratio of $8 per ton, and
$1 76 per ten for coal, than which they could not have a
freight mt re Injurious to the! r track. This consideration,
also, must inevitably force itself upon the minds of the
directors of the road, if it has not already done so; and
as they have calculated tint the wear and tear caused by
ooal was as little as that of merchandise, (which, to
every practical man, is erroneous upon its face.) they
will, from tliis reason, if they consult their own interests,
be obliged to make a different arrangement.

In this state of things, what are the coal dftropanies to
dof With very few boats, and with the limited and un¬
certain means afforded by the railroad, if they savo them¬
selves from actual less they will do well. This positionof allaira is doubtless bad enough, and very annoying,
but compared with the companies upon the Georges
Creek, or the western portion of the district, it is favora¬
ble. Upon Georges Creek they have not the means
of getting one ton of coal to market. The LonoconiogRailroad, which runs through the valley will not be in
working order for two months to come, (that is as far as
any practical result Is concerned,) ana theae companies
have no other means. ®ut what makes affairs worse
with them is the fact that they will be unable to avail
themselves at all of the canal, for it is not to be supposed
that the Baltimore and Ohio load will be willing to play
into the hands of its great competitor, the canal; conse¬
quent, as I have before said, the utmost capacity of the
railroad being three hundred thousand tons per annum,
and as this capacity is subject to prior arrangements
made, and will theu have to be divided between the
eastern and western interests, the portion of each will
be entirely too small for any practicable business. This
must be the position ol the Georges Creek companies
for years (if they are able to hold out against it ) New
roads will nave to be built, and entirely different arrange¬
ments be made, before they can begin even to pay their
actual expenses.
The fact which is snlf-ovident Is that all coal stocks

in this region are very ftvr above their present
value. That they will ultimately prove profitable there
Is no dcubl; but such profit, or success most proceed from
a far different system than that now In operation.
The Boston Transcrty of the 3d Inst, gives the follow-

iog statement relative to the revival and progress of the
manufacturing interest of New England:.
The gradually reviving Ufe and prosperity of the manu¬

facturing interest, in spite of the existing tariff, by
which it has been for five years back depressed, is

worthy of a somewhat detailed record, and to all in¬
terests is a subject of triumph. The York Mills (Sioo,)
pay to day 4 per cent, ana the Boo it Cotton Mills
(Lowell,) the same on Saturday. Reviewing th« pre¬
ceding half-year, which allows the return of oue dividend
seat-on all round, beside the companies just named, the
Massachusetts, Suffolk, Lawrence. Treaiont, Middlesex,
and Hamilton.all at Lowell; the ijiconia and the Pep-
perell (Saco and Biddeford,) Cocheoo (Dover,) Great
Falls (SomerbWorlh,) and AmoAeag (Manchester,) have
severally given the same dividend. That ot the Merri
mack (Lowell,) the last December was 5* per cent, as
had been the one preceding. The Otis, at Ware,
(which during this long interval of general lan¬
guishing has held its own better than almost any
other company,) has just paid, or at least declared, a di
vidend of 0 per cent, the previous one in October having
been 4. On the other hand, there are a fo* companies
which have not jet made a visible start towards regaining
their palmiest state heretofore; though of these there are
some which the knowing ones regard as in a fair train of
success. Three per cent was the last dividond of the Ap-
pleton (Lowell,) Stark (Manchester,) Salmon Falls (Soin-
eTNWOitn.) Na.ohua at N., Dwight and Perkins, (both in
Hampshire county.) Salisbury at S. [We so class the last,
became, although a 0 per cent dividend nas made by
them about the £0th of January, it is the only one paid
for a twelvemonth buck.] The Lowell Company at L.,
gavo but 2 per cent ia January, and liave no', lor some
time eicieded Uuh amount: in some instances passing it
by altogether. The Jackson (Nasi) ua,) Ol»i«opoo ( String-
field.) 1'aimer and Thorndike, (both at P.,) have made no
dividend the last year, and some of them for a yet longer
period. The Cabot (Springtleld,) was about a year sioco
merged in the Perkins.
