BTATEMENT BY A PASSENGER.
T0 THE EDITOR OF THE NEW YORK HERALD.
Norwarx, May 6, 1853,

One of the most terrible and fatal acoldents that your
paper has ever chronioled ecourred here this morning
sbout Afty minutes past mine, by which no loss than
fifly souls have beem sent fo eternity, I started from
New York about eight o’clock, in company with a great
many of my friends, for Boston; and all passed off in the
usual manner untll we neared Norwalk, where the
bridge waa laft open, and melancholy to relats, three
cars and the engine were precipitated into the river, a
distance of about thirty feet from the bridge. The son-
cusaion in the Iast car was very violent, and it was not
until I leaped out of it that I knew the extemt of the
awful eatastrophe, which baflied desoription. With-
out any delay, I hurried to the edge of the
bridge, and there to my horror, I beheld  soeme that I
ehall not forget until the dsy I die. The engine was
stuck deop’into the mud on the far side, and was followed
by a baggage, smoking and two passenger oars, all of
them beirg totally submerged beneath the surface of the
water, Theengineer, Mr. Tucker, had a most mirsculous
escape with his life, but the eonductor, Mr. Comstock,
did not fare so well. He was in the smoking car at the
time, and escaped out of the door into the river; there he
wad pulled under water thres times by the drowning crea-
tures, buv eventually ded in reaching the shore in
& very exhausted condition, his head being severely
brulsed, his face disfigured, and his wrist dlslocated,

These
killed were for the most part men—many of whom were
medical men who were returniug from the convention
held in New Yorka few days sgo. Men were engaged
up to a lale hour last evening in removing the bodies
from the wreck. The excitoment in the town is Infense,
and everybody is of opinion that the aceldent was caused
by the negligence of the engineer, who was properly
warned, by the lowering of a ball, that the bridge was
up. sHe, however, never heeded the signal, and drove the
cars, at (be rate of about twenty miles an hour, into the
midéle of thp Norwa'k river. The passengers in those
cars which were not pitehed into the river were not injur-
ed in {he least. The most curions portion of the account
is, that only two or three persons were injured, while
not less than fifty souls were, without any warning, har-
ried before the throne of their Maker. A young married
eouple from New York, who were proceeding on the ho-
peymoon, were both drowned, and were laid out
gi'e by side in the depot.

Captain Peter Addley, (Gardiner, Me. ) sworn—Was &
passenger in the train, sitting in the second ear; did not
notice the speed of the train to slacken at all; T heard no
wkigtie; I think the conducter of the train was in the
rear ear at the time of the aceident,

Stephen Ormsted, sworn—Iwas in company with Mr.
Ferry at the time of the accident; I saw the signal ball
at the draw down; [ am sure it was down; I heard no
whistling; the stonmer had just paseed through the draw

W. H. D. Moore, (Philadelphia,) sworn—I was o passen-
ger in the train; there was no slackening of speed when
we were approaching the bridge and passing the curve;
1 hieard no whiktle to * brake up."

F. E. Barton, (Sprivgfield, Mass )—1 was in the trainas
o passemger; 1 think the trals was driving st full speed
pasuing the curve; there was no lstting up of speed from
the time we left the station at Stamford.

J. G. Gooderich, (Steckbridge, Mass.)—I was in the
last car but one of the train at the time of the accident;
1did not perceive any slackenlvg of speed when passing
the curve or peariog the bridge; 1 did oot hear the
whiktle of the engine blow.

Rev. D. R. Austen, (Norwalk)—! was standing noar to
the buidge at the time of the accident; the train came
on ot fallspeed; did not hesr any whistle,

The Rev. gentleman borated the tosti
otker witnesses in all its important festures.

Mr. Burrell, sworn—The engineer of the train, Edward
Tucker, had been in the employ of {le New Haven Com-
pany at the time of the Port Chester accident, about. tw,
years ago; he had been away sinso; Mr. Whistler, who
is present, ean give a more full oxplanation of the rules
of the road and o t ding the ident
than I ean; he ls now present.

George W, Whistler Jr., sworn—The persons io charge
of o train cam wes the signal red ball, which is at the
draw, from about quarter of u milejnbove Norwalk; after
that, they loke sight of it, in my opinion, st the station;
if the signal be lowerced from the time at which it is first
seen and the time of his ‘oalog sight of it at the ata-
tion, the engineor could still “brake up' by slack-
ening speed to the rate of len miles an hour, as he
came to the curve; they are in all canes ordered to np-
proach that curve gautiously; they are oot to exceed &
speed of ten milea an bour;if he ssw the signal down
when just at tYe station, he could not stop umtil he
