About thirty-flvc miles from Boston, and directly on

he line of the Boston and Fitchborg Railway, is
ituated the thriving village of Groton Junction, its,
or convenience sake, it is called. Five years ago
e place had no existence. The ground which it
ow occnpics was either held for farming purposes,
r covered by pine I'orents, more dreary to the eye,
ven, than those of North Carolina, because not

suggestively eloquent of " naval stores."' But
improvement, or change, came with the extension
t railway facilities. At this point, it was found

convenient to have meet the trains running on
various lines of which the Fitchborg Railroad has
been the fruitful mother. Here the Nashua and
Womster trains, those of the Stonybrook and Low¬
ell, and the Boston and Pltchburg companies, in¬
tersect three times every day: and twice on each
day the Peterborough and Shirley trains also leave
here. No lews than eight trains are to be seen here
.very morning and evening, "Sundays excepted,1'
and six at midday. Hence the name ofthe station.
Grcton Junction.as it lies within the limits of
Groton. It is a point of departure for all quarters
of the country; and if our statesmen know no
north or south, no eiwt or west, Groton
Junction is not in so happy a condition of
ignorance. It knows them much better than do
some travellers, who, in the sort of embroglio that
is created by ko m>uiy trains meeting, occasionally
get whisked ofl to the south When they would go
north, and are hur::ed in the direction or the rising
sun when their < ( liberate intention wa3to have fol¬
lowed that respet ::.ble and useful luminary in his
westerning cour> . Strangers had better look sharp
when at the "Junction," or the most awkward re-
Bulta miy folio"-. I have there known husbands to
be torn from theii wives, and children to be left in a
condition of temporary orphauage, just because a
knowledge of the points of the compass docs not
come by nature.
A place so admirably situated for the purposes of

intereonimunication, soon attracted the attention of
enterprising men. Messrs. B. Martin & Co.,formerly
ot Blackstone, in Worcester county, have in.-it
erected here a brick building, 200 feet by 70
JjaviDg attached to it several smaller edifices, in which

Their establishment is known as the "(irototi Junc¬
tion Agricultural Works," and they manufacture

*rne " eag'eptougha, which took
the 150 premium at the Worcester fair, "for doing
the best work with the least draft," in a trial
.pen to the whole Union. I examined a large
number of these ploughs, and if I hod any
land, most certainly I should have carried off a
.ouple of them at least. They are the onJy instru¬
ments that should be employed in turning up the
bosom of our kind mother earth, she probably feel¬
ing, under their operation, as comfortable as one of
her sons when drawing a good razor over his face.
She has been ploughed so often, and ever has made so
lunu a return on each occasion of such cutting treat¬
ment, that we may suppose she likes it.

Besides the Eagle, other ploughs are manufactured
? the "Junction Works." (I ought to mention that
to 1861 the Eagle took the prize at the New York
¦state fair, at Rochester.) The haycutters made
here are admirable. The spiral knifecutter ia a very
ingenious contrivance, and made me. who am rather
nervous, almost shudder. Three different kinds of
cultivators are here made, and very many other arti¬
cles used on farms, it being the intention of the pro¬
prietors to supply everything of the kind thatia
needed by intelligent agriculturists in all parts of the
Union. A new kind of churn was shown to me
which was patented a year or two back, by Mr. e!
dements, ol Barnet, Vt., and which really would
seem to be endewed with the ability of making but¬
ter out of water, so powerful is it. Messrs. Martin k
Company have purchased the right to supply this
article to nine counties in Massachusetts.

I was particularly struck with an account that I
received of a new reaping machine, known as

ivfliott s Golden Reaper, the construction of several
or which has just been commenced by Messrs. Mar¬
tin & Co., for the inventor. This reaper is a double
inachine, twelve (12) feet, hinged in the centre, and
ib operated (curt-before-the-horse style) by being
pushed before, rather than drawn by, the team.
Four horses will be required to propel it at the speed
necessary to cut (twelve feet wide) from twenty to
twenty-five acres per day of ten hours. The greatest
improvement afforded by this reaper Is, that after
cutting it rakes the grain, and prepares it in such
manner ror binding that two men will be able to do
Tv I7*} j S-v^ht in the usual mode of binding in
tne n<*ld. The binder.* will ride on the reaper, and
the grain will be delivered bound as it passesthrough
the fit id. Tlda important addition to our stock of
agricultural machines of the highest class is the in-
jentioi. of Augustus Elliott, Esq., a native of New
Hampsnire, but more recently of California. It was
invented for, and is particularly adapted to the condi¬
tion ofthings in California, where it was planned, and
where if worked admirably during the last season-; but
it is equally well adapted to the prairies and level
regions of the older Western States. Cutting twelve
feet wi<f?, the machine works on a hinge in the cau¬
tre, thf' better to overcome inequalities of surfaee,
rising even perpendicnlarly,(if necessary,) while the
rear part shall he working horizontally. Mr. Elliott
(who has made five trips to California) deserves
great credit for his ingenuity, and has laid the coun¬

