BETTLEMENT OF HOBTILITIRS BETWEEN FERU AND
BCUADOR—FROSPERITY OF THE CHILIAN REFUB-
‘LIC—THE FRESS AND THE JESUITS.

The Panameno of the 22d April contains a copy
of the treaty of peace entered into between the repre-
sentatives of the republica of Peru and Ecuador, in
the city of Lima, on the 16th of March last. The
Peruvian government, by this treaty, engage not to
permit General Flores to reside within its dominions
80 long as the peace of Ecuador could be endangered
thereby, and that all political exiles from whom dan-

ger might be apprehended shall be sent into the in-e

terior from the coasts or frontiers. The adjudication,
and disposal of the vessels, arms, and munitions of
war which bad belonged to Gen. Flores’ armament, Is
submitted to the arbitral decision of the Chilian gov-
ernment, both parties binding themselves to abide by
that decizion. Bolh contracting governments also
bind themselves to prevent any naval or land arma-
ments being prepared on their respective territories
destined to invade either republic, and shall not per-
mit the passage of troops with a like object through
their dominions, nor lend aid or aesistance of any
kind to the enemies of the other.

For instanee, while the
advocates of the Maine Liquor law, in & recent debate in
the Cunadian Legislature, relied a good deal on the evst
to s community arising from the use of intoxicating
liguors, they do not seem to have baen aware that it ia
exceeded by the use of tobaoco. There was imported into
that province Inet year brandy, gin, rum, whiskey, cor-
dials and wine, of the estimated value, when imported, of
$310,618, while that of maoufactured and unmanufse-
tured tobacoo, segars and smuff, was $422,382. With re-
ference to books, also, we find that while the impor tation of
books from Great Britain and the United Siates was of the
value of $200,102, that of those from foreign countries
enly amounted to $10 254, and this with & populstion of
French origin In Canada of 605,045 souls ont of 1,842 205,
more than one-third.
