AFFRAY ON BOARD OF THE STEAMER SENATOR.
We regret to learn that An ucfortunate affrav occurred

an board the Steamer Sena'or last evening, just before
nhe left Benicia. It -eeuis that a man named Robert
Stem art atrtmpted to pas* through the gangway on to
the forward deck without a check, and at l.ngtli succeed
ed in pushing through. He «as immediately, however,
pat back again, and forthwith dre* a Unite and mide a
plunge at the breast of Mr. George Morehouse, clerk of
the boat The latter, however turned m time and
receiver tbe wound in the -boulder blade. At this mo
¦tent two or three connected with the boat came to tUa
rescue. whereupon Stewart cut about iud.scrimiDat"ly,
wound ng the secoud mote, Mr. Biker, in the arm and
cue of the deck hands. He t'^en made a rush through
the door when he came in contact with the pilot, Mr.
William Galloway, who had jnsr jumped down f-um the
upper deck to see what the di-turbance was Stewart
made three plunge* at hiin with the knife, stabbing him
dangerously near the third rib. At this moment the
clera drew a pistol an.i fired, wounding Stewart in the
thigh. We understand tnat the desperate ra»n was ar-
res ed sometime afterward* on the boat, and delivered to
Ibe officers in this city. The wounds of the clerk, ae
cond tha'e, and deck band *e are happy to learn, are

VERDICT OF TUE CORONER S JURY IN THE CASE OF

THH JENNY LIND EXPLOSION.
The jury, after a thorough nvesiigation of the cause*

leading to the disaster ou board of tbe steamer Jenny
«iad, from the evidence token by thena, do. hereby, reo
larthe lollowing as their verdict

Isl. We Ulu that the cause of the calami'y resulting
in the death of the individuals above named, was tbe
.ipture or collapte of "ht Sue within the steam chimney,
the ruptured sheet closing 'he upward passage of tfie
ftue like a damper, by which the steaut and water found
tbeir ertape iato the Hue and thence through a hole in
the rear ead of the main flue into the cab n, aud also
through the furnace doors in*o the tire room.
21 Tbat that part cf the flu* in which the collapse

took place was weak in its construction, being al'pucal,
and not suliicient ly stayed cr traced.

3d. That a defect, in the nature of an inward bulge in
ttie breeder side of the elin*is of the due. caused by un¬
warrantable or excess of pressure of st»am had long ex-
-«ted a* matter of notojiety, and been suffered to remain.

4th. That there had ->een frost culpable ne^l grn-e on
the part of tbe engineers, boiler makers and owr.ers, in
not repairing the defect that wis thus known to e\ist.

5th. Tbat there was not a efficient barrier placed be
twe«n the boiler and the cab n to protect the Utter in
casoof accident, and that if a suilie'eat harrier eaanit he
erected, tbe position of the cabin, oeing jo a level with
the boiler, is un>afe and improper.

6th. That the public inspection of the boiler was very
cursorily and imperfectly made, and the certificate of
it* goad condition and sustaining power was improperly
given.

7th. That the door of ccmrounisation from the cabin
to the deck was not of sufficient capacity to permit o;
the easy egress of the patsesger*.

tall, handsome man, about twenty-one years old, with a

long bea>d and apparently :alse moustache, and carried
four revolvers and a large bowie knife The other two
were also well armed, and had the best of horses.the
best the raui-hero had ever s>-en. Alter talking awhile on
variots subjects, with great familiarity and politeness it
Caine iatot lie occupant s head i.nat the veritable Joaquin,
the robber chief of the Stanidau- Placers, was the man
who was conversing with him. He a»ked the question of
the polite n a a with the fouj six shooters, if be had just
come from the placers, and if any news hail ueeo heard
of Joaquin, as be was toid a great many par tie i were sent
in seareii of him, with the expectation of receiving a

large reward. The person addressed put his nau i to his
heart, and with grave peliteness and penetrat-ug glance,
replied.

¦-Sir, 1 am that Joaquin and no man takes me alive, or
«omes within one hundred yards of me with these good
weapons."

Without any further ceremony, and perfectly unexcited,

Tbe impression which remains with us, after discussing

tbe various lengthy accounts of mining, political, sociil,
and commercial mutters, in the Australian papers, is tb.it
in tbe lo:u.er there is <ar more success than from the
tenor of previous reports we bad been led to believe.
We should thu k that many parts of tbe Victoria mine*
presented mote encouraging prospects than oar own Cali-
totn:a, but that tbe average success is any better per
wan for all employed in tbe mines, we ds not believe.

