On Saturday, the 28th ult., the Canada saw tho steam¬

ship Asia, from New York on the 18th., the City of Glas¬
gow, from Philadelphia, and the ship Themis, going up
the channel, for Liverpool.
An English Cabinet Council on Eastern affairs had been

summoned for the 29th ult., (Sunday.)
Four thousand passports have lately been issued* to

Hurgsrians who design coming to America. Most ef
them are bound for California. The emigrants promise
not to return to Austria.
The Mormon Elders are to be expelled from Persia.
It is reported tbat the American ship of war Cumber¬

land, with Mr. Marsh on board, has demanded an expla¬
nation, and 3,000 drachms from Greece, for the illegal im¬
prisonment of Dr. King, the acting American Consul at
A1hens.
The French three per cents closed,on the 27;h, at 80.55,

and the four and a half per cents at 103.10, for cash.

Condition of Affair* in Turkey.
THE WITHDRAWAL OF THE RUSSIAN AMBASSADOR,&0.
The Porte having refused to accept the Russian ulti¬

matum, Prince Menechikoff embarked at Constantinople
on board a Russian ship of war for Odessa.
Bedsehrd Pasba, the anti-Russian statesman, is ap¬

pointed Minister of Foreign Affairs.
Despatches in Paris to the 19th, confirm the rupture

in the diplomatic relations, and state the Russian
troops were receiving reinforcements. Their situation
appears criticaL The Turkish brig Selim had been sent
with an important order to the Governor of Jerusalem
and the French Consul there.
A second edition of the Timet, of the 28th, has a tele¬

graphic despatch, dated Vienna, on the evening of the
2Cth, stating that Menschlkoff and suite have left Con¬
stantinople, and that Russian subjects are placed under
the protection of the Danish ambassador. The French
fleet are said to have received permission to pass the Dar¬
danelles. *

Our Paris correspondent telegraphs to Liverpool that
it is not feared the peace of Europe will be disturbed by
tho Turkixb difficulty, it being reported that the British
Minister has so stated. The telegraphic reports, how
ever, contradict each other flatly.
Just piior to the Canada's departure a despatch was

REPORT OF THE COMMITTEE OF THE COB 1NECTICUT

LEOISiATUBE.
Hartford, Jane* 7, 1863.

The committee appointed to examine into thecal iseof the
railroad disaster at Norsalk, submitted their repoi t to the
Legislature to-day. Afte'alluding to the general in aidents
of the disaster, as publsbed by the papers and bi 'ought
out in the verdiet of the coroner's jury, the cos nmit-
tee say that they are >f opinion that the immediate cause
of the disaster was tie negligence of the ^engineer in not
observing the absent) of the signal, and bis recklessness
in running bis traivat a dangerous rate of speed in ap-
pioacbing the bridge around the curve. But the com.
mittee are cf the spinion that the responsibility for the
disaster does not rest entirely with the engineer, and ac¬

quit him of ary wilful act. They say the danger was
created in entire conformity to the express orders of the
company, andit was therefore their duty to use such
means of safely as would prevent the possibility of an ac¬
cident. The committee think the signal used insufficient;
and say that a man with a llag should have been station¬
ed to warn the engineer of his danger.
They also ray that the train was run, on such'a grade as

exists at No-walk, at a rate of speed entirely unsafe.
Another closely connected cause is the rate of speed made
by the eipiesi irain. The public demand a rate of speedWhich on thetoad as originally constructed, can scarcely
be run with sifety. The road was constructed too cheaply
to warrant tie highest rate of speed.the grades are too
heavy, the cuve» of too small radius, and the bridges
are not of as permanent a character as they should be.
a large outla; has been made for a double track, and still
moie is needed. to remedy many defects in the original
construction of the toad, widen the committee are in
formal by tie President, the company now have under
consideration
Another cajse tending to produce this and other disas¬

ters is the want of thorough supervision of the roml by
its officers. So far as the committee could ascertain, the
whole dury of supervision is devolved upon Mr. Whistler,
the supevinteideot. They liave the fullest confidence in
his ability ant fidelity, but say that the duties are too
great for one nan, and that iho personal supervision of
ibeTre'ident of the road would very much tend to insure
proper obedience to rules ou the part of employers, and
reduce the chtnces of disasters.

