Albany, June 8, 1853.
The Committee of Conference of the two houses, ap¬

pointed to take in coogid- .»tion the differences existing
upon the Canal question, held a meeting this morning.
No other persons were present. By whisperings about
the Capitol, it appears that the meeting was a very eor-

.cial end affectionate one, taking in consideration the per¬
fect misunderstanding that has existed between the two
houses of the Legislature ever since the commencement
of the regular session In January last. The committee,
after R session of nn hour, adjourned till 7 o'clock this
evening, when they again assembled in eeeret. Pome of
the outsiders think they will agree upon a report con¬

taining the essential features of the Vanderbilt plan, with
Mr. Hadley's amendment, declaring the contracts of 1851
positively invalid. Every true friend of the canals will
agree in this arrangement In the early part of tho dayit was anticipated that the committee would be able to
report to-morrow morning, but that is now doubt'hi.

In the Hours, Mr. Ku.eoil Smith announced the accep¬
tance of the New York city charter by thirty odd thou¬
sand majority, and submitted au amendment cW.s'fying

and stones, rushed into the church and attacked Gavazzi
in the pulpit, trying to pull him out.
The lecturer defended himself with great coolness and

courage, knocking down several of his assailants, first
with a chair, and afterwards when deprived of that, withthe pulpit bench, which he tore up for tbe purpose.He wss at length thrown from the pulpit by one of the
assailants, who got hold of his legB and pitched him over.
A further stiuggle ensued on the Uoor underneath, wnenthe leoiurer was fically rescued by his friends.
Tbe padro was not sericutly injured, but Ids secretarywan very bndly beaten.

Interesting from Hlearagoa.
THREATENED WAR BETWEEN THE NICARAGUA BOAT¬

MEN AND TUB CALIFORNIA PASBENUciBS.
We are in receipt of nawa from San Juan del 3or to the

3d of May.
At that time the United Statea aloop-of-war Portsmouth

waa in port, and all on board were well.
Considerable excitement prevailed on the 23d nltlmo,In consequence of the passeogers, five hundred la num.

her, all refusing to pay the exorbitant charge of the boat¬
men there, for taking them from the beach to the ateam-
er. nemo two hundred yards distance.

It appeara that the agent of the compaoy assumed the
responsibility of offering the boatmen, on behalf of the
passengers, half what they demanded, which they re¬
futed indignantly, and threatened to destroy the boat* of
tbe steamer, if any attempt were mods by them to carryoff the passengers.
The agent then applied to Cap'ain Dornln, the enm-

mandtr of the Portsmouth, who immediately ordered all
hia marines t be sent on shore, as the authorities up to
that time had nade no show of preventing the disturb
ancu which was last b">*lng. On Captain Dornin's land¬
ing. the i* sengers. who were in a state of great excite
ment immediately appealed to him. when he quietedthem by assurances that he would see them safelyplaced on the steamer-
As soon as the Portsmouth's boats, with the marines

on hoard, reached the shore, Capt. Dornln, finding the
boatmen were not likely to desist and seeing no soldiers
of tie place at hand to pr*> erve peace, ordered his men
to land and form on the beaeh. This step appeared to
stir up so much umbrage in the authorities, that Capt.Dornin told tbeni if they would pledge themselves to
place force enough on tbe beach, to prevent disturbances,
re would withdraw his troops, which they readily did,and the marines were withdrawn.
Means bile Capt Dornln with his well known gallantry,bad embarked all the women and children in hia ova

boats, and sent tbein on board the steamer; and under
the supervision of himself and officers, the steamer's
boots afterwards carried off the remaining passengers and
their baggage unmolested, thus cutting the boatmen out
of a moaera'e day'* work, through their own ob tinscy.After all the passengers were -afely embarked, Capt.Dornin then proceeded on board the steamer, to see that
all the baggage was received, nnd that everything was
right On leaving the vessel, he was saluted with three
hearty cheers by the passengers, which were returned bythe Portsmouth.

PREPARATIONS FOR WAR -VISIT OF A SPANISH
VESSEL OF WAR.CELEBRATION OF THE RATIFI¬
CATION OF THE TREATY WITH I RAN JE.
We have received hies of El Progreao, published in

Saint Domingo, extending up to the 1st of May. It seems
that the Dominicans are preparing against any invasion
that Soulouque might meditate on their territory. The
Prcgrtto says on this point:.
Inst week a vessel of war left our port for Agua, loaded

with musksts end «very kind of ammunition, for the
Vouthern Canton. The President liberator had alreadydes-atched two ethers to l'ort de Plata, for the purpose
of supplying the northern frontiers wita whatever may
be necessary to repel an Invasion. Without his indefati
gable activity our destiny would be much compromised
In the event of a surprise; for there were but three men
in the Canton of Mata*. and but a single man garrisoned
tbe pout of Cajuil, which is an advanced guard of no
small consequenoe. We a>e infinitely grateful for the
gcnetcu* conduct of the mediaHve nations; but we are
making all the efforts which patriotism dictates, and we
corife mi that above all the conduct of the liberator is
most judicious and assuring
Ihe most coocln-ive argument against force Is foroe

itself. Thus tbe liberator his comprehended It, and
therefore he has secured the destiny of his country bythe foresight of hi* measure* and tbe ecerg* of his reso¬
lutions. For this, in the plains of Agua aud of tbe Car-
reran, and in the Canton ot Guallubin, be has opposed, to
the roost insidious policy, and to the most unju.t aggres¬
sion. the re>pretable law of repulsive foroe, tbe dialectic
of the sabre, the reasoning* ard the resolutions of au en¬
campment.
The Spanish brignntice of war, Sci-ioo, under the com¬

mand of Don Carlos Vslcsrcl, had arrived at Saint Do¬
mingo from I'ortn Rico, for the purpose ef felicitating the
President of tli« republic ia tiie name of Her Ca'holtc
Msjeity.

gfeut pomp. The event was signalized with music, ftiu-
dtjeit, ana the ringltg of tbe cathedral bell* There
wcie some grand llreworlts too.
