Warlike Piepnratlona.

The inhabitants of the north wettorn States of Mexico
appear to be greatly excited by the ruaiors which have
reached them of au i-.teuded invasi'jn cf Soaora from
this State. We have here o:ore stated, on the authO'ity
of a correspondent. that a party of Americans and
Frenchmen tad e 'abliehed themselves is Ia 1'az, Lower
California. where they were enga^eo in the eirly part of
April, in makiag preparations to invade Sonura and Cai-
huahua: and further, that t woI wo English men of war wera
etarioned in the vicinity, intending, it is supposed to in¬
terfere in ease the expedition commenced hostilities.
Letter* have been raoeived from Mazatlan, by late *rri¬
val*, up to the first cf April. By these we learn that the
California expedition, under Count Raouseet, which was
believed near at hand, formed the absorbing topic of dis¬
mission.

GOVERNOR.
Whereas, It la made known to me by reliable Informa¬

tion, from affidavits and varioua othar Muraea, that
there la in thla territory a horde ef Mexicans, or outland
iah iscd. who aro infeattof tho aettlemonta, atlrrinf up
the Indiana to inake aggression* upon the Inhabitants,
and who aro also furnishiag tho Indiana with funa, ammu¬
nition Ac., contrary to tho lawa of thla territory, and tho
lawa of tho United Statea.
And, wkereaa. It ia evident that it la tho iatoatloa of

these Mtx.cana or foreigners to break the lawa of this
territory, and of the Uni'ed Statea, utterly regardless of
every restriction, farai«hi«g Indiaai with gen. and paw
der, whenever and wherever it auils their aaaigna, con

venionoe, or pnrpoaoi;
Therefore. I. Brigbam Young, Governor, and Superin¬

tendent of Indian Affairs for the Territory of Utah, in
order to preaerve peace, quell the Indiana, and secure the
livea and property of the citizens of the territory, hereby
order erd direct as follow*:.

1st. That a ainall detachment. consisting of thirty men,
UDder the charge of Captain Wall, proceed South through
the entire extent of the aettlementa, reconnniterlng the
country and directing the inhabitants to be on their
guard againat any sudden surprise.

2d. That aaid reconnoiteriug officer communicate with
the expedition now travelling South, aa o.'ten aa any in
formation of importance is obtained, that I may be kept
adviaed of every transaction.

3d. Th« officer and partv hereby aent npon this service
are hereby authorized and directed to arrest, and ke«p in
close coMtody. every strolling Mexican party, and thoie
associating with them, and other auspicioua persons or

paities that they may encounter, and leave them safely
guarded at the ciffeient points cf settlement, to await
farther orders, as circumstances shall transpire, and the
law directs.
4th. The militia of the territory are hereby instructed

to be in readine.s to march to any point to which they
may be directed, at a moment's notice.

6th. All Mexicans now in the ttrri'ory are required to
remain quiet in the settlements, and not attempt to
leave, under any consideraMen, until further advised;
and the officers of the territory are hereby direoted to
keep them in safe custody, treating them with kindness,
aid supplyiag thsir necessary wants.

6th. Wb^le all the people should be en their constant
guard, thsy are also requested to remain quist aud or¬

derly, pursuing their various avocations, until sueh time
as thsy may be called upon to act in their own de'enoe.

7th. The officer hi cenimand of the reeonnoiterinfc de¬
tachment is hereby directed to move with eautioa. that
be may not be taken in ambush or surprised; to premrve
bis men and animals, and still be as expeditious la his
movements as possible; and tbe people at the various set-
t'ements are hereby requested to furnish him such aid
acd assistance as shall be necessary.
