A meat lamentable accident occuired on the New York
and Brie Railroad, about fire o'clock this afternoon. En¬

gine No. 58 exploded her boiler, instantly killing eleven
persona, and wounding several others.
Among the number killod was Mr. Arnold, the engineer,

and three women.

It is supposed that four or fire persons were blown
into tbe river.

Jin addition to the information contained in the fore¬
going despatch, we have learned through a private source,
that the unlucky locomotive, at the time of the explosion,
was pushing behind the train on the up grade, near the

village of Susquehanna. Nearly all those who were kill¬
ed, are reported to have been Irish laborers on the road.
