been necessary that I should sp«ak on this subject.In my letter of April 25. 1X.V), published in your appreci¬ated journal on the 1st of May, I communicated to you that
I had sent to his Excellency the Governor of this place a
sworn relation of those facta, with the object of obtainingfor my creditors the large sums of whioh they had been de¬
frauded. Tnia relation was preaenled to the tribunal by a

Sublic attorney; in consequence the cause was commenued.
lot ooutent with the first step, and rosolved to venture

everything for the benufit of my crodltora, I left yonr city
in January, 1851, with a passport from the Spanish Consul; I

fr«scpt< d myself iu the Havana to the superior chief of thie
sloud, and I voluntarily constituted myself in prison, In

order to present the proofs of everything I hnd revealed,
not with tie iLtention to accuse or injure anybody, but
only to obliterate the staiu that iu my abseuce had been laid
on me, and to obtain the reimbursement of what had been
usurped to my estate, which was the ardent object of my de¬
sires.

I will not refer to the offers oflarge sums of money, whioh
at different shocks, and by various oenducts bad been made
to me and other persons which figure in the cause, by the
agents of one of the persons designated by mo as the autdiors
of my absence and keepers of tho large 9ums belonging to
my estate; because in things of this nature that cannot he

firoved, I will only say, that after a com pliouted process which
ias lasted nearly three years, during which I have remained
in prison alone and poor.a hard light against activo, in-
fiucnlial, and very rich persons, who, by every means imagi¬
nable. have tried to make me appear us a caluminator and
a forger; the process has been terminated in the inferior tri¬
bunal, and the sentcnoe has como to prove the exactness of
my sworn relation, without any one faet having resulted
inexact, nor any dooument of those presented iu judgment
having been declared false.
In consequence, the tribnnal has condemned me, together

with Mr James Wright, principal partner of the late firm of
Wright. Brooks A Co , of this place, Mr. Peter Anthy, Car-
dona, Mr. Manuel Bolivar, and Mr. Joseph do On&te, to re¬
store to my estato the defrauded sums, in consequence of myflight in November, 1843, and to the payment of all theensts,
sentencing me, besides the same as Ilolivar and deOnato to
various years of imprisonment. Wright and Cardona beingdead, their heirs must make the restitution to the bank¬
ruptcy. Mr. Louis Verbrugghe, alone designated by me as
one of the principal authors of my abseondinent and keeper
of larre sums appertaining to my estate, has obtained to he
"absolved of the Instanoe." This Judicial declaration, made
in favor of this individual, does not mean (at these who
know tho lawi well knowed) that he is absolved of culpabi¬
lity, nor much less declared innocent. It signifies only, that
iu the opinion of the Judge, there are not in the praoess suffi¬
cient legal proofs to condemn him, and that h<s process re¬
mains upen to be continued when m >re proofs may be pre¬
sented against him.
In giving this sentence, the Judge declared, that he had

the moral conviction thai Mr. Verbrugghe had committed

a punishment, of which I hope the snptrior court will free
