The latent intelligence from China would seem to

indicate the probable overthrow of the present Tar¬
tar dynasty, and the installation of a new Emperor
at Nankin, of the ancient Chinese Imperial family-
Should this revolution be accomplished, it will be
the most important event of this century, and may
be fraught with incalculable benefits to our country
and to the world. It is generally believed that the
new dynasty will be more favorable than its prede¬
cessor to foreign trade and intercourse; and our in¬
creased commerce irom the Atlantic, as well as from
Oregon and California on tbe Pacific, place this
country in a position for the developement of an im¬
mense trade with China and the neighboring States.
The United States and China are both great powers
fronting on the Pacific, and their nr>ducts and
manufactures are admirably calculated for an im¬
mense and largely beneficial trade and intercourse.
We are tbe only great nation that consumes
tea, the staple product of China, free of
duty; and our cotton and cotton manufac¬
tures, and various other articles, ought to be freely
received in exchange. The present crisis has in¬
duced the President to tender this mission to the
Hon. Robert J. Walker, of Mississippi, late Secretary
of the Treasury of the United States, accompaniedby ali the necessary powers and authority to accom¬
plish the great object of this most important trust;
and Mr. Walker, we understand, has accepted the
mission. It is well known that the last Congress
placed the mission to China upon the highest gradeknown to our diplomacy. Since this action of Con¬
gress, new events have given to the mission a still
more commanding character. There is at present
no diplomatic station upon which the public eye, not
only of our country but of all civilized nations, will
be more intently fixed. To this signal interest and
importance of the mission alone, we presume, it is
owing tbut Mr. Walker, whose political antecedents
so eminently fit him for the work before hira, has
abandoned his well known preference for private life,
and undertaken this high and difficult diplomaticservice.
His general views in favor of a liberal commercial

policy are well known to the country and to the
world. Under the tariff of 184ti, our revenue, as
well as our imports and exports, have been doubled,
and the prosperity of the country is unprecedented.
Whatever opinions may be entertained by the few
who still advocate tbe protective policy as regards
liia views in connection with reciprocal trade with
England, there can be none who will doubt the pro¬
priety of his opinions in regard to an enlarged trade
and commerce with China and the East; and we

Sresume there is no American who will not desire
Is success in the great and important mission now

intrusted to his care.
Mr. Walker's views in regard to our trade with

China and Asia are fully set forth in his several
Treasury Reports, and especially in that of Decem¬
ber, 1848. In that report Mr. Walker concluded his
views on this subject with the following prophetic re¬
marks:.
Our ports upon tbe gulf, wivh those upon both oceans

fronting upon Europe from tbe East, and Asia from tbe
West, occupying the central position between all the
continent s oi the globe, nearer to them all by convenient
routes tnan any other nation, including aa easy access
to the whole mtei ior of our own country, we want only
the ocean steamships of adequate strength, speed, and
numbers, to give us tbe command of the trade of ail na¬
tions. Nor should we forget that, in carrying our traila
among the great and populous nations of Asia, and faci¬
litating intercourse with that vast region, passing from
coast to coast in the short period ol twenty dtva, with
monthly or weekly steamships, the light of Christianity,
following the path of commerce, would return with all it i
blessings to the East, from which it rose. In those re¬
gions. commerce must be ihe precursor of Christianity.
commerce, which teaches peace and iateroiurse between
nations; which declares that man is not the enemy of man
nor nation ot nation; but that the interests ot all coun¬
tries and of all mankind are identical, and that they will
ail adranc" mast rapidly under the genial influence of au
unrestricted reciprocal trade and intercourse. By our
recent acquisi'ions on the Pacific, Asia has suddeuly be¬
come our ne ghbor, with a placid intervening ocean, in¬
viting our steamships upon the iraclt of a coinoB«rc$
greater than that of all Europe combined This com
merce Is ours, if ou» merchants and government should,
by their united energies, secure for us with Asia a rapid
and frequent communication by steam. Our products
and our manufactures, aud especially our coarse cotton
fabrics, are precisely what are de.irsd by several hundred
milhcDs of their people, who will send us bock iu return
their specie and their rich pioductions, so lew of which
are raised within our limits

It is not a little remarkable that the predictions of
Mr. Walker, aa regards the adveut of Christianity in
China as the result of increasing trade and inter¬
course, seem to be on the eve of fulfilment, a- indi¬
cated in the proclamation in favor of Christianity by
the rebel chief.not improbably now the new Emper¬
or of China. This proclamation, if the facts are truly
stated, is the most striking event the world has wit¬
nessed since the unfolding of the Banner of the Cross
by Constantino at the head of the imperial legions of
Rome.

