The Laws of South Carclina In the British
Parliament,

In ke Biritish House of Lords, on the 14th instaat,

Lmd Beavsosy, in risiog to move for eorresposdence
rospeeting the law of ths Siate of Soath Carolina on ¢n-
lored reamen arri in port, sald that, in bringing this
suhjtat before their lordsnips. he had no intention of re
newing in this country the angry discussions whizh had
taken place on the other side of the Atluntle, nor did he
wish 10 avall himeelf of the present opportunity for de-
elaiming op the wretched condition of the, slave populs-
tlen gererally. Hin sole object was to introduce the ex.
act state of 1he care to the notiee of their lordships, and
to show that meass existed for rewoving the dificul
without duing mjmhgmman to the ghu of Soul
Carolinn. He slo des to express a hope that the
Inbabitents apd authorities of thet Swate would them-
relves take s of their own good will for bringing
about hat result which all desired to see affagted. Their
lordships were no doubt aware of the gevere laws
which existed in Bouth Carclina with respect to
men of eolor. A law now stood on the statute book
of that State whish empowered sheriff of the
distriet to go on any ship which arrived
in the port from any quarter of the world, to seize all the
eolored men whom be might find in the vessel, and to im-
prisom them in th&ublin jnil until the time cams for the
departure of the ship. Hevéral laws had been passed
"E,‘m this suhject by the State, but the one to which ha
wished more particularly to re‘er upon the present oe-
eaciom, was enncled in the year 1835, and was entitled
“‘An wet for more eflectually preventing free negroes and
other persoun of color from entering into the State of
South Carcl'na.” The first section set forth, that it
tkould not be lnwful for uny free vegro or other person
of color to be broughe into the State, under any pretext
whatever, cither by land or by water; and it went on to
€vact, that apy free pegro or other colored person ro-
I'mlnir to leave, should be subject to mueh sorporal
punishment an the covrts mighe thiek fit to award, and
that. If Le euil remained aftar the iniliotiop of such cor-
poral punishment, be should then be anldlg publiz sale
as s clave. The second section epacted that, It sheuld
not be luwful for any free negro er other person of ¢slor
to enter the Stata on board of anp ship, as esok, steward,
or wariper, or in any other employment, and It em-
powerid the sherlif to seire snel’ free negroes and
otber persons of eolor, as might be brought into the
Htate by captaing of vessels, and to detain them until the
#hips were aggin resdy to put to sea. Now, as their lord-
ships were sware, the small craft whizh earrisd on the
srace between the West Indies and cavtain portioms o the
State of Eouth Carcline were necesrarily, tor the sake of
cconomy, mpnned by mixed crews, coasisting partly of
colored and partly of white men. When these small vos.
+els arrived at Charloston they were regiiarly boarded by
the sheriil, and the whels of 1the negro seflors were tuken
away, the capia‘ne being hereby compelled to employ
alave labor for discharging and londiog their vessels. Of
cour:, that materially in arfered mﬁ the oo of
the West Indies and he regrested to say-that the evil
bad recemiiy been still furher spgravatea by a declsion
of the courte, to the effoct that no person apprehended
under 1he not was entitled to-s writ of habeas srpus.
