I wnM, however,
wager a trifle, that whea Mr. Hawthorne oomeo
to make a collection of his works, the
biography of President Pierce will not be anions

.if 1 bad It.that one hundred yean henoe, Pres¬
ident Pierre will be held up as an eminent and
enlightened patron of literature, because of the ap¬
pointment of Mr. Hawthorne to the Liverpool Con¬
sulate. What a farce this life Is.especially the po¬
litical part of it. Fifteen yearn ago, Mr. Hawthorne
spoke of there being but "a few flowers and sweet-
scented twigs of literature intermixed among the
nettles and burrs which alone flourish in the areua
<-f party strife." lie has himself only had to look
orrelessJy into that "arena" (the word is not a rery
good one for so accomplished a writer to employ, for
there are neither flowers nor twigs, nor burrs nor
nettles, to 1* found in an arena, unless some of the
wildest kind of flowers, wilder eren than bnrrs or
nettles, are to lie fouud on the site of what was the
arena of the Flaviau amphitheatre, or Coliseum,) to
behold a nugget of the most gigantic proportions,
ntd to hove it walk calmly into his pockets. It was
laid fldwn. however, by a certain eminent authority,iong ago, tbs* eleventh hour men were quite as good
as tlx re who btN" the burden and bent of the day.
It may be mentioned that Mr. Huwthome rarely, if
ever, alludes to politicians without a sneer, or
without attributing t<f them the basest mo¬
tives, or otherwise treating them in a depre¬
cating manner j all of which they rnny deserve, but
which comes with rather had (TWce from one whose
only place in politics hus been to share "the spoils"
of victory thut he had no part in winuing.who has
often been first at the leant, without having been
aDj where in the fray.
