This corps, compoied of the survivors of those who
were engaged in the military service of the United States,
in the war with Great Britain, dejtared June 11,1812,
will assemble on the morn>t.g of the fourth of July next,
at 8 o'clock precisely. at 'heir headquarters, No. 64 Lis
penard street, with side arms and cocsade oq hat Side
arms, with uniform belts, mav be had at the Colouel's
quarters for 82 25. atd cockades for 117)4 csots.
State swords will be provided on that morning for those

who may be debcent, and the Treasurer will be present
with a supply of coekades.
The c.i us a ill be mustered into line under the eommand

of Capt. Henry Raymond, eud will march without delay
through Broadway to the City Hall, where they will j»in
the delegation f their brethren f nm the several counties
of the State and under the eommaad of the Cilonel. will
be presented to tbe Honoiab'e, the llayor and Corpora¬
tion of the City, whore guests they are, by invitation, for
the day.

Capt. Smith's company of Independent Continentals,
who.-e services as escort are accepted, are requested to
join the corps at the formation, at headquarters, in Lis-
peoard stitet.
The delegation from the several oounties within the

State, and guests from other States, will be received In
the Superior Court rooms, by the Colonel and his staff, at
8 o'clock on that morning, and their several names en¬
rolled preparatory to farther proceeding of the day.
After the proposed presentation of delegates and corps,

they will form in line on the right and left of the honor¬
able, the Mayor and Corporation, and witness the pas-ing
review of the troops under the command of Major Gene¬
ral Sandford, imroedi ktely after which the corps, with
their escort and country' delegates, with other guests,,
will proceed to the court rooms, where the ceremonies of
the day will commence with an address to the Throne of
Grace by the Chaplain, the Kev l)r. Peter Van Pelt.

The Declaration of Independence will be read by a
member of the corps, followed by an address, it is ex pec
tea, by the Hon. Col Sutherland, of Pennsylvania, and
probably^thers. and closed by a benediction by the rev¬
erend chaplain, Dr Spiiug
A collation will then be partaken of, after which the

corps will return to their headquarters and be dismissed,
and the several delegates are requested to remain and or¬
ganize a convention for consideration of the interests of
surviving brethren throughout the State
The C. inmandant particularly requests the several per¬
