A Btage Iniver Heaten In a Serfouws Manner—

Conflict Between the Hibermian Socletiss

and the Pollce—A Number Badly Injared on

Both Sldes—Arrest of Mhlcty=seven Rioters.

Between ten and eleven o'click on the morning ef the
Ath of July, & very exeiting disturbazes, resulting in »
general riot and fight, took plaoe in the Ninth ward at
the corner of Troy and Hudscm streets, ia which several
of the Hibernian societies, enlled the *'Anclent Order of
Hiberninns,'" formed a very oovsplouous part

At one time several hundred men were engaged in the
rict, Lurling stores and other wmisilos at the police.
A number of the citizers in the immediate vicialty aided
the polioe in quelling the riot, many of whom, aas well ax
the policemen, received severs cut heads, and braised
limbs. Ope of Kipp snd Brown's sisge-drivers, by
the pame of Edwin J. Carpenter, was very rerlously
snd cruelly beaten by several of the Hibernian Soclety.

The origin of the riot was in conssquence of the
above vamed stage driver attempting to dries his
stage across the line of the Fibornian proceasion. The
Marrhal, James Sanders, wio was oa hormeback, orders
ed the stage drirer to back, but it was impossible for
him to do wmo, s his horsed were frightesed at
the fire works, crackers &e. Soveral of the mem-
bers of the Hiberoian Seciety then swprang upom the
box of the stage, relzed the driver, drsgged him
off the etage, and beat him in a shoskingly Mem-
tsl manner. A ladof pome fifteen years of age, whoee
pame we could not learn, was slso very severely besten
sud stamped npen by the exeited Hiberniana, Weord wan
deepatched to the Ninth and Sixtesnth ward pelice staticn
boutes for assistance, s the rmmor beowms universal
that the stage driver was killed, in comsequence
{hierecf, the people in that peighborhood became im.
