Ob the 0th May Senor Francisoo Gonsalee de Prada, En¬

voy Extraordinary and Minuter Plenipotentiary of Pern,
addressed a note In the form of an'ultimatum to the Boli¬
vian government, from Arias.

After alluding to the po*nte in diipute between the
two coantriea, he demand* the following:.

The expulsion of the l'uruvlan Mi ii-ter and Consul from

flo'ivia he justifies, snd averts that It is Bo i via that has
tbe rifcht to drmat-d an apology, ai'd refers to uis note of
2Cth March, demanding the punishment of 8r P.Ada,
snd considers its refueal as a voluntary and lmdttated.in-
ault effeted to the dignity and rights of Bolivia.
He considers it a waste of time to discuss the merits of

the question, and gives the following replies to the de¬
mands of Peru.

1. He acknowledges bis part in the expulsion of the
Peruvian ministers, but looks upon it as a great and un-
lieaid of outrage for a foreign power to order the dis-
mUhil of any member of another government, andiefuses
positively to ooinply with this request.

2. Ibe Bolivian government, refuse to dismiss the In-
tehdente of Police for the discharge of his duties.

3. The demand to reiuetate Sr. Parades is absolutely,
xoaitively and insultingly r* fu-ed. Hr Paredes will not
he reoeived in Bolivia except it be to expiate there his
crimes: but any other minister, sent in thp usual man¬
ner, will be reoeived

4. This requeet will be complied with, and Peruvian
consuls will be admitted where those of other nations
now are.

6. In regard to the trwvty referred to (of Arequipa),
he calls attention to the twenty fourth article, which ex¬

pressly declares that the violation of one article does
not vitiate the others, and that Peru, in her reprisals on
the commerce of Bolivia, has scandalously violated the
intent of said treaty.

" Hat, stale and unprofitable" as any place of ten thou¬

sand inhabitant* can be. The most exalting event since
the departure of the last mail for the United State*, ha*
been a personal quarrel between a native gentleman and
an Englishman, when the former made a cowardly at¬
tack upon the latter when unprepared. Some little ex¬

citement ensued, and a few foreigner* who witnessed the
assault having expressed their opinion that the aggressor
should be handed over to the police, his (the native's)
friends came to hi* rescue, and carried him off in tri
umph to his home. The negroes congregated thlokly
upon the occasion, and manifested a very bad feeling to¬
wards the foreigners. At one time the affair promised
to asinme a serious turn, but fortunately no collision
teok place. Two of the most eminent lawyers in town
have been applied to, to demaud legal redress for the
Englishman, but they both refused, the native feeling
was so atrong. Both of tbe foreign journals in this city
took up the matter, and spoke out plainly upon the sub
ject to the article in the Star. The Governor, over his
own signature, replied in the tame journal, denying that
any 111 feeling or jealously existed cn the part of the na
tives towards tbe foreigners.
We feel every day more and more the want of protec¬

tion and the insecurity ofour position, and a very general
feeling exists that a foreign man-of-war constantly in our
harbor.either American, Kretch or toglish.would curb
this growing feeling, and clace tbe foreign reiidents here
in the poaitioo the treaties of New Granada with their
respective nation* guaranteed to them. Our worthyAmerican Consul, Mr Corwin. has mote than once urged
the importance of this measure upon the government;
and 1 believe that the British Consul has also addressed
his government upon the matter, but as yet no good re¬
sult haa been produced, aud the squadron lies for half
the j ear at Valparaiso, where they are not required,
doing nothing, instead of protecting the lives and pro¬
per^ of their respective oitizena In this and other Cen¬
tral American ports.

Private letters fiotu Kogota received In town inform us
of sundry political riois tueie, in one of which Dr. Flo-
HBtino Gorzales was wtlUided yyl'h a lance. The opera¬tives want prouciion for native manufactures, in the
shape of duties upon all articles of foreign imports that
comjete with them. This is the osteusiblo cause of the
riots, but there can be no doubt that seme political in¬
trigue lies at the bottom of It.
The new constitution has passed, the principal change

consi-ts in governcis, .judges of trfriuuals. circuit and
commerce, beirg elected by the people Instead cf by the
elective assembly and tbe Piesident. as formerly. It la
fesxd that this law will not work well, and that influ¬
ential men in the various provinces vti l turn it to their
pr<Tate advantage, and constat tlj ktep the country in a
political feiment.
