MELANCHOLY AND STRANGE~—We are once more
reminded of the terrible collision of April last, noar
our city, by the following brief but melancholy ata‘e-
ments. It will remembered that in the hst of the
dead were recorded four unknown persuns, & man,
woman, and two lads of about eleven and fifeen
years of age, and they were buried without being
recoguized, with no friend to follow them to the
grave, aud no inseription to be written above them
but the sad one o7 the ** unknown.” It will be re.
membered also, that an infaot, very neatly dresaed,
was taken uninjured from the roins. but feund its=lf
swmong strangers, withont one to claim or even re-
cognise it. 1t naturally excited the sympathiea of
maoy of our citizens, and was kindly cared for and
nurred in one of our most respectuble fumilies. A
cow was also on board the train, for which uo owner
could be found. It was feared that all these might
belong to one family. and after long continned and
faithful exertions such has been found to be the caso,
The investigation has also elicited the following
sad lact, that another young man who was Killed,
whout seventeen years of age, and supposed to be
Mr. Misner, from a card found in his pocket with this
name upon it, was also one of the sons. The name
of the family was Kellogg. They were moving from
New York Btate to Minnesota, whither two older
sons had alrendy %one. and leaving behind a daugh-
ter of full age. Thesa three remaining members of
the family bave been here, have reclaimed their in-
fant sister, and visited ‘he graves of their parenta
and three brothers. This is the saddest tale of all
connected with this memorable and heattrending
catas'rophe. Its record will live in some families
throngh miore than one generation.— Chicago Tri-
lume.

SiNuTLAR AND DesPERATE ATTEMPT To MUR-
ek —The Springficld (Mo.) Advertiser relates the
fullowing circumstance, which is about the strangest
attempt to perpetrute murder, and an equallystrange
escape, that we have ever read:—John Russell was
on his return home to Stove county, near the mouth
of Jume= river, when he was overtnken three vil-
laing, who evinced a disposition to stop his progress.

The poor fellow armed him-
self with a kunife, determined to defeind himself.
He was sturmed with a blow from a roek, and his
own kuife again used to cut his thront, When Kim-
berling returned, in a few minutes, he waa removed
to a neighboring honse, where Mus. Messenger
stitched up the horrible wonnd, so that he was able
to give this information. It is said that the poor
fellow may get well, He swallows water well, and
treathes rf!l'mnlgh the natural orifice.