try under obligations to him, which, it is hoped, will
be redeemed in a solidly satisfactory manner. Com¬
petent judges asture me that Elliott's Golden Reaiier
is a*i great an improvement on Mr. McCormiok's
machine as that was on previous modes of operating
among the wheat.
The " Junction Works have been but a few weeks

open, and they now employ some forty men, which
number will be increased to about two hundred as
noon as the buildings shall have been completed. A
planing establishment is in course of erection, and
also a foundry, where the company will do their owu
castings. It is, indeed, their intention to be as per¬
fect within their own establishment, and as little de¬
pendent upon outsiders, as men well can be. When
completed, the concern will be one of the best in
New England, and from its facilities of communica¬
tion with markets in all directions, cannot fail to do
a great and profitable business. Freight cars load
and unload at the very doors of the main building,
and every possible convenience is provided for sure
and rapid transport.
The company are erecting Beveral large houses

for the accommodation of their employes. There
are already many dwellings at the " Junction,'
where four years since there were but two or three
buildings, including the station house of the Fitch-
burg company, then the only railway that passed
through a most dreary tract of country. Upwards
or forty dwelling houses are in course of building, or
are contracted for, and will be erected this season.

no doing.) in which religious services will be regu¬
larly performed. It wilFbe in the hands of the Ban-
tubt whose liberality in various ways is a well known
matter ot history, and whose ministers, like Crom¬
well's soldiers, are not in the habit of doing their
work negligently. In the old times, the pillory
the whipping-post, the prison, and perhaps
the frame-work of the gallows, were among
the earliest tilings provided at the foundation of a
New England town. They had a sort of grim asso¬
ciation with the meeting-honse, embodying, so to
*peak, a dry, practical sarcasm that the secret infi¬
dels ot those time* (and infidelity was as abundant
then as now) must have chuckled over with amazing
gusto. In these times there is more reliance placed
npon the innate goodness of man, the consequence of
which is, that he is a far better animal than formerly
The divorce of the religion of peace from the em-
Mi ms of a bloody law. has raised the former nearer
to heaven, and made the latter more worthy of gov¬
erning the earth.
The demand created for land by the spring¬

ing into existence of this prosperous village, ha"
had a capital effect on the fortunes of some individu
ato. Mr. Silas Nuttlnj, a highly respectable Groton
mrmet, who owned a large port of the laotf ia this

vicinity, which would not have been thought a veryadvantageous bargain to the purchaser, bad it been
disposed of at ten dollar* per acre,now finds no difficul¬
ty in gelling it at rates ranging from seven hundred to
one thousand dollars per acre. The probability is that
the prices of land must soon be doubled, perhaps tri¬
pled, ho rapid is the growth ofthe place. At the same
time it would be the poorest sort ot economy were the
holders of land to demand very exorbitant rates for
it. By selling reasonably thev would ciuadruple the
value of such portions as they should retain for
future operations. There is, however, on the part
of our New England farmers, an aversion to sejling
land, and a desire to add to their landed possessions,
that sometimes works badly for more parties than
one, and which is in the nature of a conservative
principle in social matters in this quarter of the
world.

After an examination of things at the Junction, so
far bh my limited time would admit, and where
every facility for acquiring the facts were politely
afforded me by Mr. Martin, aiid by hia partner, Mr.
Lackey, I took a ride to the town of Groton proper,
in company with Governor Boutwell, by whom I had
been introduced to several gentlemen connected with
business at the Junction. It seems that the people
of the new village.future town, F presume.are de¬
sirous of having that most invaluable of thiugs, a good
name. The Junction, though expressive enough of
the character of the railway business at the station,
is utterly meaningless in all other respects. Gov¬
ernor Boutwell proposes the name of Nonacau-
icus, the Indian name of a stream that runa throughthe plain, and at which the aborigines quenchedtheir thirst two centuries ago. It is a mellifluous ap¬pellation, and probably will be given to the place,should it come to have a corporate existence. At
present it is recommended only to be the name of the
Post Oflice here established.
Groton proper is about three and a half miles

from the "Junction," and cm be reached
either " by the rail,'' or otherwise. The high¬
way is rather a barren way, but is much of
an improvement on the railroad. The land grows
valuable as you get toward the centre of the town,
where it is exceedingly rich and prodnctivc. I stop¬
ped at Mr. Boutwell s, where I had the satisfaction
of teeing the previous day's New York Hkkald, the
Governor l>eiug a regular reader of that distinguish¬
ed journal, a fact that shows he knowB where to look
for the best sort of reading matter in the great de¬
partment of journalism. Of GlOtOll I shall write in
my next, the present letter being quite long enough.

Interest in the welfare of the placeha# no influence with me, for I own not one foot ofpro¬
perty; but I wish to see all beautiful towns fully, con¬spicuously, represented in your columns. Fishing,