Po'itical affair*ate exerci- nga prejudicial influence on
tbe to.-ti.ne>. of miner*. Some of the laws regulating
tbe gold district#. which have been recently enacted, aie
exececirgiy oppressive and burdensome; at least. they are
tlit-oeuse of iceneral 'li.-.-atisf»5tion. The league move¬
ment progre-s-e-. but slowly. Anenctns are treated with
respect. but v* hear of no remarkable instances of luck
am ng our miners. Socially, the diggings present a rough
a-jeet.

yield of rold; but even if the amount were less than it is,
there are still abundant evidenced of the.Inexhaustiblecharacter of our mines. Of these the most remarkable is
the fact that witbm the last few days three unparalleled
masaeo of gold have been brought to light.such as per
hape the werM lias never sesn before They were found
in a spor never much frequented hitherto, and there are
report of numerous «mailer lumps having been found in
tb>- »ame locality. The largest of these three groat lainp«
weighs one hundred and thirty four pounds and a half, of
which upwaids of a hundred and twenty pounds are pure
gold. The other two lumps weigh '.<3 lb». 2 oz. 5awt..
and 83 lbs. 9 ot 5 dwt. respectively, ODly a very s'uall
proncrtion being quartz. They are superb specimens of
gold and quartz iu ter blended The largest weighs ronnv
ounis taore than the famous " Kerr huudrelweight" of

NewSouth Wales, and has the additional advantage of
being in one solid lump. The fortunate finders are tak-
irg it to England in the Sarah Sands, for exhibition.
The locali'y where the*e splendid massei have beea

fo jnd, is calle.1 the Canadian tiully; and is a brauch of the
Palnarst diggings. These diggings we'e the first opened
up in Victoria, and attracted a Urge number of people;
hut they weie almost wholly deserted when the superior
richness of the Mount Alexander diggings was discovered.
They have lately risen again into favor, however, ind
there is no doubt that tens of thousands will now flock *o
them ai»d explore them more thoroughly. The difference
between the two localities seems to be that at M<>uut Al¬
exander the gold is finer and more equtlly diffused;
while at Bal&arat it is in larger lump*, and occurs less
frequently. A similar difference has been observed be-
tweeu the Ophiraod Turon diggings, in N'ew South Wales.
The difference would seem to indicate the existence of an
original matrix or fountain head of the gold deposits, to
w hich Baiaarat ptobably lies nearer than Mouut Alexan¬
der. Our scientific men can help us but little in the solu¬
tion of tbat problem; bat there is no saying what contin
uou* exploration may r«veal. There really seems no an¬
tecedent improbability of the existence of >one such origi-
nal gold bed.

MELBOURNE GOLD CIRCULAR.
The price of gold has again auvanced. The market

latit/n of thei'land, owl gave them a cru.i*s around th-r^r
i'ile utaml empire, much to t\eir enjoymim' anil gratified
ton. Although accustomed all their lives t,o coiitiu^
rind fishing- in canoea, the fem.les were all seasick on
board the steamer.
With the limited means of subsistence on the island,

and an inCIeasing population colonization, we should
imagine, would he resorted to. But the native* seem to
possess nn ingrained repugnance co leave their native
isle for the wide world although they are not ig¬
norant of the euticementa of the gold regions of Califor¬
nia and Australia. And ther are wise. Their isolated eon-
dition has not well fitted them for the jostle of active life,
or to meet the buffets of fortune, where every man seeks
only bis own aid not his neighbor's goed. Tne present
generation, at least, would never find contentment
abroad Mie that. they enjoyed upon their rock bouud
home in the midst of the greit ocean. Their hearts
w ould always be there ; their first lave wouM never be
forgotten.

The Hawaiian Kingdom.
[Trim the Polynesian, March 19} '.

Thursday. the 17th instant, was Observed as the anni¬
versary of His Majesty's birtb, in a most spirited acl pa
triodc manner. iudsed, we have never known Honolulu
to present a n^nro gala-like appearance on any occasion
tl an it did on Thursday. The whole population, and the
numerous strangers connected with the ship* in port,
Deemed to be out; and judging from the thronged streets
and the large concourse on the pluin, there could nave
beon but few horses or carriages, within a dozen mile}-of
town, not brought into requisition on the occasion.
We had noticed, in the suburbs of the city, extensive

preparations makiiy for feasting among the natives, for a
week or moie preceding the time; and when it arrived
there was a perfect rush upon the pig and pol from all
quarters. Real enjoyment seemed to sit on every conn*
trranee: and as tlies* leasts are usually conducted with'
much decorum, it is vjtv easy to be gratified with euch a
mode of keeping a holiday. Feasting and fast riding
afford the hiiilie«t enjoyment to a native that can he
offered, and in both thsee" respects there was no deficiency
on Thursday.

As previously announced, a review of the troops took
place on the plain at. noon After the rains of the night
previous, the sun came out bright and clear, and both
tl e streets and the parage ground were in good condition.
His Majesty, however, was detained by illness at the
Palace, and was unable to he present, either at the re¬
view, or at the levee tn Ae evening. Consequently, the
11 oops wet e revie ved by BU Highness, Prince Liholiho,
Lieuteoaot General, who, with his staff, mace a fine ap¬
pearance on their, spirite 1 steeds.