In conclusiin, the committee expressed the opinion
that the weight of responsibility for the calamity must
rest upon inecompany, for not guarding more securely
against the larger* which were known to exist, and
which were treated by their own orders, against the
negligence even of their own employes, in such a plaoe of
dunger. Tho; say that considerations of a pecuniary na¬
ture should rlit opeiate to prevent such care, and repeat
that the precautions taken were not sufficient. The re¬
port was ordered to be printed.
The committee did not submit a bill or resolution for

action, as theStanding Committee ou Railroad Accidents
design reportiog a general law.

THE CANAL CONtEKENCE COMMITTEE.NO EXECU¬
TIVE SESSION OF TBE SENATE-.ANOTHER CANAL
BREAK, ETC.

Albany, June 7, 1853.
This morning, when the action of the Senate upon the

Canal question was announced In the House, Mr. Bur¬
roughs rose and moved that the Canal Committee-
Messrs. West, Cbamplia, Van Ahtyne, democrats, and
Meascrs. Clapp and Littlejohn, whigs.be constituted as

the committee of conference on the part of the House.
Mr. Cbamplln addressed the House in opposition to the
motion, mainly on the ground that it would be taking
the appointment out of the hands of the Speaker, He
was quite severe in a portion of hia remarks upon the
conductof the Senate, In having deprived the presiding
officer of selecting the committee on the part of that
body, and also made a declaration that the people of the
Genesee Valley were opposed to any amendment of the
constitution. He was replied to by Messrs. Burroughs
and Hendce. Several wbiga also opposed the motion te

appoint, alleging that the majority had fled from one

proposition to another, and should be held responsible
for farther action. Uiey wanted the Speaker to take the
responsibility, and, If be selected such n committee as

waa not disposed to compromise, then they wanted the
question to go to the people. Several members on the
aide of Mr. Burroughs desired him to withdraw his mo
tion. to which Ve at length reluctantly yielded, and the
motion was left lh the hands of the Speaker, who selected
four Oomocrata and one whig- the majority, of course,
being staunch advecatosof the West plan. The remain
der »t' th* morning session was spent in passing bills of
no particular interest, and in discussing others in com¬

mittee, equally unimportant.
A quorum appeared promptly In the Senate, and that

distirguished body entered upon the disposition of bill*
requiring final aotion. Nothing of importance was trans-
ac'ed. When the hour of twelve arrived. Mr. Bristol in¬
quired if it was not executive day, and suggested to take
up bu-iness of that character.

It
was a futile affair.just a surface like attempt to produce
a sort of reform, without doing it at all. Mr. C. detailed
bis experience in building in New York. All these bills
tend to throw the poor mechanic out of employment.Mr. Vandkbbilt Idem.) said all the talk of the Senator
from the First was for the purpose of protesting the rich
owners. It happens that they are the parties affected.
not the poor mechanic.

Mr. Bibcock, (whig)..All bills of this kind are mis¬
nomers. Tbey are bills to get mechanics into lawsuits,and to furchh employment for lawyers: and yet there is
a great desire to have these lien laws. The statute book
is full of them. As this is a local one, and seems well
drawn, it had probably better pass. All these bills in¬
duce mechanics to make contracts with irresponsible
persons. Tbey rely on their lien, and then go to a law¬
yer to find out how to enforce it. This goes to the benefit
of the profession, rather than to the mechanic.
The bill passed.

TOLL CATER OK l'LANK*ROADS.
The bill in relation to toll gates on plnnk roads gaverise to so much debate that it was determined immediatelyto consider it in committee of the whole.
The debate took a very wide range, from the RailwaySuperintendent bill of last year to Jones' Park.
Mr. Van Schooniiovkn (whig) raid that for the last

twenty years he had occasion to travel on the roads in
bis vicinity, especially in political campaigns. He had
never found an instance in which the gate keeper, nightand day, was not present and on hand to receive the
toll. Often he had been kept waiting fifteen or twentyminutes for the receiver of tbe tribute to attire himself,in the midnight hour, to receive company and take the
fee. He rettiembeied but one exception.once, in the
time when the anti-rent leeling was pretty well up.thegate was open: but that was the enly instance.
Tbe bill parstd through the Committee of the Whole,and was ordered to a third reading.The Senate took a reoess.