, .,We are sure we but echo the voice of tbe whole
American people 4n wishing entire success to Mr.
Walker in this great and arduous trust confided to
him by the President, of opening the trade of China
and the East to our own country and that of the
world.

Cltjr Intelligence.
Aouoknt to one ok the Officer* or Tint Lrandbr..

On Wedtesday night Kir Henry Black* sxi. one of the
officers belonging to thw English frigate I-»»uder. was
fouDd by the police in Chatham street with his head
cut in a very bad manner. Sir Henry was taken
to the station houre of tbe Sixth poliue dis'rict, in
Ontre street, when Dr. S-mmon* was sent for, who
dressed his wound.. He was taken care of at toe station
house, and deiained during the night for proU-ctiou. and
the property that he bad a bo it him put in safe keepi-g.
Ve-teruay morning he was sufficiently recovered 11 return
alone to his ship It is unknown to the police bow the
accident happened, whe'her he had been attacked by
seme rowdy iu the street or whether it proceeded from a
fall. Sir Henry communicated nothing as to the cause
to the Captain of the Sixth ward police.
City Reform..A meeting of citizens to promote this

desirable objtct was held laht evening at the University,
Washington square; but as members of tue press ware
excluaed, we are unable to furnish any report to our
readers.
Singular Surgical Operation..James Riley, while at

work cn hoard a ve-sel, helping to discharge the cargo,
which consisted of bars ot iron, met with a very singular
accident, which rendered his immediate removal to the
City Hospital requisite, to obtain surgical assistance.
The bBr» of iron were being raised feparately from ths
hold of the vessel, by means of a slug. and in doing so
tbe sling ui fortunately b oke, aud the bir of ir-n that
was being lifted up fell upon tbe ankle bone of the Mi lrg of
the above individual Tbe aocle bone was forced inward,
and from the unusual strain that ensued, the foot became
twisted round, forcing tbe inner ankle bone out of the
socket. On his admission to the hospital, it was deemtd
expedient, in order to save the foot from amputation,
that one ol the tarsal banes, called the ''astragalus,"
which protruded through the ex'ennU opening couse
quent upon the laceration of the flesh, should be re¬
moved The operation.which is a very diflicuit one, ac¬
rid-nts of this kind being very uncommon.was perform¬
ed by Dr. Buck last night, chloroform having been given
to tbe patient, who was. during the whole time, uncon¬
scious of what transpired.

Fire .On Tuesday alter neon at hilf-past two o'clock, a
fir* occurred at No 26 Bleecker street, communicatingfrom the chimney to the rafiers of the house. Captain
I'ilks. of the Fifteenth ward, with a platoon of men and
engine No. f>, were quickly on the spit, and extinguished
the fire with trifling damage.
Another..On Wednesday morning, near two o'clock,

a fire broke out in the llowery, No. 269, in Mr. George
Maxwell's machine shop, in the rear. Damage from three
to four hund-ed dollars. Adjoining the factory in the
rear, is a large building occupied by several families, the
entrance to which is by a narrow alley way, of great length,
and not over two feet four inches wide. Had the fire
extended further than it fortunately did, the lo.s of life
must have been great. Such buildings appear to call loud¬
ly for some lepi-lative interference. The Chief of I'oliee
was on the spot with the Captains of several wards and
tbrir reserve force.

Fai.l Out op a Window..Mary Bassing, a married
woman, a native of Ireland, aged thirty, fractured her
tbigh aud received several contusions about the body,
arms and face, from falling out of the third story window
while haoglDg out some clothe*. Khe resided in Essex
street, and was admitted into the City Hospital last
evening, having been taken there immediately after the
accident. She was not very dangerously injured, and is
under the care of Dr. Derby, who dressed her wounds.

KffiCUiD from Drowning .On Tuesday a man named
Louis Theotille l'oillen was rescued from drowning by a
boatman, who saw him ia the water at the foot of
Twenty first street, North river. Hi* statement is that
bis intention was self destruction, having no money nor
friends in this country. He was taken to the station
house by offieers lean-end and Conove, apparently in a
dying state, bu was soon restored to consciousness byDr. Booram.
Run Over..John Donnelly, while driving a brick cart,

ran over a child named John Quilty, killing the child on
the spot, in the street opposite No. 102 Washingtonstreet. The driver was arrested, and sent to the police
court yesteiday morning for examination.
Attempt at Suicide..Wednesday morning a man named

Wifliam Jones, twenty seven rears of age, a native of Ire
laDd, by trade a shoemaker, who had attempted to eut
his threat with hi* shoe knife, was brought to the CityHospital, where, on examination, it was found that the
windpipe had been eut through, hut had been afterwards
sewed up and the wound dressed prior to his admission.

1848 nt Near fork, oa a
quantity of cotton and rloe. 10T bale* of eotton marked
R K., and 1,198 bate* of ootten with various mark*, and
on S77 tierce* of rioa, to be conveyed on the bark UtyFlower from Bavanoah to Antwerp, the whole being
valued at 848,428 The amount claimed i* 82,800, being
half the insurance ; the other half being iniured in an¬
other office. Un the Uth January, 1840, the veaael en¬
countered a revere hurricane, by the violence of which a
Urge quantity of the oottoo and rice waa damaged, and
sixty six bale* totally lout. The defendant* admitted
their liability for all the damage* except for the lo»* of
the sixty-six bale* of cotton, and they adjuated and paid
to the plaintiff*, for all but those, the earn of 82.042 20.
They contend that the aixty-kix bale* of cotton were not
etowed in the hold, or under the hatchet of the
May Flower, bat were pUced on the deck of the
veer-el at the time of the alleged lose. The de
fendant* therefore nay that auch bale* of cotton were
not good* and merchandise l*d*n on board, and were not
protected by the policy of maurance Toe case ha* oc¬
cupied the court several days. Mr. F. H Cutting and
Geo. F. Belts appeared for the plaintiff, and Messrs.
Hiram Ke'chum. A L. Robertson and Richard Emmet for
the defeidants. Counsel having summed up at conside¬
rable length,
Judge Paine proceeded to charge the jnry. He said;.

This case involves important question* of law and fact,
and the que*tion of law remain* unsettled, having been
discussed and differently construed. It i* not my pur¬
pose to pronounce any opinion on the law by which I in¬
tend to abide. I give uiy opinion only for the purpose of
b.-iuging the ea*« before a full bench' whete it can be de¬
liberately argued and considered, and the law properly
settled. 1 do not think it conducive to the ends of jus¬
tice to give any decisive op nioa in the case; but 1 do
consider it conducive to the ends of justice to charge
you as 1 do, m order to bring up the ca-e to another
court. There is only one question of fact in the case,
which is Rimplitlea by the opinion I shall give you
on the question of law. The question of law
raised by the plaintiff is, that it is sufficient
for him to recover, if there is a usage between Savannah
and Antwe-p to Bhip cotton below deok or on deck, when
a clear bill of laden is given that it is under deok. The
plaintiff contend* that it is sufficient if he proves this,
un the other side it is said it is not sufficient, that he
must show not ooly such a usage between the shipper
and insurer to treat it as on deck, but he must also bring
home such a usage to the knowledge of the Insurance
Company, and that they became par lies to it, and it was
done with their ougmsutnce and approval, as well as that
of the shipper. The plaintiff, however, says that the in¬
surer s and insured are bound to know all the usage*
in that trade. But it is for me to dispose of the ques¬
tion of law and to show you the question of fact you
have to dispo-e of. As to the question of law, I
charge yon that if you are of opinion that the gen¬
eral usage of trade between Savannah and Ant¬
werp is to load meicbandise on deck when it is ship¬
ped as a cargo below deck, and may be pat below
or on deck. The goods in this ease are covered by this
policy. and I dispose of the question of law in favor of
the plaintiff, by sayiug that it is not necessary that he
should bring home to the insurance company a know¬
ledge of. or acquiescence in, that usage, but that it ia
enough to show that such a usage exists between the
shipper and insurer. This cuts off all inquiry as to
whether the insurers were acquainted with the usage,
and places in your hands the question of fact whether
between the insurers and shippers it was the usage of
trade when theie was a clean bill of laden, or it was said
thai the goods were shipped under deck, they might be
placed over deck, in a covered house. 1' you iind that
such a usage exists you wiU then dad for the plaintiff,
and if such a usage doe* not exist you will dad for the
defendants. The jury are to bring in a sealed verdict.
